HOUSTON, Tex., Deec. 8 (UP)
— Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower
gxercised a citizen's right to speak
up on national affairs last night
and warned Americans ¢to be
zealous of their personal free-
dom and security.

He drew an overflow crowd of
15,000 Houstonians into Sam
Houston Coliseum for his address
to the annual membership meet-
ing of the Houston Chamber of
Commerce. It was the 109th an-
nual meeting, and by far the big-
gest of the series. Mostly such af-
fairs draw only a few hundred.

But Eisenhower, being ‘‘talked
up” as a potential presidential
candidate three years hence, pack-
ed the house and had his listeners
cheering.

In the accepted sense of the
term, it was not a “political
speech,” but he did not aveid

matters politic.

Regimentation and the solveney
of the national security are very
closely linked, said Eisenhower.

“Security can not be achieved
in a bankrupt economy,” Eisen-
hower declared, nor in a state

He called his talk “The Rambling |
Observation Of A Soldier,” and
it was delivered on the eighth an-
niversary of the Japanese attack
that touched off World War 11
and elevated the Texas-born Eisen-
hower—now president of Colum-
bia University—to the position of
the Allies’ Chief Military Strateg-
ist in the battle for Europe.

As he meticulously avoided ref-

Chiang, Cabinet
Quit Mainland

HONG KONG, Dec. 8 (UP)—
Generalissimo Chiang Kai-Shek
and the Chinese Nationalist Cab-
inet today ‘fled the mainland of
of China and established their
new seat of government on the
island Fortress of Formosa.

Chiang left Chengtu this morn-
ing in his personal plane as Com-
munist forces closed in on the
Nationalists’ last mainland cap-
ital from three directions. Com-
munist capture of Chengtu was
expected in a day or two.

The cabinet, meeting in an
extraordinary session last night,
agreed to remove the seat of
government from Chengtu to For
mosa. It also created two Guer-
wHlla headquarters to command
all military operations on the
mainland.

One of the headquarters was
established at Sichang, capital of
Remote Sikang Province in the
mountains of far Western China.

The entire Nationalist position
in Southwest China collapsed
along with the defense of Chen-
gtu. Nationalist officials fled
Kunming, capital of Yunnan
Province, and Yeft the, city in
the hands of provincial army men
who were reported ready to join
the Communixts.A :
