11. Adequate farm ’ credit at 
fair interest rates.

12 . Kquitahlc freight talcs for 
TTT. ^fTeju is arid the Boeth.

American .Sabrjjets sliot down 
one So'>'iet-built Mig-15 jet fight­
ers. prol-ably destroyed another 
and damaged a third in three dog 
fights on the iU h  straiglit day o f 
jet combat over northwest Korea.

A ir Force's 11-day bag o f 22 Migs 
destroyed, two probably (Ustroy- 
ed and 29 damaged.

All UN planes returned safely 
from the latest dogfights, but oni 
Thundeijet was lost to eneny 
ground fire in another operation 
The plane cras’ned and hurned b< 
hind enemy lines with no chance 
that th,̂  pilot survived, the -Ai- 
Fcice sa d.

IIN planes attacked Communi.-if 
artillery positions all aior^T the 
western front in what the 5th .Air

They destroyed at laast 35 en­
emy field pieces which have been 
taking a steady toll of allied 
troop.< ever .since the truce deleg­
ates’ tentative agreement at Psn- 
munjom ona cease-fire line. Many 
others were damaged.

“ A fter lodny," said A ir Force 
briefing officer Maj. C. F. Brown 
o f Tampa, Fla., “ There i- every 
indication th-it our close support 
should .substantially refu'e the mo­
