AUSTIN, tec, 14 —  Homer 
Garrison Jr. Director of the T cn- 
as Department o f Public Safety, 
announced today thut his Depart­
ment has just issued the first cer­
tificates o f appointment as auth­
orised motor vehicle in.epection 
stations under the State's new ve­
hicle inspection law.

Three hundred applicants were 
included in th- initial list and an 
additional 3200 arc currently in 
the process of irsuance.

Garrison estimates that actual 
inspection of autos will get under 
way by some o f these stations dur­
ing Chri.-tmas week and lie urged 
all automobile owners to get their 
inspections as soon as a location 
is approved and licensed in their 
vicinity in order that tha big rush 
may be avoided juat prior of .April 
1, 105'2. The new law requires 
that a vehicle must pass inspec­
tion before it can be registered. 
The 1002 registration year begins 
April 1st.

George Busby, Chief o f the 
Public Safety’s newly organized 
Motor Vehicle inspection, also ap­
pealed to motorists to have a pre­
liminary check of the safety fea­
tures o f their regular niechanic 
pending the actual in.-.peclion by 
an official station. He pointed out 
that it is not wise tn assume that 
your auto will necessarily pass the 
tests because it is new.

” A  little research has shown 
Us.”  Busby saiu, "that approxi­
mately fifty  pccen l of biand new 
autos would fail to pass the tests 
because of a need for some minor 
adjustment-! such as headlights or 
wheel alignment.

"The first few miles of road 
Use,”  he continued, "plus the new 
metal parts o f the auto often work 
together to throw some o f these 
parts out o f adjustment and a pre- 
rlicck by your mechanic will easily 
a.ssure you that your auto will 
pass in.^pection.”

Bushy also jiointed out to own- 
ei.-- o f new and old autos as well 
that only the safety features of 
the vehicles will hr inspected 
These include brakes, lights, horn, 
windshidU wipers, etc.

UN T ru ce  Team Will 
L a te s t  Proposals By

Study
R ed s

PANMUNJOM, Korea, Dec. 14 
( I T )  —  The Communists backed 
down slightly today and offered to 
permit limited troop rotation dur­
ing a Korean armistice, but the 
Allies suspected the o ffer contain­
ed hidden pitfalls.

The Reds also made two other 
seemingly concessions to -American 
demands in pre.seiiting a new six- 
point conipromi.se program for 
policing an armistice.

The proposals submitted to a 
joint subcommittee at first glance 
appeared to open the way to agree­
ment after 17 days of stalemate, 
but Cnited Nations delegate Maj. 
(ten. Howard M. Turner said: 

"From the perusal we were able 
to make in one hour o f the new 
Communist propo.sal, we were un­
able to detect any major change in 
it* effect over the proposal the 
Communist* submitted on Dec. 3.

“ We a.sked them many questions, 
the answers to most o f which were 
extremely evasive. We are going

to study it further for any gim­
micks it might contain.’ ’

In another subcommittee, t h e  
Communists for the first time in­
dicated they hold fewer than 50,- 
000 Allied war prisoners, includ 
ing South Koreans. Altogether 
nearly 100,000 .Allied troops— in­
cluding 11,000 Americans— u r e 
missing in action in Korea.

A UN communique said the Reds 
al.so made clear:

1. They will not agree to any 
visits by the International Red 
Cross to prison camps because this 
“ is beyond the scope o f the 
agenda.”

2. Although the Communists 
now have official lists o f I ’N pri­
soners in their hands, they will not 
make them available unle.ss and 
until the UN command “ blindly 
accepts”  the Communist demand 
for the release of all prisoners held 
by both sides.

North Korean Maj. Gen. Lee 
.8ong Cho protested the .Allied pro­
posal for a man foi'-man exchange

of prisoner* would leave a “ great 
majority”  of the 120,000 or more 
Communist prisoners in .Allied 
hands until a final peace .settle­
ment.

U. S. Rear Admiral R. E. Libby 
suggested the Reds were reluctant 
to disclose the names and where 
about.* of UN prisoners because 
they were a.shamed o f the fact the 
list "contains ju.*t a handful of 
names.”

■At the same time, the voice of 
the United Nations command sug­
gested in a broadca.st from Tokyo 
that the Reds had refu.sed to per­
mit Red Cross representatives to 
visit their prison camps because 
they fear the conditions which 
would be disclo.sed.

In the keep-the-truce subcom­
mittee, the Communist* for the 
first time gave up their demand 
for a total ban on replacement of 
American combat troops who have 
been in Korea for a year with fresh 
troop-.

But they proposed that any ro­

tation program be limited to 5,000 
troops a month— well below the 
present UN schedule— and specifi­
ed that the rotation must be ap­
proved in advance by a joint UN- 
Communist armistice commission.

Fresumably, thi* would give the 
Reds the right of veto over any 
rotation proposal.

The Communist program acced­
ed to the American demand.* that 
the over-all level o f troop.* and 
war equipment in Korea at the 
signing o f the armistice shall not 
be increased and that a proposed 
neutral observer organization be 
subject to the authority o f t h e 
joint UN-Communiik commi.ssion.

Despite these apparent conces­
sion* ,however, the Reds still ignor­
ed other key UN demands for a 
ban on the construction of new air­
fields during an armistice and for 
the right to replace worn-out arms 
and equipment.

Both subcommittees will meet 
again at I I  p.m. Saturday (9 p.ni. 
today ESTj.

In hii state of the union mes.s- 
age to Congress next month, the 
president will propose long-range 
remedies and safeguard.* against 
comipt.on by requesting some 
inew legislation. He probably will 
repeat his request that cdlfcie*.s 
provide for a public declaration o f 
income by all federal officia s 
making more than $10,090 a year 
— including members of congress 
and the judiciary.

Mr. Truman proposed a similar 
plan oarlier this year, but it no* - 
er came about.

A few of these have cess-pools, and these mutt be kept in good condi­
tion. Quite a number of the dry closets are not up to specifications. The pits should be five to 
six foot deep, properly vented and fly-proof. We are making personal inspections of all parts of 
the city, to see that all existing health hazards are corrected. We solicit your whole-hearted 
cooperation.
