The rainfall total for the 
first nine months of the year 
2000 stood at 9.13 inches at 
Friona, the second-lowest in 
the past 13 years, according 
to records tabulated by Bill 
Ellis, official weather recorder. 

The total for 2000 was 
lower than any year in the 
period tabulated except for 
1998, when the moisture 
receipts through September 
stood at only 7.17 inches. 

However, a "saving grace" 
for 1998 was the fact that 
another 8.38 inches were 
received October through 
December of that year. Of 
this total, 6.58 inches were 
received in October, the 
greatest part, 3.9 inches, 
coming on "Halloween Eve." 

On the other end of the 
spectrum, the biggest total for 
nine months was just a year 
ago, when the moisture 
measured 23.68 inches as of 
September 30. When the final 
tally for 1999 was made, it 

11 came to 26.24, one of the 
wettest years in the past 30 
years. 

Of the nine months of 
2000, January, February and 
August had no moisture at 
all, 	with 	September 
practically naught, with .02 
inch. 

May, which is typically the 
wettest month in this area, 
rang in with just 1.19 inches. 
May and June together 
tallied just' 3.84 inches. A 
year earlier, the May-June 
receipts came to 7.48 inches.

Over the years the estate 
tax, commonly called the 
"death tax", has destroyed a 
number of family businesses, 
farms and personal savings 
accounts across the country. 
The tax occurs when the 
owner of a business or farm 
passes away and the 
survivors are forced to pay up 
to 55 percent of the value of 
the business or farm if the 
total is beyond a certain 
limit. No section of the tax 
code is more unfair and more 
dangerous to our American 
entrepreneurial spirit, a 
freedom that we enjoy and on 
which our healthy economy 

IT WAS a long hot summer. 
Those without automatic 
sprinklers quit watering their 
lawns sometime early in 
August and just tried to save 
their trees and shrubs. 
Because of all the forest fires, 
I assume that it was hot and 
dry all over the country. This 
is the sort of thing that 
makes environmental zealots 
wag their fingers and say "See, we told you global warming was 
going to take over." 

Even the New York Times reported early in September that 
the polar ice cap at the top of the world was melting due to 
global warming, "something that has never been seen before by 
humans and is more evidence that global warming may already 
be affecting climate." Of course a week or so later the paper 
issued a "correction" of the original article, stating that "reports 
of water at the North Pole are not surprising and lack of ice at 
the pole is not necessarily related to global warming." 
Scientists had informed the paper that there is always a puddle 
of water at the North Pole during the summer and this has 
probably been true for centuries. 

Donald 0. Acrey Sr. of Amarillo is a retired geophysicist and 
50-year member of the Society of Exploration Geophysicists. He 
says "Catastrophic global warming is a myth." Acrey tells 
us that the climate is not currently warming and the computer 
models which forecast serious consequences from increased 
green house gases are based on inaccurate earth climate 
simulations. NASA satellites show no significant warming 
trend during the past 18 years, nor do they show any human 
effect on global temperatures. 

Environmental "experts" such as Jane Fonda warn us that 
the "invisibile threat" of global warming includes the threat of 
an increased incidence of blizzards. Does that make any sense? 
Don't you just love the way Hollywood's movie stars and 
starlets are so intellectual that they simply must tell the rest of 
the world how we shoud live our lives? 

The small increased amount of carbon dioxide in the 
atmosphere probably results from the burning of coal, oil and 

• natural gas. However, GeophysiciSt Acrey says carbon dioxide 
emissions have actually been beneficial, producing a lush 
environment of plants and animals, feeding and lifting from 
poverty vast numbers of people around the world. 

The EPA forces oil companies to add a useless, costly 
additive to their products known as MTBE in order to reduce 
auto emissions. But MTBE is a potent water pollutant and is 
having a disastrous effect on the nation's water supply. I don't 
know of anyone who doesn't want to have clean air and water, 
clean parks and roadways free of litter. What we don't need is 
a lot of hysterical hype about an imaginary problem that simply 
doesn't exist. 

