The w ife called Lamesa for par­
ticulars. He wa* dead. It never 
came to our mind that full parti­
culars might have been had right 
here in Eastland, hut they could 
have been. Earlier in the day 
"Buddy’s”  aunt, Mrs. Otis Knox of 
KaAland, had been informed o f 
the accident aad death. We didn't 
know Mrs. Knox, and Mrs. Knox 
didn’t know that we existed, and 
if  we did exist. It wouldn’t be 
anv-thing in connection with this 
death.

The wife and daughter, left im­
mediately for Lamesa, and it was 
at the funeral they laaiiud the 
truth, and Mrs. Knox brought us 
a message from the wife. We have 
been living within a few blocks o f 
each other for months, but had to 
drive 1T5 miles away from home 
to meet them. Yes, sir, we like dit- 
Unce in this little old world o f 
ours.

Buddy, an orphan, lived with his 
aunt and grandmother, at one time 
and was in the 1933 class at East- 
land High School.

“ To find out what the (leople of 
Texas think o f the leKal profes­
sion— what they like about us and 
what they don’t like— we enfcaRed 
Joe Relden & Associates to con­
duct an exhapstive survey,”  State 
Bar presidetit Cecil E. Burney

Belden interviewers buttonhol­
ed lOOU adult Texans, selected by 
methods insuriiiR a scientifically 
representative cross section o f the 
state’s entire population. UsiiiR a 
lenRthy questionnaire, they asked 
a wide ranfte o f (|ue.stions to de­
termine attitudes on a number of 
specific paints.

The survey, believed to be the 
most detailed and .self-searchinic 
inquiry into public opinion ever 
made by a state bar association, 
prorluced considerable food for 
thouRht— both for lawyers and for 
laymen.

For example, four out o f every 
ten Texas adults (40% ) have hir­
ed a lawyer at one tims or an­
other. And eitfhty-eiifht percent
(8 8 '; ) of those hirinR lawyers
were satisfied with their service.s.

Sixty-six percent (66',» ) think 
that the main rea.son people put 
o f f  ROinR to a lawyer is that they 
don’t know how much it will cost, 
believe it will cost too much, or 
just don’t have the money.
