cerned there is only one plan that
can and will give lasting relief,
and that is the construction of a
dam of sufficient size to give us
water in such amounts as to make
a O-year drouth look like a joke.
Voters of the Eastland County
Water Supply District have voted
for this, and within a very short
time will be asked to vote again of
the proposition of water contacts

or sales.
There is no doubt that voters
will approve a measure of this

type. But because the word “tax"
has been mentioned, a few people
have shown great fear. No alarm
15 justified. Our bonds must be
made safe before we can hope to
sell them, and that is what our
directors are doing right now Bols-
tering our bonds and making them
good securities,

We must have a little tax money
to prove good faith, and to make
the bonds desirable.

Revenues from the sale of wa-
ter will, in time, retire the bonds,
but to make the deal we must show
good faith, and this means ren-
der oUr property and begin pay-
ing taxes. It will not be a long
or painful ordeal, but it assures
us of an unlimited amount of good
water.

We can save this tax, and we
can also go thirsty. Without wa-
ter our poptlation will grow small-
er rather than larger, for there
is no inducement to offer any-
body, if we are listed as a town
without water. The reason our wa-
ter rate is as high as it is, is be-
cause we have a very limited sup-
ply for sale. The reason our lawns
and flowers are dead is because
we can't get water to furnish life-
giving energy.

Our stand is that we would ra-
ther pay a few dollars for an un-
limited supply of water, than to
hold back our few dollars and
see if we can't live without it.
