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A* a child we enjoyed the  old- 
tim e singing convention, fo r  as a 
rule these conventions were out- 
slanding a ffa irs , and were very 
well attendetl. They did not train 
their po;.ulurity in cities, but 
ra th e r in ru ra l d istric ts, where 
there were not too m any places to 
go a t best.

A date would be agreed upon, 
and notice went ou. like wild fire. 
Kverybody told everybody else, 
and w hen the appointed day a rri­
ved you would find a large crowd. 
I'aually  it wa.s an all- lay a ffa ir  
with singing from  about Id a.m. 
until noon, when baskets would be 
opened and plenty o f good food 
would be spread fo r all comers. 
We never saw any bologna sau­
sage, o r any of the.se canned meat 
subs-titute.s on the table, but bak­
ed hams, th icken, fried, baked and 
boiletl, was always more lhan plen­
tifu l.

Then there  were about a  dozen 
k m \s  of .salads, to say nothing of 
cakes and pies, and o th er tem pt­
ing morsels o f food. In those days 
oui-^nly reg re t was th a t we could 
n« ^ t  more.

Very likely a few of the b ro th­
ers would bring along a few w ater­
melons, cantaloupe.s, and maybe 
one of two frv e ie r- of home made 
it e t ream, liro .her, it wa- won­
derful.

Then a f te r  a  short pause we 
would file back into the church or 
rneplie school building, and singing 
Wuulil be resumed. Wc would have 
iluartcl.s, duets, .sextettes, and 
plain old cong iera tional singing.

Iteailem and those who played 
the piano o r organ, as the case 
might be, would change a f te r  one 
or two^hymns, fu r the sole purpose 
of giving everybody an opportuni­
ty to demon.stratc her or his abili­
ty. We have been guilty  of try ing  
to "lead ” when we knew full wall 
th a t our voice was no bette r than 
that of a  hog caller.

But w hat we started  out to  say 
was th is: Sunday afternoon in 
co m 'an y  w kh the w ife an I g ran d ­
daughter, we drove over to Ran­
ger fo r the purpose of a ttend ing  
the hjuitland County Singing Con­
vention. Singers from  all over this 
section, as well as from  Dallaa, 
Kort W orth and even Oklahoma 
were there , aitd while we can’t  
sing a note, we enjoyed the entire  
program .

There w fr*  a lot of gtro I sing­
ers Ihere, ami we proudly sta te  
that Kastland was well represent 
ed. Fact Is this town Is "lousy” 
with good singers, and only for 
the (act th a t we m ight leave out 
one name, we w ou ll make an a t­
tem pt to  list them here. Neediest, 
ly i,o say, however, the Gospelair- 
es, K endrick ituartet, and Judge 
Bust were on the  job.

Frank  Stam ps of Dallas was also 
present and rendered several num­
bers, and the  q u arte t he brought 
along was excellent. The tenor 
singer who sta rted  from ground 
level, would occasionally soar up 
through the clouds, much to the 
satisfaction  of che audience.
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If  it d id n 't look so much like 
aJv ertisin g  we would say t h a t  
R astland 's Gospelaires are real 
singers. Those boys have every 
thing it takes to  build a good 
quarte t.

The next convention, which will 
be held in Eastland in A pril, will 
likely draw  an over-flow i tte n -  
dancc. We had ou r own church 
cM les .o take care of so we d idn’t

Hatdieiy Test 
To Be Resumed

The Chief Aquatic Biologist of 
the  Game and Fish Commission 
said tem pera tu re  control test* will 
be expanded a t the  San Marcos 
S ta te  Fish Hatchery.

He said e fforts will be made to 
batch young bass earlie r and th a t 
the  new fry  will be released in 
lake.s and stream s a l  earlie r dates 
to  determ ine the survival ra te  as 
compared with tho.se released la t­
er.

The Commission pioneered in 
the control o f hatcher>- w a te r  tem ­
peratures originally  as a  means 
to av ert losses to bass because of 
unseasonably cold w eather late  in 
the hatching .season.

If the  experim ents a re  tuccess- 
fu l. the Ro-called steam , heated 
hatchery ponds will be installed in 
all .state hateherie.s m enaced by 
the late frozen freezes.

A nother m ajor phase of the 
tem perature  control program  is 
the earlier hatching of bast as a 
means of increasing the survival 
ra te  against the rough fish pro­
blem..

The CSiief Aquatic Biologist 
pointed out th a t ’ young baSs re­
leased a t dates under norm al hat­
ching procedure su ffe r  heavily 
from  rough fisK T he ea rlie r ha tch ­
ing and release a rrangem ent, he 
said, is designed to  tu rn  the tables 
on the undesirable species, on the 
theory th a t the young bass will 
feed' on the .small rough fish.

Figures from  tes t ponds a t  the  
San Marcos hatchery  indicate the 
sucoess of the tem pera ture  contro l 
led program , he .said. The steam-. 
k e a M  tank produced alm ost 250,-. 
000 young hass. as-eom pareil with, 
leas than 200,000 in one unheate<f 
pond and les.s than  100,000 basd 
in ano ther unheafed pomf, even 
thoufth more brood bas.s were u.sed 
in the-tw o unheated p o n ^ .

The E ighty-third Congress has 
0p« ned with the Republicans in 
charipp. As you know, the new 
president will be inaugurate*! on 
Jan u a ry  20, a f te r  which tim e the 
new Republican Adm inistration 
will a.smime the full responsibility 
of governm ent policy.

There seemingly prevails a con­
fidence on the  pa rt o f m any in 
W ashington, as well ns the people 
back home, th a t  considerable chan­
ges will be brought about. I share 
in th a t feeling. Likely it will take 
cuhsiderable tim e fo r the new Ad­
m inistration to  get into the proper 
gear and organize itself into 
sm oothly operating  m achinery. 
T herefore, we should no t expect 
imm ediate results , bu t ra th e r  an 
orderly  change which consumes 
time.

It is my purpose and my pledge 
to Bunport the new A dm inistration 
in every e ffo rt to  clean up those 
places where g ra ft, corruption, 
and subversiveness have come to 
light and to  reduce extravagance 
in the handling of public funds.

position, and it cannot be ru rchas- 
ed by Am erican dollars. We’ve trU 
ed th a t already.

There is much to be done In t h o ' 
new Congress. I am looking fo r­

w ard to accomplishments in m et-1 
te rs  of certain  legislation which 
have not been possible in the past. I

F o r in- ‘ance, 1 hope we can secure 
early  consideration of the Tidc- 
la;id.s question. It was my privilege 
to  'in troduce the first Tidelan !s 
Gill in the f irs t m nutes of the 
new Congres.-;. The measure would 
ab.solutely re tu rn  the ao-ralled 
T idelands to the  States and settle  
the m atter once and for all
