Conditions are better today than
they were a few years ago. Divor-
ces are more numerous immediate-
ly following a war, it seems. If
the old boy happens to live throu-
gh the struggle and makes it back
home, he may learn that his wife
doesn’t want a husband at all—
just a monthly check, and now
that the ‘“‘check days” are over,
why be worried with a husband?

Two
hundred and one were tried and
48 dismissed. In 1947 the figures
were 175-filed, 148 tried and 18
dismissed. Little improvement was
shown in 1948 for it seems there
were 144 cases filed, 108 tried,
and 18 dismissed. In 1949 there
were 132 cases filed, 116 tried
and 7 dismissed, while in 1950
there were only 118 cases filed,!

It must be noted however, there
were more people in the county
at that time than there are now,
and more marriage licenses were
sold.
