In any rase, people interest!^ 
in maintaininif proper weight 
will he glad to find out that just 
ten rents woith of the common- 
rat food of a ll—plain, everyday 
enriched bread—can provide sig- 
niflcaiit quantities of a number 
of essential food elements.

"W heat- A bargain in Food,” 
by Anna May and Hr. Jam es K. 
Wilson, in the Ju ly  issue of To­
day’s Health, publishe<l by the 
American Medical Association, 
explains why people on reducing 
diets are making a mistake if 
they give up bread, flour a n i 
other whee* products.

Dr. Wils I. who is secretory 
af ths AMA I Council on Foods 
and Kutiltion, and his w ift  point 
out that wheal flour furnishes 
fa r more than calories.

" I f  you give up broad when 
on a reducing diet." they say, 
"you deny yourself an inex­
pensive source of a number of 
things your body needs."

Bread contains a significant 
amount of protein. All of the es- 
lenlial amino acids necessary to 
good health are found in the 
iirotcins of wheat and bread. 
However, the quantity and pro­
portions of these amino acids 
are such that wheat proteins do 
require sapplementstion with 
animal proteins such as occur in

milk, eggs, meat, fish, and poul­
try. When lateii along with 
these animal foods, it is safe and 
economical to supply one half to 
two-thirds <14 the liody's daily 
p r o te in  n e e d s  from plant 
sources, the article says.

"A t current prices," the article 
goes on to say, "ten cents worth 
of bread will give you almost 
one third of the daily teenm- 
mcndeil allowance of protein 
(70 grar..:| while also supplying 
t'.l>q food calorits, whieh is about 
one fourth the caloric nerds of 
an olfiee woiker.

"W heat protein today is con- 
siderably less expensive than 
the protein of whole milk and 
much chraper than protein in 
the form of meat. Wheat pro­
teins arc a real bargain."

Flour and bread have other 
bonuses, according to the article. 
In addition to the nutritive 
values alri-ady mentioned, ten 
rents worth of bread will buy thu 
following portions of the recom­
mended daily dietary allowances 
of these four rKsential nutrients: 
nearly half of the thiamine: be­
tween one sixth and one fifth of 
the riboflavin; tu-tween one third 
and one half thr niacin, a..w 
about one third the iron.

"W heat rightfully plays an 
important role in our basic food 
economy," Dr. and Mrs. Wilson 
say in conclusion. “ Its cost is no 
measure of its importance as a 
part of the good diet. Ten cents 
worth goes a long way in sup­
plying the body's need for food. 
And it is not bread alone that 
does this. Breakfast cereals and 
other wheat food products made 
from whole grain or enriched 
white flour supply about the 
tame proportions of nutrients at 
a comparably low cost. • '
