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SOO Attend Barbecue; Park Is 
Dedicated To Colored Citizens

I

With more th«n 400 white peo­
ple preient, at weii as all of East, 
land’s colored population, the new 
City Park was dedicated to coior- 
ed ciUxens of the city, following 
the big barbecue which was stag­
ed at the paik Wednesday even­
ing.

Early Wednesday it appeared 
that a chosen few — workers and 
those who contributed money and 
materials— would make up the
party, but this idea didn’t mater­
ialize. Colored people were to 
finance and sponsor the barbecue 

,11 for free, when they learned 
that many of their good friends 

not be present. They took 
W lr troubles seriously, and ac-i 
epted substantial gifts of meat 

from Leon Bourland and B e n  
Mathews, along with others. Then' 
they went out and invited, the public.

It was feared by some that they 
would not have enough food for 
the crowd that gathered— some 
600 individuals, but figtires prov­
ed they did. There may have been 
a few colored women who didn’t 
get in on the barbecue, but they 
were happy, for there was plenty 
o f beans, salad, pie and cake.

^  all it was a splendid barbe- 
c jp^nd  most people in attend- 
aiwe, both white and colored were 
thrilled.

In wandering over the park it 
was discovered that equipment is  ̂
just as good— maybe better, be­
cause it is new, than will be found 
at the park on the hill. There are 
slides, swings and see-.saws for the 
children, with seats and tables for 
the elders. They have a modern 
barbecue pit, and incinerator for 
burning trash, and enough con­
crete dining tables to care for a 
goodly number of individuals.

Following the feed, and after 
most visitors had consumed a 
second cup of good coffee, t h e  
group was called to order and an 
enthusiastic meeting W'as staged.

Larry McGraw sen-ed a.s master 
of ceremonies, and after a few 

chosen word.i, describing the
■ilowship that Was being enjoyed, 

^ e  called Sam Gamble to the. 
- . m ik e u  I

• Sar^xplained that w hile he had ; 
been rather active for the past 
few months, that the project ori­
ginated in the Fellowship Bible 
Class at First Christian church. 
They put the proposition up to the 
citizens of this city, and donations { 
began coming in. Many men gave  ̂
generously of time, money and ma- j 
terials.

Among these were Judge Clyde 
Garrett of Waco, but formerly o f ' 
Eastland, who provided the land.' 
Guy Robertson who spent many 
hours with his truck and other 
equipment. Sam Gamble not only 
W'orked but gave a.s well and many 
days the working crew was Mr. 
Gamble and Preacher Roberta. 
Scores of other names might be 
added if spare woul dpermit.

Dr. Caton was called upon for 
a talk, and for ten minutes he 
mentioned many of the good 
things that had happened and were 
happening in Ea.stland. He pointed 
out that Eastland colored citizens 
are in a class all their own —they 
have the only park for colored 
people west of Fort .Worth end on 
to Abilene.

H. L. Cleaiman, Foimei Resident oi 
Eastland, Wins Highest Award 
As Leader Agricultural Activities

Judge Davenport, mayor of 
Eastland, in an eloquent manner, 
dedicated the Park to the Colored 
Citizens of Eastland. Of course 
the property, according to a deed, 
remains in the name of the City 
of Eastland, but intent is that it 
be used bF our colored friends.

A committee has been appoint­
ed by the City Council, to have di­
rect charge of the park, and the 
committee is composed o f Rev. 
W. M. Roberts, Elmo Webster and 
Willie Speaker. Each member of 
thi.s group was railed to t h e  
“ mike” and gave thanks for the 
park and made acceptance speech­
es. Willie Speaker admitted that 
he had been a citizen of Eastland 
for 31 years, and that he had been 
on the same job for 28 of these 
years.

Just before closing Sam Gamble 
who leaves for South Texas to­
day, went to the “ mike” and told 
colored people that other improve­
ments were in store. Rest rooms 
wil be provided for both men and 
women, a large swimming pool 
will be ready for service before 
hot weather comes again, and the 
Quarterback Club is arranging 
for basketball in the very near 
future.
