A Terrible Charge.

“ Prisoner at the bar, have you ; 

anything to say why sentence of 
death should not be jiassed upon 
you?’’

A solemn hush fell over the 
crowded court room, and every 
person waited in almost breath­
less expectation for an answer to 
the judge’s question.

Will the prisoner answer?
Is there nothing that will make 

him show signs of emotion?
Will he maintain the cool in­

different attitude that he has 
shown through the long trial, 
even to the place of execution?

Such were the questions that 
passed through the minds of 
those who had followed the case 
from day to day.

The judge still writed in digni­
fied silence.

Not a whisper was heard any­
where, and the situstion had be­
come painfully oppressive, when 
the prisoner was seen to move, 
his h e a d  was r a i s e d ,  
his hands were clinched, and the 
blood had rushed into his pale, 
care-worn face. His teeth were 
firmly set, and into his haggard 
eyes came a flash of light. Sud­
denly he rose to his feet, and in 
a low, firm, but distinct voice, 
said:

“ I have! Your honor, you 
have asked ifie a question, and 
now I ask, as the last favor on 
earth, that you will not interrupt 
my answer until I am through.

“ I stand here before this bar, 
convicted of the wilful murder of 
my wife. Truthful witnesses 
have testified to the fact that I

'was a loafer, a drunkard and a 
wretch; that I returned from one 
of my prolonged debauches and 
fired the fatal shot that killed the 
wife that I had sworn to love, 
cherish and protect. While I 
have no remembrance of com­
mitting the fearful, cowardly and 
inhuman deed, I have no right 
to complain or to condemn the 
verdict of the twelve good men 
w’ho have acted as a jury in this 
case, for their verdict is in ac­
cordance with the evidence.

“ But may it please the court, 1 
wish to show that I am not alone 
responsible for the murder of my 
wife!’’

This startling statement created 
a tremendous sensation. The 
judge leaned over the desk, the 
lawyers wheeled around and faced 
the prisoner, the jurors looked at 
each ather in amazement, while 
the spectators could hardly sup­
press their intense excitement. 
The prisoner paused a few 
seconds, and then continued in 
the same firm, distinct voice:

“ I repeat, your honor, that I 
am not the only one guilty of the 
murder of my wife. The judge 
on this bench, the jury in the 
box, the lawyers within this bar, 
and most of the witnesses, in­
cluding the pastor of the old 
church, are also guilty before 
Almighty God, and will have to 
appear with me before His judg­
ment throne, where all shall be

,. “ If twenty men conspire to­
gether for the murder of one per­
son, the law power of this land 
will arrest the twenty, and each 
will be tried, convicted and exe? 
cuted for a whole murder, and
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not one-twentieth of the crime.
‘I have*been made a drunkard 

bylaw. If it had not been 
the legalized saloons of my town - 
I never would have become a 
drunkard; my wife would not " 
have been murdered; I would not 
be here now, ready to be hurled 
into eternity. Had it not been 
for the human traps set out with 
the consent of the government,
I would have been a sober man, 
an industrious workman, a tender 
father and a loving husband. 
But today my home is destroyed, 
my wife murdered, my little chil­
dren—God bless and care for 
them!—cast out on the mercy of 
a cold and cruel vCorld, while I 
am to be murdered by the strong^ 
arm of the state.

“ For one year our tow’n was 
without a saloon. For one year 
I was a sober man. For one year 
my wife and children were su­
premely happy, and our little 
home a perfect paradise.

“ I was one of those who sig 1 
the remonstrances against re-op­
ening the sal(X)ns in our town. 
The names of one half of this 
jury can be found today on the 
petition certifying to the good 
moral characters of the rumsel- 
lers, and falsely saying that the 
sale of liquor was necessary in 
our town. The prosecuting at - 
tomey on this case was the one 
that so eloquently pleaded with 
this court for the license, and the 
judgs who sits on this bench, 
and. who askad roe. if 1 had ajiy- 
thing to say .before sentenpe of • 
death should be passed ,on me, 
granted the license.”

