Fort Worth, March 14 —About
one thousand heac of livestock
were burned to death this morn-
ing in a fire which swept all mule
and horse barns on the south side
of Exchange avenue from the
newExchange
creek to the packy
Swift & Company
sheep sheds ju
Company’s plant was also swept
clean by flames.

At this time it is impossible to
accurately place the fire loss but
a conseravative eslimate placesfit
at between $275,000 and $300,000,
in all likelihood nearer the latter
figure. The exact loss cannot
be correctly estimated until night
as much fine stock were turned
loose to make their escape and
are unacounted for.

The damage was not confined
to buildings and cattle. Four
