BURSTING BOILER
DEALS DIRE DEATH

ONE INSTANTLY KILLED AND ONE
FATALLY HURT,

TEAM IS CRUSHED TO DEATH

Boller Hurled Out of Alley and Across
the Street In City of
Dallas.

Dallas: Charles Cormack was in-
stantly killed, his wife fatally inpured,
dying next day, two mules slain out-
right, property damage and odzen lives
endangered Wednesday by the explos-
fon of a 35-horsepower boiler back of
the First Presfyterian Church, corner
of Main and North Harwood streets.

The boiler was hurled a distance of
fully 150 feet and crashed against the
building occupied by the George W.
Loundermilk undertaking establish-
ment. One end of the boller broke
through the brick wall of this build-
ing, tearing a hole several feet in
dhmetar.

Four well driflers who were at
work within thirty feet of the boller
at the time were merely shaken by
the explosion, none of them being
hurt.

Charles Cormack of Mesquite and
his wife had stopped their wagon on
the west side of Harwood street,
against the sidewalk and Immediate-
iy In front of the alley where the
well was being drilled. Mr. Cormack
was climbing down from the seat when
the explosion oecurred. The forward
end of the fiying boller caught him,
crushing him against the cement
pavement His skull was crushed al-
most flat and practically every bone
in the left side of his body broken.
Frightful wounds were inuicted to the
left thigh and upper part of the leg,
and a part of the left foot was torn
off and could not be found. The man
was planed beneath the wreck of the
boller.

A team of mules belonging to B.
0. Clark of Richardson were struck
by the boiler and instantly killed.
Clark was driving south on Harwood
street and his team stepped across
the openiug into the alley just in time
to be struck by the flying boller. Mr.
Clark was seated on top of a load of
bay. He was burned by steam, but
his Injuries are slight. The mules
were still in the harness when the
driver climbed from the wagom, both
stone dead.

T. A. Murphy, Charles Roach, Jack
Duhig and Sam Goodan, drillers, who
were at work when the explosion oc-
curred, had narrow escapes. Mun
phy was forty feet aloft on the der
rick and saved himselt from being
carried down with the mass of timber
by leaping from the derrick to a ledge
of the bullding about six feet away.
He clung there until rescued by other
wormen,

Mr. and Mrs. B, T. Pettit were in
pn automobile coming along Harwood
gtrdet when the explosion occurred.
As the exploded boller shot across
the street it passed within a few
inches of the front of the automobile.

The damage to the Campbell Hotel,
in the rear of which the explosion
occurred, is slight, probably not In
excess of $150.

Some damage was done to the roof
of the Presbyterian Church, agalnst
which the heavy derrick fell. The
entire plant of machinery being used
to dig the well, {s practically ruined.

SOLDIERS'AND OLICE CLASH

Trouble Starts from a Personal Quarre!
Between Citizen and Street
Commiesioner.

El Paso, July 24.—One dead, one
fatally injured and a third maa badly,
wounded is the net result of a battie
between the police and a small bunch
of insurrectos on the streets of Jaurez
Sunday afternoon., Darillo Hernandez,
an insurrecto soldier, engaged in an
argument with Dolores Martinez, pres-
ent Street Commissioner of Juarez, in
front of the Martinez residence. He
was asked to move on and replied by
firing a pistol at Martinez who ran into
the house, procured a rifle and shot
the soldier through the head, killing
him instantly.

Comrades of the dead man climbed
to the roof of the garrison building
and opened a hot fire on the Martinez
residence, and as a detachment of
police appeared upon the scene, the
firing became general, more than fifty
shots being fired.

Martinez was wounded in the arm
and a scalp wound in addition. Pallo
Iomell, an insurrecto Lieutenant, was
shot through the stomach and will
probably die,

The battle was suspended upon the
appearance of Gen. Blanco, who had
the wounded removed to the hospital.
There {8 much feeling over the affair
between the police and insurrectos, but
officers appear to have the situation
well in hand,

This cotton producing area is about
1600 miles long and 500 miles wide,
The total area of the counties In
which cotton was ginned in 1910 in
approximately 625 000 square miles, o1
about 400,000,000 acres. Of this, only
about one acre in every thirteen was
devoted to cotton.

