They 
are working east, coming here 
from Sweetwater on a few days 
ago but will not likely hold any 
services here owing to not hav­
ing a place for worship.

In a talk with our reporter 
these men denounce the practice 
of polygamy as was introduced 
into this country by Joseph Smith 
who carried bis tribe to Utah 
when there remained no other 
part of the United States where 
the practice of polygamy could 
06 carried on. In later years 
when Utah desired to become a 
state of the union it was neces­
sary that they abolish the prac- 
Uoe of polygamy. In order to 
comply with the constitution of 
the government this was done 
and under the direction and or­
der of President Woodruff ol the 
Mormon church in the year of 
1800. The church complied with 
the order of the government and 
forbade the practice of polygamy.

The local representatives as be­
fore stated are distributing litera­
ture telling of the articles of faith 
of the church of Jesus Christ of 
Latter Day Saints and at the 
bottom of the literature is signed 
the name, Joseph Smith.

CONVENTION MET 
U S T  SATURDAY

The Taylor county Democratic 
convention met in Abilene last 
Saturday with Hon C. D. Mims 
of this place as temporary chair­
man. Some little dissension was 
shown when the seating of dele­
gates was taken up but it was 
soon righted and the business of 
the meeting progressed, though 
hoots and jeers were heard at 
times that would cause a person 
to think a steam roller was at 
work somewhere.

The chairman appointed the 
follow’ing on committee of plat­
form and resolutions: W. L.
Grogan, W. J. Bryan, H. C. 
Williams, S. Y. Rooce and H. L  
Lackey.

Committe to select delegates to 
the various conventions were ap- 
pointed as follows: B. A. Cox,
E. B. Bynum, J. D. Hylton, D. 
M. White and J. H. Oliver.

Below we give the important 
part of the platform drawn up.

1. We endorse the platform 
and nominees of the Baltimore 
convention and commend them to 
the people of Texas as the splen­
did expression of progressive 
Democracy, progress within the 
lines of constitutional protection.

2. We favor a revision of the 
system of judicial procedure in 
this state, both civil and criminal, 
eliminating therefrom useless and 
antiquated technical rules and 
decisions of procedure, which 
delay and clog justice, and to 
this end we favor the enactment 
of the followling laws:

A law' providing that no case, 
civil or criminal, shall be reversed 
on appeal for error committed, 
especially error of procedure or 
practice, w'here such error can 
not from the record be reason- 
ahly said to have affected the re­
sult of the trial injuriously to the 
party complaining.

3. We favor the passage of a 
law requiring all places where 
intoxicating liquors are sold to be 
closed at night between the hours 
of 9 o’clock in the evening and 
6 o’clock in the morning, and a 
law prohibiting the sale of 
whiskey by drink and only in 
package, the same not to be 
drunk on or about the premises 
where sold. With the passage 
and enforcement of these laws 
we deprecate any further agita­
tion of state-wide prohibition for 
a reasonable number of years, 
giving to these measures a fair 
trial of their efficiency.

4. We favor the enactment of 
a law requiring full publicity of 
campaign contributions in all 
elections, both before and after 
the election, including the source 
from which such contributions 
are received, the amount thereof 
and the objects and purposes for 
which the same are used.

6. The enactment of a law 
limiting the expenditures of all 
candidates for office to a reason­
able sum, whether spent by the 
candidate or others in his behalf, 
thus enabling the poor man and 
the man of moderate means to 
compete with the rich when offer­
ing for office, and preventing the 
danger to popular government 
from the profligate use of money 
in elections.

7. We believe in the rule of 
the majority, and demand an 
amendment to the election law 
providing for all nominations by 
the majority.

9. We pledge the Democracy 
to the adequate support and 
proper provision for all our 
eleemosynary and charitable in­
stitutions, believing that the a f­
flicted and unfortunate are the 
wards of the state and entitled at 
its hands to adequate protection, 
care and maintenance; and to 
this end we favor a state Board 
of Charities and Correction, in 
order that all our eleemosynary 
institutions may be properly cor­
related and their administration 
taken out of the hands of partisan 
politics.

News of the amotion of the Beaumont Chamber 
o f Commerce in adopting a resolution asking for 
the^,repeal of the Fire Rating Insurance Law, 
reiu3b^ Commissioners at Austin today and 
wéi'^ooBQmented on in official circles at the capital 
Mnny stricken cities have appealed in vain to the 
Commissioners for relief and the Board now 
realizes that they are standing upon the crater of 
a vbloano.

The principles of this law are so out of harmony 
with our anti-trust legislation and our accepted 
the^iries, of government, that it has raised a con*
tini|hal disturbance ever, since it entered the
etnthe book. In (act, this law quarreled so 
v if^os ly  with its numerous neighbors, that Qov- 
erhl^ C^mpfipb was compelled to call a special 
eeMon of the legislature to <^ell the riot, but the 
le^weture <|scided that' these' warring elements 
must dwell together in tb^ ISme vessel, and the 
Fire Rating board hat been oompelled b) sit on

the lid while the Fire Insurance Companies in 
many localities fry the fat out of the people.

The legislature appears to afford the only 
avenue of relief for the people, and the next ses­
sion will undoubtedly deal with this difficult 
problem in a drastic manner.

FEWER SPEECIES AND BERER SPEEGIES.
Now that we are in a dead political calm, many 

of the leading newspapers of the state are ad­
vocating a law that will limit the number of cam­
paign speeches in the hope of improving the 
quality by reducing the quantity. The flow of 
gas has been phenomenal during the past cam­
paign and perhaps of as low grade as it ia pos­
sible to find in its native state, but no cases of 
asphyxiation have been reported and while the 
politicians are making the meter spin they are 
not stirring the legislative caldron and the escape 
of gas is far better than drawing off a new batch 
of laws.

