SHALL BOYS AT
FIRES IN MERKEL

When a fire alarm is turned on
in Merkel the crowd in attend-
ance is somewhat different from
the crowd that goes to a fire in a
large city and is explained as
follows.

In a large city no echildren-are
allowed on the scene atall and
very few grown people because
their assistance is not needed
and there is danger of their get-
ting inj k-ed it not killed. In
Metkel ¥ s very different and
when the department was called

out to fight the fire in the G.F.

West building and to the alarm
at the Merkel Bottling Works,
which are both fresh on the
minds of Merkel people, there
was in attendance at these fires
no less than twenty small boys
ranging from seven years to per-
haps fifteen and no where in the
crowd could there be seen a
parent who seemed duty«bound
enough to look after the welfare
of his child. Naturally the
mothers were not there for they
did not have time to reach the
scene a8 quick as did their hus-
band or their small boy who was
running loose on the street some-
where,

On both of the above mention-
ed ocoasions those small boys
could be seen to run directly into
danger where they might get
hurt at any moment. The rea-
scn for there being g0 many
small boys around the West
building fire was no doubt caused

by the fact that the raapeotive'

parents took for granted that
their son was not in any danger
at all and never would get in the
way of the firemen in the dis-
charge of their duties but at the
same time no doubt those parents
had not the slighest knowledge
of uherr their boy was or what
he was into.

To an gyteider it makes them
shudder tg see a small boy de-
liberately tun igto gugh¥ danger
yet is very evident that it is not
the boys fault byt the fault of
the parents in not looking after
the welfare of their child proper-
ly. It would be weil for every
mother and father in Merkel to
take into consideration the fact
that their boy is not fire proof nor
bears an enchanted life and
would not get hurt under any
circumstances for it would be
very sad to the fireboys should
there be a death as result of some
child running into such danger
without being able to see if.
This is intended to scare for the
fact is a scary one and4f parents
will but take it upon themselyes
to consider the matter it will look
scary to them. Theidea of a
small boy running into the rear
of the Jones Barber shop to look
at the fire even before the water
had stopped flowing from the
hose.

While parents and others con-
sider this they might bear in
mind that their personal services
are often times a hinderance to
the fireboys and it would be much
better that the department have
a clear field than to have the
scene copgested by sight-seers
of any age whether old or young.
At any time the fireboys need

———— ——
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outmde help they will call for it
and it will then be time enough
for the outsider to offer his assist-
ance and not before.

But do not forget that it is your
boy that is in danger and not the
child of your neighbor for if you
do not know just where your
child is when the fire alarm is
turned in it is most likely that
you can find him on the scene if
you will take the trouble to go
and see.

Indeed,
he only applied in a social way the doctrine of
his letter to Julian Harris of Atlanta, wherei: he
justified the exclusion of Southern negroes nrd
the inclusion of Northern negroes in the new par-
ty. The edujated and respectable Southern ne-
gro is as worthy of political and socia! recogni-
tion as the educated and respectable Northern
neg'i'o, and the debased Northern negro is as
abhorrent soocially and as dangerous politically
as the debased Southern negro. The differentia-
tion which Colonel Roosevelt makes is brazen
hypoorisy.

On the face of it the Rhode Island dinner was
delibérately designed to flatter the negro in
Northern doubtful states, and the shocking pity
of it is that white women conspired with the poli-

E. V. WHITE TALKS.

Oa July 16th Mr. E. V. White of the State De-
partment of Xducation spoke upon the progress
made in local taxation in Texas before the morn-
ing session of Rural School Education Week,
held at that time at the University of Texas. Mr.
White said: ‘‘The past four years have witness-
ed a marvelous growth in the educational senti-
ment of rural communities. Before that time very
few common school districts levied a special
school tax and practically none had issued bonds
for the construction of school houses. The re-
ports of the Department of Education for the year
1910-1911 show that out of 80563 common school
distriots 4449, 55 per cent, levied and collected a
special tax for the year. During the same year
1327 common school districts issued bonds aggre-
gating $654,605 for the construction of sanitary
school houses for the country children. Several
countries now levy a local tax -in every distriot,
while many other countries have been aroused
from generations of educational slumber by the
leadership of progressive county superintendents.

