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EAIIL BALDWIN
Abilene, Sept. 3.—The Sheriff’s 

Department of Taylor county 
today received notice of the ar> 
rest of two people against whom 
the Grand jury last week return­
ed bills of indictment charging 
murder.

Earl Baldwin, who is charged 
by indictment with the murder of 
Alf Cogdell, was arrested in 
Springfield, Mo., Monday, Sheriff 
Weir receiving the notification 
from the offioiers there to this 
efiect today and he or one of his 
deputies will leave for Missouri 
tonight.

It will be remembered, Cogdell 
was killed in the second story of 
the building adjoining Lesson’s 
Grocery store in December, 1010. 
Felix Jones surrendered to the 
officers, was later indicted by the 
grand jury, and tried in the dis­
trict court sitting in Abilene, the 
jury returning a verdict of not 
guilty. Earl Baldwin was one of 
the principal witnesses for the 
defendant, it being alleged that 
he was an eye witness to the 
killing.

Sheriff Weir also received a 
message from the sheriff of Co­
manche county stating that he 
arrested J . T. Couch, acting on 
an indictment returned by the 
Taylor county grand jury last 
week. Couch is charged with 
the murder of a man by the name 
of Henderson, at the Epileptic 
Colony six weeks ago. Hender­
son was an inmate of the Colony 
when he died, and an investiga­
tion followed, but the matter 
seemed to have been dropped 
without complaint having been 
registered against anyone.

LAND SELLS HERE
Within the last three weeks 

$79,000 worth of Merkel country 
land has changed hands though 
the deals in which the Merkel 
land was sold amounted to over 
$80,000.

The Dallas News of Sunday in 
the State Brevities gave account 
of the transactions and in that 
way advertised the sale of Merkel 
country lands all over the state 
and other states. The first deal 
was closed when B. D. Rogers of 
Collin oounty purchased 1128 
acres of the Noodle Creek Valley 
lands for a total consideration of 
$30,000. The land is north of 
Merkel in Jones oounty but is in 
Merkel’s trade territory. The 
other deal wae made between A. 
H. Murchison of Eskota and G. 
W. Turner of Meridian, Bosque 
oouuty, wherein Murchison ex­
changed 1960 acres of Fisher 
county land about fourteen miles 
northwest of Merkel for a con­
sideration of $49,000.

El Paso, Sept. 2.—Death at the 
hands of a rebel soldier was the 
fate of an American citizen, 
Joshua Stevens, while he fought 
to proteot his two daughters in 
Colonia, Pacheco.

Two rebels visited the Stevens 
home. Stevens met the intruders 
with a shotgun and escorted them 
to the limits of his property. Ac­
cording to the story told by his 
daughters, one of the Mexicans 
drew a sword bayonet from his 
belt and thrust it into the Amer­
ican’s body.

Stevens fired and fell dead over 
the man whom he had killed. 
The other Mexican fled.

The case has been investigated 
by Junius Rominy, president of 
the colonies. It is said to make 
the fifth murder of American 
settlers by rebels in the district. 
President Romney has issued a 
warning that no families ri^urn 
to the colonies until quiet is re­
stored. It is declared that the 
federal soldiers strung out be­
tween Juarez and Chihuahua 
have not left the railway and that 
the American colonies are abso­
lutely unprotected.
