TOl'CHSTONE REACHES 
. CHINA

The following is a letter re­
ceived from Cary, Touchstone to 
his mother:

Dear Mamma: At last my 
journey is ended one month and 
one day from the time I left San 
Franci.sco. No doubt you have 
been di.sapi>ointed in the short 
letters I Jiave been writing, but 
the life on the steamer encourag­
ed laziness, and when I was in 
Jana I was too b’.-.sy sfgbt seeing 
to write anything but notes. I 
will now undertake to give a 
sbort account of my trip, .skipp­
ing the part previous to leaving 
San Francisco, except to say 
that i was cei-tainly not di.ssap- 
pointed in California.

We left San i'liincisco on Fri­
day, Nov. 9 at one p, m. in a 
light fog. Before night it began 
to rain and was pretty cold and 
windy, with some pretty good 
waves. I was threatened with 
sea .«ickness whenever I went in­
side, but felt fine so long as I 
was on deck , so put on my sweat 
er and overcoat and walked till'I 
got sleepy, and .so managed to 
avoid being really sea sick. By 
Sunday the weather was fine 

I and 1 put on my light weight 
suit and low shoes, which I woi'c 
for Jwo weeks, or till we got 
within two days of Yokhoma. 
when it liegan to get colder 
again.

Honolula A all that it is pic- 
j tured in song and stoi-y—a veri­
table faiiyland. We went into 
the hiu-bor on a sea us smooth as 
an inland lake. The air and sky 
were just like a perfect day in 
Texas or Tenno.ssee in .May, and 
they told us that day was just 
like the other 364 days in the 
year. The temperat’î re is said to 
vaiy only alxnit fifteen degrees 
throughout the year. Heat and 
moisture exi.sL in just the right 
proportions to make vegetiitioii 
do its best The whole year round. 
The mountains are covei-ed with 
rich gix'on gross to the very top, 
where they are not covered with 
timlier. I have never seen, nor 
do I hope to ever sec. anything 
that can be compai-ed to the 
view of the valley and bay to Ijc 
had from the mountain pass just 
back from the city of Honolulu, 
IfKiking to the opiwsite side of 
the island ten or twelve miles 
away— it looked to be only two 
or three miles. There was noth­
ing so unusual alout the hills 
and valleys, but the thing that 
is so beautiful that it takes 
everybixiy’s breath when they 
gel their first glimp.se of it. is 
the wondertul coloring of the 
water in various shades of blue 
and green, a coloring that cannot 
be duplicated anywhere else in 
the whole world, and which 
many artist have tried in vain to 
put on canvas. I was in company 
with a lady and gentleman who 
only retunied last Spring from 
Greece, Italy and Fronce. whbre 
the most l>eaujiful scenery in the 
world is supposed to be found, 
and they said they had never 
seen anything quite like the 
sight that lay before fts as we 
stood at the top of that cliff 
1200 feet high and looked across 
the pine apple fam s to the 
ocean miles away. Thirty min­
utes there almost repaid one for 
the voyage from San Francisco. 
We weighed anchor at four 
o’clock, everybody’ who knew 
ai^one on shore going away 
with large necklace of flowers— 
I don’t remember the native 
name for them. As v\:e put out to 
sea and the sun began to sink, a 
pui-ple haze settled on the 
mountains back of the  ̂city, 
such a beautiful coloring as I 
have never seen except in paint­
ings, From a physical stand­
point, that had been a “ prefect 
day.’’ ,
