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L GIVING SOME BIG FIGH1ING

Our eyes have beheld wonder­
ful outpourings of personal 
sacrifice in this great western 
country since the war began. 
The Liberty Loan,the Hed Ci oss 
and W. S. S. came in punctual 
procession and none of them 
have been turned away empty 
handed. Heietofore we have 
gone over the top with a rush, 
and how it was done, no one 
knows, no one can explain. The 
W. S. S. camI^aign failed to go 
over the top, but it ran up mag­
nificently. Merkel’s .allotment 
was over $60,000; she raised 
over $18,000. This was in the 
face of a year of drouth, in the 
face of loss, and when the hot 
winds were making another 
promising crop look sick.

The campaign ended at the 
Presbyteiian church, with an ad 
dress by Judge Cunningham of 
Abilene. Introductory remarks 
were made by T. A. Johnson.He 
explained that it seemed that 
some people seemed to hold to 
the notion that the \V. S. S.was 
a gift, when it should not be so 
considered. It is an investment 
and a safe one.

Judge Cunningham spoke in­
terestingly to the audience. He 
said: “ We were told for a time 
that this war was not a war on 
the Gennan i)eople. but on the 
Kaiser. We have at last awaken­
ed to the fact that we are fight­
ing the Gennan empire. Visit 
the schools in Germany and you 
don’t find the Gennan children 
playing innocent games, but 
find them marching, to be train- 
td as soidiero. They have the 
idea that might makes rigl, 
idea that might makes light, 
that the Kaiser reigns by divine 
light.

“ Suffering and fiightfulness 
was their policy. They shot the 
Bilgium people dead when they 
were committing unspeakable 
outrages against me woman­
hood, and a hand was raised a- 
gainst them. They nailed little 
children to the doors. They shot 
them when a hand was rais­
ed against their cutting o ff the 
hands of little children.

“ You are lending your money 
to the government at a good 
rate of interest. The goveni- 
ment must have our money and 
our help. It wants our help to 
the fullest e.xtent. The women 
are doing really more than the 
men. They are meeting daily at 
the Red Cross rooins. They are 
n’aking bandages to properly 
care for our boys when they are 
wounded in battle. They neglect 
their work at home to perform 
this duty.

The Judge jiaid a glowing tri­
bute to motherhood. His speech 
wi4S thoroughly enjoyed.

Severe battles are brew ing on 
the several fighting fronts. All 
indications point to an early re­
sumption of heavy fighting on 
the western line. In Italy the 
mountain zone is again the scene 
of infantry operations. Tension 
is increasing along the British 
front in France in the crescendo, 
of the Geiman artillery fire 
mouns higher and higher. From 
Ypree to Kheims, the big guns 
are busier than they have been 
for some days and the Germans 
probably are preparing to reply 
strongly against the allied nib­
bing tactics which cost them 
important points last week.*

FOR WO.MEN VOTERS

How ballots are prepared: 
Women pro.sent their regis­

tration certificate, receive their 
ballots, slips of paper with ñam­
es printed thereon, and go to a 
bo<»th where, in secrecy, they 
mark out with a Mark lead pen­
cil the names of all the persons 
they do not wish to vote. Leav­
ing the ones they, are for un­
marked. Election judges will not 
permit aid to be given in prepar­
ing a ballot unless the voter can­
not read or is physically incapa­
ble of preparing the ballot 
VV’ARNING— If a ballot is muti­
lated, torn, marked, or erasures 
<made on it do not deposit it with 
the election judge. Ask‘ for an­
other ai\ mark it correctly. 'Then 
hand it to the election jiidge.He 
will place a number on the eleo 
tion ballot, which should be fol­
ded so he can not see how the 
person voted. He will then de­
posit it in the ballot box. Now 
remember, a blue pencil mark 
or a hole in the ballot, is suffi­
cient to cause the counters to 
throw out the ballot.

Dear Mother— 1 will .scratch 
you a letter this aftemoon as 
you might like to know of my 
whereabouts. We landed here on 
Long Island, New York, yester­
day aftemoon about six o’clock.

The fraudulent claims take 
various fomis, but all are pre­
sented by persons, who try to 
get .something for nothing. 'The 
metnods of checking up on all 
claims make it very hard to get 
money where it is not deseiwed, 
Mr. Watkins .said. A close tab is 
kept on each case in all its bear­
ings.

The case of a woman who 
married five Sargeants in oruer 
to get their allotment and insur­
ance money wa.s recently di.scov- 
ored at a camp in Illinois. Th^ 
woman had sent three of her 
Sargeants to h'ranee, another 
was ready to .sail, and was pre­
paring to fix up the insurance 
papers of the fifth when she 
was di.scovered. Each of the men 
had allotted her half their pay 
the Government had furaished 
the other half, artd each had tak 
en out irviuranoe to the amount 
of $10,000, payable only to her.

French Society Plan.s to Mark 
Graves Of U. S. Soldiers

Commemorating the Ameri­
can soldiers and sailors wno 
have fallen in battle, “ La Cocar- 
de du Souvenir,” a patriotic soc­
iety, plans to decorate the grav­
es of all Amencans who are buri • 
ed in France. Markers known as 
the “ war cross of the dead” will . 
be placed ovpr each grave.

A committee of the society 
headed by Senator Poirrier cal­
led on American Ambassador 
Sharp to make the preliminary 
arrangements. The Ambassador 
thanked the committee and in- 
foi-med them he would , discuss 
the plan with (ten Perching.

Markers now decoi’ate the 
graves of French, British and 
Belgian soldiers. 'The new mar­
ked will consist of a metal laurcl 
l^af about six inches in diameter 
surrounding an American flag. 
Tliey are to be supplied to units 
in the army, the name of the 
soldier, the unit and the date of 
the man’s death to be placed on 
a metal strip,.which is hung 
from the marker.
