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BIG OIL ACTIVITY FOR MERKEL
Butman Block Contracted— Casing for The Sears Well Has Arrived

Contracts on Foot For Other Wells— Bright Prospects

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Last week’s Mail contained an 
article from the Mayor tellinpr 

the City Council had abol- 
'ihed the office of Marshall and 
^dded his salary to that of the 
Aldermen and Mayor, thereby 
doubling- the pay of the Aider- 
men and raising that of the May­
or from $60,00 annually to $480.

Boiled down the Mayors ex­
planation is about ius follows:

W e are approaching a great 
oil boom. Pay the Administra­
tion better and they will do bet- 
ter.Past administrations did lit- 
Ite l)ecause paid little. liaising 
the salary of aldermen and May­
or wius an unselfish act because 
their salaries do not Ix'gin until 
the next administration it’ April

W’e have no personal fight a 
gainst any member of the Conn 
cil or Mayor. They ai-e all honor­
able men, hut these official acts 
belong to the public, whose in­
terests are vitally affected. We 
have a right to protest against 
this piece of business because it 
was wrong—dead wiong. The 
Council itself must have felt 
conipunction of conscience in the 
matter, or the necessity for their 
ar tions to “ leak out” would not 
have an sen.

The apticipated “oil Doom” 
seems to have so effected the 
r.iinds of the City dads as to 
dnve out everything else, caus­
ing them to decide to “ strike oil” 
for the City Administration at 
once. Their well is already in the 
“ oil sand” and is to be “ brought 
in” next April.

The Mai shall gets a“dry hole” 
but the administration well is 
to be a “ producer” . Its pioiluc- 
tion is 10 barrels monthly for 
e.ach Aldei-man and 40 barrels 
for the Mayor. Also this "oil” 
will flow while the recipients are 
attending to other business or 
promoting any other oil interests 
they may have.

I do not charge the Council 
with selfish motives, but the 
n*ere postponement of tht appli­
cation this raise in salaries till 
the next tei-m, does not within 
itself, remove the grounds for 
suspicion along that line. Some 
of the present incumbents could 
have looked ahead to the possi­
bility of being part of the next 
administration. Sometimes men 
plan for the future.

Mr. Mayor, gentlemen of the 
Council and fellow citizens:What 
do we pay taxes for any how? 
Merely to fui-nish axle grease 
for the City machinery? Is it 
mierely to create a fund to be ab 
sorbed by the Mayor and Coun- 
iil?. Surely not. Look at the act­
ual situation here. The Streets 
are tom up and gone to pieces 
till an airplane flying across the 
town is almost in danger of be­
ing wrecked or bogged down. 
Practically nothing is being done 
to them. But the aldemens sal- 
anes are raised KK) i>ei- cent and 
that of the mayor 700 jH?r cent.

Hut we have visions of a"great 
oil boom” and the action was un- 
s< Ifish. says the mayor.

Centlemen of the Council, this 
\ no time for this sort of thing. 
With two years of complete fail- 
iirt. with extraoidinary war ex- 
jK'nses on us, with the high cost 
of every thing, with increiU'̂ ed 
taxation on every hand, almost, 
the very life blood has l>een 
stiueeziHl out of the people al- 
iL'i.dy. It is str.'iining every nor\'o 
and taxing the utmost ability of 
e . ry man and every business to 
live at all. Under such circum­
stances to make this increase 
and wring more money out of 
tile already overburdened taxpay 
ers is an outrage—a merciless, 
inexcusable wi-ong.

Perhaps we me fortunate in 
having the consoling assurance 
fioni the Mayor of a coming 
“ gieat oil lxx)m” and that the 
action of the Council was alto­
gether unselfish.

Memorable in 
the history of the oil develop­
ment of the great Merkel Coun­
try is this third week of Febru­
ary, 1919. Tue.sday morning the 
casing for the Sears well rolled 
in, and active drilling will be un- 
dei-way without delay. The parts 
of the drilling rig came in the 
laist week. A few days more and 
our part of the country will be 
rushing forwai’d towards active 
de\elopment, and, we hope. to 
th much desired black Huid.

Butman Bock Lea.sed
One of the most interesting 

movements of the week in oil 
development was the leasing of 
the Butman block with a drilling 
contract. The contract is held by 
T A Johnson and is signtnl by 
Sam Butman, Sr., J L Casey and 
.1 W Moore, parties of the first 
part, and NV H Grahman of Pen­
nsylvania and J P' Toliver of 
T* nnes.see parties of the .second 
pari. The leased land consists of 
9s20' J acres. Drilling operations
10 1-egin by June 1, 1919, and the
vtfll is to 1h' compieteti within 
one yeai, going to a depth of 
3<KK) feet if necessary. The sum 
of $r)00<> has Ixjen dejiosited as a 
guarantee to the fulfillment of 
the contract. A standard drill­
ing outfit is to t-e employetl ami 
the hole is to stall 18-inches. 
'1 ht leases are all on an 88 Fornì, 
\vi;h the addition of a simple
ttmtract between the parties
n;uned.