Reputable scientists report that mankind's activites account 
for only about two or three percent of atmospheric carbon 
dioxide levels. They estimate that just three large volcanic 
eruptions -- Indonesia in 1883, Alaska in 1912 and Iceland in 
1947 -- spewed more carbon dioxide and sulfur dioxides into the 
atmosphere than all of mankind's activities during the entire 
history of man. 

Political leaders who refuse to allow oil exploration and 
drilling within the borders of the U.S. are fools. It only serves 
to maintain our dependence on foreign oil, which is totally 
unnecessary. A local person (I can't remember who) told me 
that the caribou in Alaska have gotten so used to the oil 
pipeline being there, that they now huddle up to it and use it 
as a windbreak. So why is that pipeline not being used? 

Our ecology is too important to be left to politics and 
bureaucracy. A certain politician who is running for a very 
high office wrote a book in 1993 entitled "Earth in the Balance" 
in which he states that the most dangerous invention of modern 
man is the automobile. If this person gets elected to that very 
high office, we may all be riding bicycles to work and the 
farmers, if they have any land left, will have to go back to

This Congress has worked 

hard to repeal this unfair tax 
so that family businesses can 
be passed down to children 
and grandchildren and family 
farms can continue to exist. 
Less than half of all family-
owned businesses survive the 
death of a founder and only 
about five percent survive to 
the third generation. 

Under current tax laws, it 
is less expensive for owners to 
sell a business before dying 
and pay the capital gains tax 
than it is to pass it on to 
their children. The death tax 
is simply double taxation. 
Small business owners and 
family farmers pay taxes 
throughout their lifetime. At 
the time of death, their 
families are assessed another 
tax on the value of their 
property. This is not right. 

Congress voted this 
summer to put an end to this 
onerous tax. However, 
President Clinton vetoed the 
measure as soon as it hit his 
desk. The U.S. House of 
Representatives 	was 
determined to fight this veto 
and voted this past week in 
an attempt to override it. 
While the measure did receive 
a majority of the votes (274-
157), the override ultimately 
failed because it did not 
receive the two-thirds 
majority this is required. 

Although 65 Democrats in 
the House and a fifth of all 
Senate Democrats originally 
voted with Republicans to 
eliminate the death tax, 
there will no doubt be a 
continued effort by the 
Democrat leadership and Vice 
President Al Gore to distort 
this issue as a giveaway to 
the rich. This is sad, because 
American families are the 
ones who will be hurt if the 
Democrats choose to play 
politics with the death tax. 

Now is the time to 
eliminate the death tax. The 
economy is thriving and 
employment is high. Thanks 
to the fiscal discipline of this 
Congress, we have continued 
to balance the budget, 
erasing old deficits to a newly 
projected surplus of $2.2 
trillion over the next ten 
years. We have also paid 
down $350 billion of the 
public debt and have set the 
goal of eliminating it 
completely by 2013 or sooner.

"STAV producers know that 
they are producing both 
cattle and beef and want to 
continuously improve their 
business to ultimately satisfy 
the customer." 

And along with sharing 
added value, STAV provides 
feeding and harvest infor-
mation to producers, who can 
use the data to make genetic 
and managment decisions. 

"The feedback from us can 
be used to improve the long-
term payback," Brophy said.

To determine eligibility 
for value sharing dollars, a 
producer's cattle are compared 
to all other cattle that close 
out from that specific feeding 
location for that specific 
closeout month, according to 
Brophy.

The top third for the 
month will be eligible for 
sharing the added value 
created. 

Feeding performance is 
calculated from the actual 
break-even relative to the 
estimated break-even. Har-
vest performance values are 
calculated from the Caprock 
grid with Excel. 

In addition, two more 
requirements must be 
realized. Cattle must grade a 
minimum of 40 per cent U.S. 
Department of Agriculture 
choice and bear at least $5 
per head of their TAV from 
harvest.

At the 
conclusion of the feeding and 
harvest periods, added value 
created from the feedlot and 
packing plant will be shared 
if certain goals are met. 

Caprock has offered the 
program since March and 
currently has about 25