The saloon is responsible for 
most of the political corruption 
that exists. The saloon is a great 
factor in politics, whether consid­
ered nationally in the state county 
or city, and its influence is ever I 
on the side of vice and iniquity.; 
The saloons bribe voters purchas- | 
es office holders, defeats the exe­
cution of law, and in every way 
menaces the purity and stability ' 
of our government. It is folly to , 
talk about a free ballot and fair 
count so long as saloons, brewers 
and distillers are so completely 
organized to defeat the will of the 
people and corrupt every phase 
of government. So formidable 
has become this power that it is 
seriously a question in most of 
our elections, if an officer is 
strong enough to resist the cor­
rupting influences and money of 
the saloons. The law requiring ea- 
loons to close on election days ie 
a declaration by the legislature 
that saloons are corrupting and 
a menace to the purity of the bal­
lot box.

Th e  County Commissioners of Taylor County, acting under the

in defeating this effort of the monster liquor traffic to continue to 
cast its baleful influence over our county and homes:

Some Objections to Prohibition 
Answered.

Objection 1—1 do not think the 
principle of prohibition is right.

Answer—Then you do not think 
- the principle of the Ten Com­

mandments is right, for they are 
decidedly prohibitory in charact­
er. They ring out with a sharp 
and emphatic “ Thou shalt not." 
You would also object to every 
law on our statute b-K)ks, for 
each law is prohibitory in char­
acter. In fact, no law can be 
enacted, w'hether human or di­
vine, that is not prohibitory. To 
object to all laws that are pro­
hibitory is équivalant to object­
ing to all laws. This w’ould then 
stamp you as an anarchist, for a 
community that is without law is 
in a state of anarchy.

Objection 2—I believe in per­
sonal liberty, and the prohibition 
of the liquor traffic takes from 
me my personal liberty.

Answer—If you mean by the 
words “ personal liberty” the op­
tion of doing w’hatever you please, 
regardless of right and wrong, 
and regardless of all the rights 
and claims of other people, then 
you are in favor of a very dan­
gerous principle. There are two 
kinds of liberty—personal liberty 
and civil liberty. Personal lib­
erty is the liberty of the savage, 
who chooses to do his own will 

>ut regard to right or wrong, 
respective of the rights and 

^.uims of others. Civil liberty is 
the liberty that men enjoy in 
civilized communities. It respects 
the rights of others. It yields 
some things for the sake of gett- 
ing a greater gt)od. Upon the 
principle of such “ personal liber­
ty ” there can be built neither 
government n o r  civilization. 
There could bo no guarantee of 
protection for life nor property. 
Those who favor personal liber­
ties must surrender some of their 
personal liberties for civil liber­
ty. Anarchy and savagery would 
oe the inevitable results of the 
triumph of such a principle. If a 
man lives and enjoys the benefits 
.^^civilization and government, it 
fffhght that he should be prohib­
ited from doing what would in­
jure another. The liquor traffic 
does injure others and it is right 
that a law should be enacted and 
enforced to prohibit such injuries. 
This is claimed not on the ground 
of personal liberty, but on the 
ground of civil liberty. If a man 
insists on personal liberty, let 
him go a thousand miles from 
a  human being and then he can 
enjoy it. But so long as he mix­
es and mingles with his fellow- 
men, he must be civil to them, 
and regard their rights as well as 
his own. If he has a proper re­
gard for right and wrong, or res­
pects the rights and interests of 
his fellowman, he will stop sell­
ing liquor. If he does no stop it, 
it is the right of others to force 
him to stop. Hence the need of 
a prohibitory law.