The center of production has been
in Mississipp! all years for which rec
ord has been made.

ers, easterners and westerners
have their strengths and their
weaknesses, their likes and their
dislikes, their physical manner
fsms and thelr mental idlosyn-
crasies just llke all other human
belngs.
There have been men In con-
gress who year in and year out
on every occasion have kept hewing to the line
of one special legislative endeavor Johm T
Morgan, for years senator from the state of Ala
bama, worked for months untold to secure the
adoption by the United States government of the
Nicaraguan route for the great Interoceanle
canal. He lost out, but it is probable that the
facts which he obtained in his researches were of
more value to the diggers of the canal than those
gathered by any other one man.

Senator Morgan was one of the noted excep
tions to the psalmist's rule for the limit of the
years of man Some of the flippant, and pos
uibly tired, senators declared that Mr., Morgan's
speeches were as long as hig life. If the volce
of the Alabama man had been younger there
would bave been few sleepy ones in the senate
when he talked—that Is when he talked on any
other subject than the Interoceanic canal Then
it was to fily before the face of his oratory

There was substance to Senator Morgan's
speeches, and this much cannot be sald for the
vocal efforts of some of the flippant and younger
ones. The aged one's words went into the Con-
gressional Record and i{lluminated Iits pages
When he rose to speak many of the colleagues
of Mr. Morgan retreated to the restaurant or the
cloak room. Only rarely did he take apparent no-
tice of the seeming discourtesy Once, wisely or
unwisely, he sald with something of pathos In
his volce that he wished bhe could talk in the
lunch room, for there he would be sure of an
audience.

Mr. Morgan was no Imperiallst. He had a fear
in his heart of the outcome of the policy of expan
slon, and the note of warning that came from his

lips was frequent and forceful. One day, after
outlining the position which he Dbelleved his
country should take, his volce came back to

Upon occasion senators and representatives per-
mit their constituents to do their talking for
them In congress Petitions come In floods at
times, with the object of securing legislation by
external pressure. In the Smoot case, and In
the pure food and army canteen matters the pleas
of the people came in by the tens of thousands.
The members of both houses present these let-
ters, call attention to their import and then allow
the petition to. do the rest If they are potent
enough.

Senator Latimer of South Carolina once intro-
duced a good roads blll calling for the expend!-
ture of government millions for the improvement
of the highways. The automobilists all over the
country began sending letters of approval. They
pressed their friends into the writing service, but
that they did not always pass upon the persuasive
merits of the friends’ productions is shown falr-
ly well by one letter on the good roads’ subject
recelved by Senator Cullom.

Probably
everybody knows who “T'll Try Sir Miller,” was,
Certainly eveybody ought to know. Gen. James
Miller then a captain, was the hero of Lundy's
Lane. He said he would try to do the thing
necessary for the thrashing of the enemy, and he
did it, and “T'll Try Sir,” took the place of his
Christian name James.

I Statesmenr.

For years several representatives In congress
tried to secure an appropriation to be used for
the bullding of a monument to General Miller at
Peterboro, N. H, near which town “I'll Try Sir”
lived on a farm before the war of 1812, and for
years after its close. The representatives who
had ‘be matter of pushing the bill In hand used
the words of Captain Mliller at Lundy's Lane to
express thelr own determination to secure a vie-
tory. They certainly did try, and the speeches
that were made before the library committee of
congress held patriotic appeals In every sentence.
Apprareantly, however, It was easier for Miller to
capture a battery against odds than It was for
members of congress to capture the dollars neces-
sary to bulld a monument of enduring stones
to his memory.

It was a case of try and try again. While the
cause of Miller, whose herolsm was worth &
dozen monoments, was belng pleaded, congress
voted money for memorials to other men less de-
serving. Finally, however, a New Hampshire
member who had been digging into history found
out something about “I'll Try Sir's” career which
was not generally kncwn. Congress had been
told time and again that Captain Miller not only
had shown conspicuous gallantry at Laundy Lane,
but that prior to that fight he had thrashed a
superior force of British and Indlans at Managua.
Congress had also been told that Mliller had com-
manded the center column of General Brown's
army, which routed what was apparently an
overwhelmingly greater force of the British at
Fore Erle,

These things didn’t make an {mpression. Con-
gress seemed to think that Inasmuch as Miller
was a soldler that it was bis business to defeat
superior forces of the enemy every day In the
week without imposing any monument-raising
duty on posterity. The New Hampshire member,
however, found out that after the war of 1812
Miller went back to his farm near Petersboro,
plowed fields, chopped wood and milked the cows
Instead of golng to Washington to ask the gov-
ernment to do something for him on account of
his record.