The purpose is a noble one but the suggested 
solutionis too severe. It would, no doubt,'re­
quire a century of silence for many of our politi­
cians to assemble sufficient wisdom to warrant a 
single public statement and a law requiring a 
politician to say something when he speaks would 
close many political forums. The situation in 
many instances corroborates the position of the 
Commercial Secretaries that Texas Needs Great 
Men.

MARKETING COTTON.
The announcement that the financial interests 

of Texas would lend the farmers $40,000,000 at 
six per cent to take care of distress cotton is by 
far the greatest event that has transpired in Texae 
in 1912. The plan is that of the Farmers Union, 
and the Texas Commercial Secretaries and Busi­
ness Men’s association has approved it and rec­
ommended it to the bankers who are providing 
the funds.

The bulls and bears have set many a trap for 
the farmer and the politicians with the flare of 
trumpets have issued proclamations in his behalf 
but this is perhaps the first instance on record 
where the business interests have come to his as­
sistance by laying down the coin of the realm and 
it means starvation to the bears and the elimina­
tion of the politician and prosperity to the farmer. 
Business problems must be solved in a business 
way.

Politeness, courtesy, willingness to be helpful 
and accommodating, friendliness, are sometimes 
considered small tbings'and a waste of time where 
a rush for money getting is the great problem. 
This is a mistake, for when all of the citizens of 
a town or city combine together to exhibit these 
traits, especially to strangers, it will be found one 
of the greatest drawing cards to business and in­
vestors. One of the strongest reasons why visit­
ors and strangers will like such a place is because 
“ everybody there seems so friendly and obliging.”

In an addreas lately given befor 
the Zoological Society of France, Di 
Jacquee Liouville, the physician ant 
naturaliat who accompanied the Poui 
quoi-Pas on her untartic expedition 
stated the chief physical troubles wltl 
which the crew had to contend wen 
three in number, all. In his opinion 
aprlnglEg from the l.-ick of fresh food 
He therefore terms this polar malad) 
"the disease of conserved food." Thi 
malady compriaed symptoms a 
scurvy, polar anaemia and sever« 
front bites or chilblains, which fre 
quently bled constantly. The under 
lying cause of all the affections is ai 
alteration in the chemical compos! 
tion of the blood—or "dyBcrasla.” Th« 
heart functioned badly, and the pa 
tients suffered from terrible shortnest 
of breath, frequent drowsineas, anc 
oedema of the lower extremetles 
They were easily exhausted and un 
able to march, while the slightesi 
movement brought on intense palpita 
tion. However, all these morbid 
symptoms disappeared within ten day« 
when fresh meat was obtainable, and 
did not appear again after the fresh 
wild celery obtained at Tierra del 
Fuego-had been enjoyed for some 
time. Dr. Liouville took' a just pride 
in tbe fact that this was the first 
polar expedition which ever restored 
all its members to their homes in a 
state of perfect health. He had three 
surgical cases to handle. Recovery 
was highly satisfactory, which he as­
cribes partly to the entire absence ol 
pathogenic bacteria and partly to the 
fact that there was rot a trace of at-j 
coholism in the patients.—9cicntlflc' 
American. j

Llbrarii*s In Navy.
The navy department spends every 

year 130,000 for libraries for Us ships. 
Each "ship’s” library includes 300 
books, mostly technical and more or 
less expensive on that account. A 
“crews’ ” library is usually made up 
of about five hundred books on fiction 
and of such character suitable for en­
tertainment.

About one-third of the hooks are re­
placed each year. The changes are 
made upon recommendation of those 
in charge of the shi|)s. but It has de­
veloped that this Is not a satisfactory 
method, as much depends upon the 
points of view on literature possessed 
by the responsible persons. So It Is 
proposed to standardize the libraries 
by making the changes In Washington, 
applying them gtnerally to all ships. 
It is further held that this plan would 
work for economy, effecting a saving 
of from $10,000 to $15,000 a year.

City Ordloasce.
An ordinance to regulate draymen and 

Baggage and Express Wagons, Im­
posing a license tax thereon and pro­
viding a penalty.
Be it ordained by the city council of 

the city of Merkel, that from and after 
the passage of this ordinance there 
shall be levied and collected from each 
public drayman, expressman and bag- 
gagemao, pursuing the occupation and 
calling of carrying goods, wares and 
merchandise for hire within the copor- 
ate limits of the city of Merkel an 
annual license tax of five ($5.00) Dol­
lars for each two horse vehicle and two 
and fifty one hundred ($2.50) Dollars 
for each one horse vehicle. A  person 
shall be deemed as pursuing the oc­
cupation of drayman or baggeman or 
expressman if he haul or offer to haul 
g^oods, wares and merchandise for the 
public, irrespective of the time he may 
be so engaged in said occupation.

I f  any person shall pursue said occu­
pation of drayman, expressman or bag­
gageman as above defined without hav­
ing first paid the license tjuc aforesaid, he 
shall be deemed guily of a misdemean­
or and on conviction thereof shall be 
punished by a fine of Ten Dollars.

The city council hereby reserves the 
right to refuse to issue such license, or 
to cancel any license hereafter issued, 
where in their judgment the licensee or 
person applying therefor has been or 
shall be guilty of extortionate charges 
for goods, wares and merchandise 
hauled, or dishonest conduct in connec­
tion with the the carriage of said goods.

From the fact that this city has now 
no ordinance regulating draymen, ex­
pressman and baggemen, and no license 
fee therefor, creates an emergency, 
and the rule requiring ordinances to be 
read at thret> several meetings of 
council be dispensed with and that this 
act take effect from and after its 
passage and publication as required by 
law.