Marconi Made Practical Success of
the Wireless, but Was Not First
in the Field.

The principle of wireless telegraphy
is easlly comprehended. As is known
light and heat move in waves whose
lengths can be measured. Thus, the
sun gives out in every direction light
in a series of undulating waves which

may not only be measured, but can be
deflected, polarized, and so on. Some
idea ©f this may be gzined from
the well-known fact that when a stone
is thrown into a smoot: pool of wa-
ter a series of circular waves extends
in all directions I/ any floating ob-
Ject comes within thes: waves they

are oscillated

It was the lamented Prof. llertz
who discovered that electricity, like
light and heat, also moves in waves
which may be measured, Just precise
ly how these waves pass through the
atmosphere 13 not wholly understood,
but it is belleved that they have some
relation to ether, which is omnipres-
ent and which is believed to constitute
all matter under different negative
electrical conditions. In wireless tel-
egraphy a series of Hertzian waves
are set up by powerful electrigal dyna-
mos or batteries, and these are dis-
charged from the top of a high mast
or pole. These waves extend in all
directions, and, unless their force is
expended by distance they excite cer-
taln effects in the receiver of wireless
telegraph instruments within the zone,
just as the waves disturb chips on a
pool. Messages are sent and received
somewhat on the plan of ordinary
Morse code by wires, in that electrical
impulses are regulated so as to spell
words according to a code

TAXED BY PHYSICAL WEIGHT

Novel Scheme of French Town Au-
thorities That Met With Bitter
Opposition From the Women.

A small French town in the Py-
renees district has struck a novel

way to increase revenue from taxa-
tion. The ordinary channels not
bringing enough to carry out ocer-
tain projected improvements, the

municipal council decided to place a
tax on the physical weight of the citi-
zens, arranging the following scheme:
Below 135lb., no tax; from 1351b. to
2001b,, 12s. annually is demanded;

creases at the rate of 24s. for each
201b.

Lity Ordinance.

An ordinance to reguiate draymen and™\

Baggage and Express Wagons, Im-
posing a license tax thereon and pro-
viding a penalty.

Be it ordained by the city council of
the city of Merkel, that from and after
the passage of this ordinance there
shall be levied and collected from each
public drayman, expressman and bag-
gageman, pursuing the occgpation and
calling of carrying goods, wares and
merchandise for hire within the copor-
ate limits of the city of Merkel an
annual license tax of five ($5.00) Dol-
lars for each two horse vehicle and two
and fifty one hundred ($2.50) Dollars
for each one horse vehicle. A person
shall be deemed as pursuing the oc-
cupation of drayman or baggeman or
expressman if he haul or offer to haul
goods, wares and merchandise for the
public, irrespective of the time he may
be so engaged in said occupation.

If any person shall pursue said occu-
pation of drayman, expressman or bag-
gageman as above defined without hav-
ing first paid the license tax aforesaid, he
shall be deemed guily of a misdemean-
or and on conviction thereof shall be
punished by a fine of Ten Dollars.

The city council hereby rq;&veo the
right to refuse to issue such license, or
to cancel any license hereafter issued,
where in their judgment the licensee or
person applying therefor has been or
shall be guilty of extortionate charges,
for goods, wares and merchandise
hauled, or dishonest conduct in connec-
tion with the the carriage of said goods.

From the fact that this city has now
no ordinance regulating draymen, éx-
pressman and baggemen, and no license
fee therefor, creates an emergency,
and the rule requiring ordinances to be
read at three several meetings of the
council be dispensed with and that this
act take effect from and after its,
passage and publication as required by
law.