This ten-itory lies in the low 
Cl end of the canyon and on the
11 ountains to the south. The leas 
ed territory reaches almost to 
the leased territory of the Bil!- 
lK*rry ranch and touches the 
south block of the local company. 
Peports are out stating that 
good find have Leon made in Bil­
berry Well No. 1. and that No 2 

j IS to start at once and that rig 
'has l>een ordered for No.3. From 
all indications thei-e is some 
p'.ighty good stuff just south of 
the mountains.

The very best geological re­
ports have been .securetl on the 
Iccal leases All the territory 
from the Sears well to a distance 
south of te mountains is consid­
ered good. If the local company 
succeeds in its present plans, no 
delay is anticipated in the .start­
ing of three or four wells with

very little delay. Contracts are 
far advanced towards fulfillment 
lor the letting of acreage for 
drilling purposes on each of the 
four blocks. It will be a day or 
two, perhaps, before definite in- 
fonnation can be given to the 
public. The plans are in keeping 
with those formulated by the 
company early in the game, that 
of disposing of portions of their 
acieage to induce the drilling of 
wells

Activity is pressing in upon 
tlie Great Merkel Country from 
the west also. \ company is ope­
rating to the southeast from 
S .veetwater and reaches up to a 
jHi’iit a little to the southwest of 
'i rent. It is reported that this 
company has oixlered three rigs 
i'lid expect to begin operation at 
once.

The long-looked for activity 
S' ems at la.st .at hand. For mon­
ths drouth and discouragement 
sUired us in the face. Not .so now 
'I he rains have fallen, the peo­
ple are daily coming back from 
other sections, oil prospects are 
the finest ever, and surely pros- 
jKiiity stares us in the face

.Merkel is now hedged in from 
every side. Several wells are dril 
ling to the cast alxiut Abilene; 
ilie north is taken care of by the 
St-ars well and by the Moirison 
well, and also another well is in 
prospect jnst west of the Morri- 
s:ai well, with a promise of dnl- 
¡.ng operations lo be startetl ear- 
Ij next month; the lease.se and 
pioposed contracts of the local 
company and the operations of 
the Sweetwater company takes 
c.u e of the west;the South Block 
and the Butman lease takes care 
of the south, so if there is any 
one who does not like to smell 
the offensive odor of oil, they 
had bettei- go now, else they w ill 
be hemmed in on all sides, with 
prospects of having the middle 
punched out, as one geologist 
}ii edicts an ocean of oil right Eie- 
neath the depot. We believe the 
T A P ought to move it and drill. 
We might at least get a much 
needed depot.

reduction of the cotton acreage 
to be planted in Texas this year, 
of not less than 33 1/3% of that 
planted in 1918, Judge W F Ram 
sey, of the Federal Reserve Bank 
v'a« selected as chairman of the 
campaign and W C Barrickman, 
seci-etary of the Texas Indus­
trial Congress, was made secre­
tary.

The chairman was authorized 
to appoint an executive com­
mittee, composed of one repre­
sentative from each of the 31 
State senatorial districts and an 
oi*ganization committee in each 
county, consisting of the chair­
man of the county council of de­
fense, a biuiker and the county 
agricultural agent. Eiich county 
tommittee is to conduct a local 
cetton asreage reduction cam­
paign and to .secui'e signatures 
oi individual farmers to the fol­
lowing pledge:

1 hereby pledge myself and 
tno.se whom I represent, to re­
duce my cotton acreage for the 
year 1919 not less than 33 and 
one third as compared with the 
imiount planted in 1918, and I 
futher pledge myself to use ali 
of my influence to secure a like 
reduction by my neighFxirs.”

February 22 was agreed upon 
as “ Pledge Day” and Govenor 
Hobby has l>eon requested to is­
sue a pixiclamation calling upon 
the pc*ople of the State to as­
semble at the school house in 
every .schcxil district for the pur 
p se of signing this pledge.

The following resolution was 
I'lso unanimously adopted:

iare used by the f'rench and En- 
tîlish, finally adopting the latter 
'I'he training was very severe,but 
helped us out greatly when the 
tug of war came.