Objection 3—I am a democrat, 
' and I think the prohibition of the 

Mquor traffic is contrary to the

principles of my party.
Answer—The democratic party 

should be its own interpreter of 
its principles. It is better quali­
fied to interpret its principles 
than any single individual. What 
is democracy, anyhow? Webster 
says it is “ government by the 
people.” It is commonly said to 
bo “ government of the people, 
for the people and by the peo­
ple.” Accepting this definition, 
can prohibition when enacted by 
the people be un-democratic? 
Government should be adminis­
tered for the common gtxxi, and 
democracy proposes that t h e  
governed shall govern, i. e,, that 
the people shall make their owm 
law's for their own good. Now', 
what is the liquor traffic? Ic is 
not an individual p>ersonal right, 
the prohibition of which will in­
terfere with personal liberty. It 
is a public business that law' pro­
poses to regulate, hence, by the 
existing law of the people (dem­
ocracy), the individual who en­
gages in the traffic first buys for 
cash the right to vend intoxicat­
ing liquor. Now w'e submit: If
it is a community right it is 
not an individual personal right, 
and hence to prohibit the traffic 
is not an abridgement of p>ersonal 
liberty. Since the license of the 
individual is, by law' and accord­
ing to democracy, to bo bought 
from the people, it behcM)ves the 
people before selling the individ­
ual a license to vent ardent spir­
its to consider the questions. Will 
this traffic, if licensed by us, do 
good or evil? Will it be pru­
dent? Will it be for the best in­
terest of society? If it will do 
good, educate our children, pro­
vide for our morals and tend to 
the general elevation of society, 
W'e must license it. But if it 
should make widows and or­
phans, cause the commission of 
crime and the shedding of blood, 
keep many children from an ed­
ucation and tend to the general 
demoralization of society, dem­
ocracy—a government o f the 
people, for the people and by the 
people—will surely say that w'e 
cannot give or sell the license, as 
the trade would be bad for us. To 
illustrate: A man would buy a
horse. I need the horse more 
than the money, or his price is 
not sufficient. I decline. He 
proposes to take my horse away. 
I forbid him. Is my action un­
democratic? A carpenter would 
build me a house. I do not need 
it, or am unable to have it built. 
He proceeds to get the material 
on my credit. I forbid him. Is 
my action undemocratic? The 
cases are parallel. The saloon- 
ists ask the people for license to 
vend intoxicants. The people 
decide that it will not pay and 
refuse to sell the license. The 
saloonists go to selling without 
license, and the people, having 
refused to grant license, prohibit 
the unlicensed sale. Is their ac­
tion undemocratic? Shall the 
people not be allowed to rule? 
Yet for the people to put down an 
evil, acknowledged evil, is un­
democratic ! According to dem­

ocracy, tho people are to ci)nHider I 
and act in public just as tho in- 
dividual does in his private mat­
ters. It is surely (lemijcratic for 
the people to rule. If, theref<»re, 
the j)et)plo find the continuati«)n 
of saloons in their midst to result 
in more harm than good, and 
this is an acknow'ledged fact, 
public weal demands their anni­
hilation. Democracy being for 
the people, as well as of and by 
tho people, seconds with a loud 
“ Amen” tho watchword of the 
prohibition hosts, “ Pulverize the 
Rum Power.”

Objection 4—Prohibition does 
not prohibit.

Answ'er—It may bo granted 
that the prohibition law' does not 
perfectly prohibit. Neither does 
tho law' against murder, theft and 
other crimes. But w'ho thinks of 
voting for their repeal simply 
because they are sometimes vio­
lated? But if prohibition does 
not prohibit, w'hy do saloonists 
become s»j disturbetl at the men­
tion of a local option election? 
Why do tho great liquor dealers’ 
associations engage law'yers to 
speak against it, and pour out 
money so lavishly to defeat pro­
hibition even in a small commu­
nity? The liquor dealers’ assi)- 
ciation certainly w'ould not op- ' 
pose a law that w'ould enhance! 
their sales. The conduct of those 
who deal in liquor is strongly at 
variance w'ith this argument. 
One of the greatest benefits of 
this law' is in the protection of 
the rising generation from ever 
acquiring the drink habit. There 
is a w'ell defined plan among liq­
uor dealers to cultivate this dan­
gerous habit in the young. Even 
the president of the greatest liq­
uor dealers’ assooiation in Amer­
ica, about four years ago, sent 
broadcast over America the ad­
vice that saloon me should treat 
boys and young men, buy bottles 
from little boys and treat them 
to cultivate the thirst for drink 
among the young, and argued 
that five cents spent in treats to 
the young w’ould return in dollars 
from them when the habit was 
acquired. One is horrified at 
this hellish suggestion, but it ac­
counts in a measure for the cor­
rupting of the young that is go­
ing on all over this land. Now 
the open saloon is the recruiting 
station for drunkards. Boys are 
needed for the perpetuation of 
the traffic. Saloons plan for the 
corruption of the young, and 
generally succeed, to the horror 
and dismay of parents and guar­
dians. Now', were w'e to admit 
that old topers, consumed by 
thirst acquired under the regime 
of the open saloons are able to 
get their drinks, either by im- 
pt)rting it from abroad or other­
wise, still to keep out those re­
cruiting stations for the army of 
drunkards becomes the impera­
tive duty of every citizen. This 
consideration alone is sufficient 
to decide every voter against the 
saloon, if honesty and reason 
hold sway. But when we con­
sider that the enforcement of the 
law is easily possible, that it is 
successfully operated in various 
other parts of the state and even 
in our own county, and that it 
does prohibit, even to the extent 
of stirring up the antagonism of 
both the confirmed drinkers and 
liquor dealers, whether retail or 
wholesale, and that men gener­
ally do not spend money to de­
feat a law that helps their busi­
ness, it is readily seen that the 
argument that prohibition does 
not prohibit falls to the ground, 
and that to vote against the sa­
loon is the imperative duty of all 
who love the human race. But 
we need not go away from home