Miller's popularity was such after the treaty of
peace that the government probably would have
been glad to glve him anything that it had to
give. When “I'll Try Sir"” was asked why he
was playing Cincinnatus Instead of taking a job
in Washington, he replied: “When men begin
leaving the farms for the citles the nation will
begin to decay.”

Congress was told of this saylng of Miller's,
and either admiration for his cholce of a farm-
er's life or else bellef that he was a prophet
who before long might have the truth of his
prophecy proved, brought a favorable report
from the committes on library in the matter of
the monument at Petefsboro.

Twenty-two years ago the Epworth
League of the Methodist Episcopal
church wae organized. We celebrate
its twenty-first anniversary. Its
growth has been marvelous, its work
significant. It i§ not my purpose to
review its history, but to call your at-
tention to its opportunity for service.
Service I8 the keynote In the sym-
phony of this century's activities,
Four distinet phases of ethical devel-
opment mark the four quarters of the
last century. These four ethical prin-
ciples are a foundation for the super
structure of the service to be rendered
to humanity in the name of Jesus
Christ during this century.

In the first quarter of the last cen-
tury the fundamental principles were
laid for the breaking down of race
prejudices. Nearly all Europe was In
war. One hundred and seventy mil
llon people were Involved, 4,000,000
men were drawn from the activities
of economlie producfion and were ex-
pending their energies In wasting each
other’s states, burning their cities, rob-
bing their flelds, destroying their
homes and taking their lives. No ex-
cuse other than an other nationality
and plunder was necessary to go to
war "

But In the midst of this mighty
conflict of destruction other forces
were at work. Great ldeas were ta-
king form in the minds of men who
loved peace rather than war, The
idea of the steamboat, the railroad,
the telegraph was ludding and blos
soming to bring forth a little later its
harvest of better feeling between na-
tions, larger conceptions of fraternity
and a keener sense of brotherbhood
and justice. [t was the initiation of
that great movement which is now re-
sulting in that world-wide [feeling,
‘there s neither Jew nor Greek,” but
| & man's & man for a’ that.
| The second quarter of a century
| was marked by abolition of slavery,
| The agitation in the British parliament
succeded In emancipating all British
slaves in 1834, Hungary had 9,000,000
slaves. Nearly all the peasants of
Austria and Prussia were slaves. It
was In this quarter of the century that
the principles that were to bring (ree
dom to the multitudes were agitated
and the people began to see 4 great
light. The same was true of the Unit.
ed States. While the emancipation
of the slave did not come until the
next quarter of the century, the leven
of emancipation was working with the
sure result which followed in the six-
ties. Henceforth there was to bs
neither bond nor free.

The third quarter of the century
revealed that, ethically speaking,
there was neither male nor female.
After the beginning of the century
women were excluded from schools
by law. No woman was allowed to
teach in public schools; and for =
woman to think of being a clerk n
a store or serving the public in any
industrial way outside of the home
was an almost unheard-of thing. But
from 1860 to 1876 was the period of
their emancipation. Publie schools
were opened to them not only to at-
tend but they became dominant [ae
tors in the teaching force. Colleges
for coeducation were established In
large numbers and women showed
themselves the equals of their brothe
ers In educational attainments. Be
fore the close of the century 80 per
cent. of the teachers In the publia
schools of the country were women.
Practically all avenues of business
were open to them and all professions
welcomed them. Verily there was
neither male nor female.

The last quarter of a century we
began to realize, ‘Ye are all one in
Christ Jesus.” It was the quarter of
brotherhood. Trade, travel, educa-
tion and religion began to bring men
to see things from the same angile.
We began to know each other, we
learned we were brethren. We had
one common interest. We served to
one common end. Christianity makes
no distinction between races. its
aim and purpose Is to lift humanity
up to better things.

These great movements have be-
queathed to the young life of this
century a rich heritage. In all depart-
ments of life we are asking the ques
tion: “Is the product worth while?”
We ask of the public school, is the
product worth while? Does it pay the
cost of its production? Of the .cok
lege and university we are asking the
same question. The same Is being
asked of the saloon and of the great
industrial organizations; the same o
the church of Jesus Christ. The same
of the Sunday school and of the Ep
worth Leaguo and of every other so
clety of young people organized fof
Christian work.