Our battalion went into the 
ti'tMiches on Octoljer 19 in the 

iLoiaine sector. \̂ ■e were the 
lii.st American troops to take 
( ver any pait ol the front. The 
lirst shoct fired by American 
.'oldiers was from this battalion. 
Ihe first American killed and 
the first taken prisoner w'ere 
fiwn my regiment, but from a 
diilerent batUilion. This was a 
(piite sector, where they broke 
the boys in. A raid was made 
the third night of our occupancy 
when about five Americans were 
killed and eight captured. We 
were never able to tell what in- 
j ury w e inflicted upon the enemy 
We held this ground for about 
ten days, when we were return­
ed to our old training camp, 
where we i*emained until Janu- 
r.iy, 1918, and then we were sent 
to the Toul sector. We stayed 
here about thirty days, only los­
ing one man and that by shell 
live. Here is where I gained my 
fivst experience on patrol in No- 
Mans land. There were nineteen 

I of us. We got a little too close to 
the German lines and our pre­
sence was detected. A star shell 
was sent up. but we ducked and 

I avoided being seen. However, 
they turned a machine gun in 
our direction and for awhile we 
were a scared bunch. When the 
firing stopped we beat a hasty 
retreat. Altogether I made over 
twenty patrols, but managed to 
avoid drawing the enemy fire 
alter this. We had a number of 
hair-raising experiences, but no

F'rom the Toul sector we went 

to a rest camp where we remain 
ed about three weeks. After this 
we went into another sector, 
where we remained a few days, 
Ihon buck to rest camp, then in­
to another sector, etc., until we 
were called to check the German 
itil\ance at Chateau Thierry. 
While on one of these sectors 
we were under continuous shell 
file for seventy-two days.When 
relieved for a short rest and 
sent to the rear, we were taking 
things easy in a small village, 
when suddenly at night a Ger- 
n.nn aiiplane raid was made on 
u.s, killing and wounding several 
of our boys. We spent several 
more days here, but always took 
the precaution of sleeping out in 
the wheat fields adjacent to the 
town in order to keep from being 
bombarded. We spent the Fourth 
of July in the trenches. After 
this we were ordered to what we 
thought was a rest camp. Hard- 
Ij had we got down to taking 
things easy w’hen we were order 
od to the front at Chateau Thi­
erry. W’e were loaded on trucks 
and it took us three days and 
nights to reach our destination. 
We went into camp in a big for­
est, about six miles behind the 
fixMit line. As we were lying in 
the trenches waiting to go over 
the top. we were subjected to an 
a tillery barrage and also to ma­
chine gun fire. While waiting 
for the order to go over the top. 
every minute seemed like a day. 
There is no moment in warfare 
w hen one is put to such a tension 
He knows he is going over in a 
fe\\ minutes; he does not know 
that he will be alive long; he 
knows he is about to face the 
most strenuous moment o f ac­
tive warfare. It is great relief to 
receive the order to move for­
ward. When the order came a 
shout rang out throughout the 
line and every man jumped over 
the top and inished forward as if 
in a big football game. Our own 
guns opened a counter barrage, 
.̂■’ot a man of us halted. Their 
.'‘hc-lls were falling all about,, ma­
chine guns were active and air­
planes were dropping bombs. In

SO.ME EXPERIENCES OF 
CORPORAL HORTON

The following is an interview 
from Cpl. 0. A. Horton, who is 
just back home, having been 
severely wounded »« the fight- 
aixiund Chateau Thierry:

I enlisted first in the serivee 
in Noyember, 1911. My military 
ti'aining took place at Fort Lo­
gan, Col. From there I was sent 
to Fort Ward, Wash,, where I 
was connected with the coast 
artillery. My experience for the 
three years srvice was entirely 
ordinary, as peace prevailed in 
America. After being discharg­
ed in November, 1914, I came 
home, where I remained a few 
months, and then reinlisted at 
Fort Logan. Fi-om there I was 
sent to the Mexican boi*der at El 
Paso, in 1915, where I remained 
until the chase for Villa began. 
VVe crossed the border the 15th 
day of March, 1916. We were in 
Mexico 10 months and 20 days. 
We had plenty of hard march­
ing experiences. We enjoyed the 
extrcme of weather during a 
24 hour period. One hour we 
would want to unload every par- 
tide of baggage and even cloth­
ing; the next we would be al­
most freezing to death In all my 
experiences this was the sever­
est. Wc hoped for military activ­
ity in that country, but as time 
wore on and there was nothing 
doing, we were the proudest 
bunch you ever saw when the 
conimnnd was given to return to 
the states. Our line of march 
was over the moat mountainous 
and desert portion of Mexico. 
There was practicaHy ao popula­
tion in that section. Upon our rc- 
tiim wc took up our old quarters 
on the border until we got orders 
to embark for foruign activi­
ty on June 1, 191T.