t'l find a condition of things that 
completely refutes the statement 
that prohibition does not prohibit. 
Our own county furnishes us with 
an object lesson show'ing that 
prohibition may and in Taylor 
county does prohibit. The law' is 
better enforced in Merkel than 
ever before, and the traffic is 
suppressed. No intoxicants of 
any kind can be found in Merkel. 
The prohibition law' is as w'ell en­
forced as any other law.

Objection 5—The enforcement 
of this law results in making men 
violate law, and tell falsehoods to 
obtain liquor.

Answ’er—It is refreshing t o 
hear this argument, for it indi­
cates that the one w'ho uses it is 
deeply concerned for the moral 
w'elfare of the people. But it 
seems a little strange that a man 
who sees so much moral disturb­
ance over these things should be 
unable to see the wreck and ruin 
that comes from the licjuor traffic. 
It seems strange that the debau­
chery of men, the w'reck of them, 
scml and body, the ruin of homes, 
the breaking of hearts, the mur­
der, the insanity, the pauperizing 
of men, wromen and children, can 
not be seen by them. They are 
greatly disturbed over the occa­
sional violation of the prohibition 
law and the telling of a few 
falsehoods to obtain liquor, but 
the blasting effects of the saloon 
traffic make no impressions upon 
them. One is almost convinced 
that the men w'ho use the argu­
ment must be joking.

Objection 6—But the bible en­
dorses it. Does not Paul tell 
Timothy to take a little wine for 
his stomach’s sake?

Answer—It is a rule in courts 
of justice that a man can not im­
peach his own w'itness. If men 
introduce the Bible as testimony, 
they should be willing to accept 
its arbitrament. The Bible does 
speak out on the question at issue 
with no uncertain sound. Paul 
uses the following language: 
“ Drink no longer w’ater, but use 
a little wine for thy stomach’s 
sake and thine ow'n infirmities.” 
But notice that he advises the 
use of wine, and not the malt and 
distilled liquors of modern use. 
It is very questionable if the wine 
he referred to w’as even ferment­
ed. Notice also he advises Tim- 
oty to use but a “ little.” Notice 
again that it was only for medi­
cine and in a case of necessity. 
Now', to try and make this scrip­
ture justify the saloon business, 
with its corrupting influences, its 
system of drunkard-making, its 
murder production, its pauper- 
creating, and its asylum-filling 
methods is to do violence to com­
mon sense and scripture. There 
is not a prohibitionist in Taylor 
county that would object to giv­
ing the advice that Paul gave. 
But to saddle upon that scripture 
all the iniquities of this body- 
killing, soul-destroying, home- 
wrecking, heart-breaking a n d  
hell-filling traffic is an outrage to 
the word of God, and nothing 
short of blasphemy. It shows 
again that the devil has not lost 
the art of quoting scripture to 
justify the most awful atrocities. 
But God does speak out on this 
subject with emphatic denuncia­
tion. To the drinker He says: 
“ Wine is a mocker, strong drink 
is raging, and whosoever is de­
ceived thereby is not wise.”— 
Prov. 20:1. “ Woe unto them 
that rise up early in the morning 
that they may follow strong drink 
that continues until night, till 
wine inflame them.” —Is. 5:11. 
“ Awake, ye drunkards, and weep 
and howl, all ye drinkers of 
wine.”—Joel 1:5. “ Drunkards 
cannot inherit the Kingdom of