We sailed from Hoboken,N J., 
and Landed at St. Naeier, near 
Brest, France. We were in camp 
about two weeks, and then were 
loaded on train and shipped to 
Goundercourt, alx>ut 200 miles 
distant. We trained ai this lat­
ter place until October 19, 1917. 
Our training consisted of learn­
ing the methods of trench war-

! • • had to .stumble over pit holes 
I and through entanglements of 
,b:ubed wire. I was in the second 
■wave when we went over. After 
;going about a mile and a half,
I the first wave dropped back and 
imj wave went first. We went 
over at four o’clock I went into 
the front wave about five o’clock 
I was wounded about 6 :30. I nev 
er was unconscious. The wound 
was caused by shell explosion, 

¡killing four right by my side.One 
joi the boys never received a 
{scratch. I was wounded in twelve 
{places; lost one leg and came 
Inear losing the other. One piece 
of steel entered my head, one my 
lK)dy, half of my left foot was 
tiiken of, the bone was broken 
half way between my knee and 
ankle, and received two wounds 
in my right foot, one slight 
wound in the face, one wound 

¡just above the knee on the right 
log the piece of shell being re­
moved twelve days afterwards, 
three in my right hip, one in 
light chest, one in second finger 

:of right hand and one on third 
Tinger of left hand. I did not real 
i iizc at the time that my wounds 
{were so severe. The only reason 
■ I can give for not blei^ing to 
death is on account of the shells 

I reaching such heat as to sear the 
I flesh and prevent bleeding.
I Some friends drug me back to a 
i shell hole out of range of ma- 
I chine gun fire. Finally I got to 
where I could raise up a little 

; where I could view the suiTound 
■ings. For about 200 yai'ds the
g;t)Uiid was strowTi with dead
and wounded. In one or two plac 
es I noticed them two deep. 1 
could see them and hear them 
moaning and grroaning in the 
most excruciating pain, and beg­
ging for help, and yet there was 
no one to.render assistance. So , 
many had fallen earlier that the 
stretcher l^earei's had not gotten 

I up this far. Soon the small gun 
firing died away. Then came 
the agonizing moments. There 
wrf were helpless, with a shell 

'exploding here and there, and we 
j wore unable to move. More than 
¡one poor wounded fellow was 
‘ blown to atoms right in sight of

To hear the groans of the 
wounded and dying and to consid 
er my own helpless state was 

tting the matter to almost the 
mt of human endurance.Every 

thing was getting quiet Ijefore
I he stretcher i)earers arrived. 
Liitc in the afternoon some 
French artillerymen came mv 
VI ay and went for assistance. It 
wa.s about nine o’clock before I 
reached the first aid station. 
Hero were hundreds of wound(?d 
men. A Gemian doctor, who had 
been captured, was pressed into 
aer.’ice. I received first aid from 
him. I lay here all nighl. Xe.xt 
rooi ning 1 w as .sent to a field hos 
pital, about eight miles to th'* 
rea.. As t’ne ambulance pulled 
out shells were falling all aliout 
u». Nothing was done to me here 
Imally about six of us were 
placed in a truck and carried t<' 
a French hospital. Talk about 
misery, it reached the dip’ ax on 
this drive. We were unloadcxi at
II o ’clock at night, and were to 
vait untill next nioniiiiir for an 
operation. When viewed oy .some 
nurses, they .saw we coi’.u! not 
sum ve the night and they took 
US to a French ho.spitHl, when I 
was placet! on the operating tab 
le at midnight, alxiut forty-two 
hours having elap.sed from tlie 
time I wa.'" wounded until mj 
wounds had the proper attention 
I remained in this hospital two 
days, and was put on a hospital 
tiain imd shipped to the .\o. 1 
American Red Cross Hospital at 
Palis, where I remained three 
wĉ eks. While here the Ceirnan 
long range gun did its worst 
work. I could hear the shells ex­
plode. and it seemed that every 
one v.as just Ixiund to hit the 
hospital. After this 1 was sent 
to base hospital No. 11, 150 mil­
ts south of Paris, where 1 re­
mained eight days, then was plac 
ed in the ambulance and taken to 
ba.se hospital No. 8, 24 miles a- 
way, where I remainetl seven 
dnys.and then was put on a hos­
pital train and sent to Brest. A f­
ter being in Brest four days, was 
placed aboard a hospital ship and 
sailed for America. I never walk 
ed a step for 64 days. It was sure 
fine when I sailed into Ellis Is-

laiid. I feel little effects of my 
wounds and am healthy and hear 
ty as can be.