Heaven.”—1 Cor. 0 : 10. |^ut God 
prohibits a man from going to 
saloons: “ Bo not among wine
bibbers.” —Prov. 23:20. God 
prohibits the staling or giving a- 
w'ay of liijuors: “ Woe unto him
that giveth his neighlx)r drink, 
that {)utteth the bottle to him and 
maketh him drunken.” —Hab. 
11:15. God prohibits the voting 
for the saloon or any method of 
building up a city by iniquity: 
“ W«)0 to him that buildeth a town 
with bloixl, and establisheth a 
city by iniquity.”—Hab. 2 :12 . 
These are clear and emphatic 
declarations from tho God of all 
the earth. Those w’ho introiluco 
the Bible as a w'itness in this 
case should be w'illing to accept 
its authority. When God speaks 
there should be an end to tho 
controversy. To refuse to do so 
is to declare one’s self an infidel 
or a sinner. Whenever anyone 
is able to show' from the word of 
God that the modern saloon, W'ith 
its vile methods and its atmos­
phere of blasphemy and degrad­
ed w'ickedness is commanded and 
endorsed by Jehovah, then tho 
prohibitionists are ready to give 
up the fight. But so long as 
captious objections are raised, 
and the scripture is distorted to 
the service of Satan, the fight 
w'ill continue.

Study this question earnestly 
and impartially, to the bnd that 
you may see right and vote for 
Prohibition June 7th.

Another thing chargeable t*3 
the saloons is the poverty of the 
people. Some have estimated 
that ninety per cent, of the pov­
erty of the people can be traced 
to this cause. Some have thought 
that this poverty was caused by 
the financial question, but we 
could pile all the silver and gold 
in the United States into one pile 
and it would not equal the 
amount that is spent for liquors 
in one year. Some have thought 
if W'e could get the tariff legis­
lation just right our poverty 
would cease. If we would esti­
mate all the imports to this 
country at its advalorem value 
it would not equal our liquor bill 
for one year. Some have thought 
if we could get our national bank 
system just right the poverty 
would disappear. But all the 
nationl bank stock of all tho 
banks in America does not equal 
our liquor bill for one year. 
Drink has locked up the channels 
through which our resources flow, 
and our products lie rotting for 
want of a market, while the peo­
ple are suffering for food and 
clothing. If the twelve hundred 
million dollars that we annually 
burn up in liquors were turned 
into homes of the drinkers, it 
would supply them with the 
necessities of life and poverty 
would disappear from our land. 
Liquor selling and drinking is 
the cause of most of our poverty.

The eleventh annual session of 
the We.st Tennes.see Medical and 
Surgical Association, which met 
at Jackson, Tenn., May 22, rec­
ommended that alcoholic treat­
ment for tubercular consumption 
should be prohibited and that the 
legislature should pass a law 
pnihibiting its use in the treat- 
m<*nt of the disease. Even the 
physicians of the land realize tho 
deadly influence of this terrible 
narcotic on the rising generation.

Be it said to the credit of Abi­
lene that the “ manifesto” does 
not represent near all the busi­
ness men of that city. They had 
to get one man who is not a law­
yer to sign as such to make nine, 
when there are sixteen lawyer» 
in Abilene w’ho did not offer tho 
insult to tho people of Taylor Co.

out of sixty merchants only 19 
signed it. What do you think of 
that as an expressiijn of the wish­
es of the business men of Abilene?

The Bankers’ Association, in 
looking over the records of ab- 
sounding bank officials, has de­
clared that the man W’ho drinks 
cannot be employed i n their 
banks. In fact, we find that all 
merchants, all business men who 
employ help, are drawing the 
lines close and the drinking man 
is shut out. There never was 
such a premium u p o n  clear 
brains as now.

Since 1845 the Supreme Court 
of the United States has held 
“ that it is not an inherent right 
of any citizen of any state or any 
citizen of the United States to 
sell intoxicating liquors, because 
it was dangerous to public safety 
and morals.” Therefore we are 
not taking the “ rights” from any 
man when we sell his saloon from 
under him.

The patrons of our schools de­
mand sober, clean teachers, and 
the state law, known as the Sci­
entific Temperance Instruction 
law, declares that the evils of 
whiskey and tobacco must be 
taught in the public schools in 
order that we may become a na­
tion of intelligent total abstainers.

“ Woe unto him that giveth his 
neighbor drink, that putteth the 
bottle to him and maketh him 
drunken also.” Habakuk 2:15.
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From a bushel of corn the dis­
tiller gets 4 gallons of whiskey 
which retails for $16.80.

Grant Monument in Washington.
'Pile design for a Grant monu­

ment to be en»cte<l in Washing­
ton comprise a terrace so*ne 280 
feet long and 70 feet deep, whose 
jJatform shall be a little over five 
feet alx>ve tl>e ground and be reach- 
etl by a .series of Ixiard steps with 
shallow rises. In the center, on 
an enormous pedestal, rises a stat­
ue of General Grant on horseback. 
Front and rear, the statue is to be 
cornered by four lions, each on a 
lesser ¡Kulestal. .\t cither end of 
the terrace is a group, one dejiicting 
a charge of cavalry, the other a 
battery of field artillery going into 
action. A long l^lustrade at the 
rear and a carved .semi-circular 
railing in front of the Grant group 
complete the structure. The figures 
are to be of bronze, the rest of 
white marble.

The Violet Glass Cure.

New York Flower hospital an ex­
pensive electrical a])p:iratus which 
is known as an actinolite. said to 
be tin* first complete instrument 
of the kind |>ennaneMt!y set up in 
an American hospital. By its oper­
ation it is hoped to make a thor­
ough test of the tht\»ry that the 
powerfully concentrated chemical, 
or actuiic, rays of violet-coloreel 
light i>osses8es distinctly curative 
proj)crties in cases of cancer or 
tubcrcuk>sis.

Hillsboro, Tex. May 29 -Coun­

ty Attorney Greenwood an­
nounced today that ttie Mount 
Calm local option ooptests were 
at an end, the defendant having 
pleaded guilty in two oases and 
paid fines and and costs to the 
amount of over $400 and accepted 
thé Jail penalty for forty days. 
In addition thereto he has a 
written agrément to move his 
liquor and furniture away from 
Mount Calm by Saturday night. 
These eases have attracted the 
attention of the County Court 
this week resulting in one ac- 
quital, one conviction and two 
ideas of guilty.

Howe, Tex. April, 6, 1002.- 
Howe has been a Prohibition 
town eight years. Prior to this 
time we had two saloons, both 
doing a flourishing business, 
causing the people of Howe a  
great deal of trouble. There were 
many violations of the law and 
criminal pwseoution in many 
eases was neooessary. Our ladies

could not pass the saloons 
without being subjected to vile 
oaths and other obscene language 
During this time w’e had only 
four stores, one very rude frame 
school building, two church edi­
fices and a population of three 
hundred inhabitants. Under 
prohibition which has been well 
enforced, Howe has prosi>ered, 
though the competition of anti­
towns has been very strong. To 
day we have 10 stores two Nation­
al banks, a two story comodious 
brick school building, with a 
full corps of teachers and 300 
pupils. Our people are w'ell 
pleased with prohibition and any 
attempt to change the present 
rule has been defeated over­
whelmingly. We now have a 
population of 700 and four 
churches. Howe is enlisted on 
the side of God and right, and 
peace and prosperity smile upon 
us.

prisoner fell like coals of fire up­
on those present, and many of 
the spectators and some of the 
lawyers wore moved to tours.
