The Post knows that many anti-prohibitionists are honestly 
and con.scientiously opixised to woman's sutfrage, and that their 
opi>osition has nothing whatever to do with the liquor traffic, so 
when it says that most of the opiKi.-ition to woman's suffrage is 
strictly of Ikiuor tiattic origin, it does not suggest or believe that 
these men are allied with the litiiior traffic.

The Post knows that there are inoliibitionists opposed to wo­
man’s sutfrage, and that their opixisition is based uixm honest 
convictions. It respects the honest opinion of those who do not 
agree with it.

The Post never has .«.aid and does not believe that all who op­
pose woman’s sutfrage— men or women— are friends or allies of 
ihe liquor traffic.

With this explanation, there will I.e no reason for any pei^on 
to be in doubt with ivsepect to the individuals or organization to 
which The Post may i.llude ui it.- disciu«̂ .-ion of jiending is.<ue.<.

Some of the rather weakminded attempts of the Liquor Tralfic 
to discredit woman’s surlrage without showing its hand may lie 
seen in the so-called Susan H. Anthony litrature that is going the 
rounds, to .-ay notiiing oi the views of other, famou- Noilhem 
women upon certain phi..«ie.«. of the race question.

All of it is lot— y : .t oi it.'A hat Su.«iim R.Anthony, Mrs, 
Catt. ot any other woman identdied with public activities and 
movements, piist or present, may think alxnit the race (¡uestion or 
any otlier (luestion, has absolutely no relation whatever to the 
pending propo.sal to enfranchise the women of Texas.

Even if the most objectionable characters alive favored suff­
rage, that wouid constitute no condemnation of it. Mi.<s .Anthony 
believed in the Ten Cemmandments. also, but that would be no rea­
son for any Southern man or wuiiian to lepudiate them.

The only thing that matters— ab.solutely the only thing— is 
whether the granting cf -atfi-age to .omen I k . *  right and just. An­
swer that in the alfirmative. and the high obligation of men to 
grant them suffrage is beyond controversy. Women are entit!e<l to 
the bi.llot if they want it. and they ait now indicating that thev 
want it.

There are good men concerned alxuii «.he .«̂ (K'iological piiase.s o‘ 
woman suitrage, but g(K.d men aie t< ader-fooied and tender-mind- 
e<l about every great fciward n'lovement of the human race. The> 
must lie listened to. foi- tlmy are vise in many res|)ects. but their 
counsel must not be heede«l to the ¡xii.it of subverting justice or re ­
tarding human progress.

Men must face the question of suffrage w ith intelligence, with 
patrioti.sm, with broadmindedness, with chivalry and with candor.

HOrSE AGAIN PASSFLS SCF- 
FRAilE ME.A.SIRE

Washington, May 21.— The 
woman suflrage constitution a- 
inendment resolution was pas.sed 
to day by the House, after le.ss 
than three hours’ debate. The 
vote was .lOd to 89, or foily-two 
more than the necessary two- 
thirds majority. The resolution 
now goes to the Senate, where 
supporters plan to urge speedy 
action. Fnial enactment of the 
measure within tw’o weeks was 
predicted by .some suffrage lead­
ers.

Two amendments to the re.solu 
tion were offered in the House. 
They were defeated without a 
roll call. Representative Clark 
propose«! that it tie made neces­
sary for State Legislatures to 
complete ratification within sev­
en years, while Representative 
Saunders, Denioc'-at, of Virginia, 
IKtrpo.sed the ratification be by 
voters of the States instead of 
the Assembles.

In calling up the resolution. 
Representative Mann, Fiepublic- 
an, of Illinois, chairman of the 
Woman Suffrage Committee ask 
ed unanimous consent to extend 
the time for debate to 5 o’clock, 
but Representative Ferris, Dem­
ocrat, of Oklahoma refu.sed to a- 
gree. Representative Little Re­
publican, of Kansas opened the 
debate with an address in sup­
port of the resolution.................

The resolution is the historic 
Susan B. Anthony draft propos­
ing submission to the States of 
an equal franchises amendment 
to the Constitution. It was adop­
ted by the last Hou.se, 274 to 137 
on Jan. 10, but twice failed in the 
Senate, first by two votes and 
then by one.

Former Sjx'aker Champ Clark 
spoke in favor of the resolution. 
When he arose he was accorder 
an ovation by Democrats and 
Republicans alike, the memljers 
rising in their seats and cheer­
ing for severad minutes. He urg­
ed passage of the measure be­
cause it had been recommnded 
by the President.

“There has been a great deal 
of talk,” he said, “ alxiut the in­
fluence i j ’ the President and 
.'-ome people think that I have 
not been up to date. But I real- 
lize what an influence he has and 
1 think that it should be a matter 
of pride for eveiy American citi­
zen that Woodrow Wilson ha.s 
Iwen proclaimed the greatest 
m;m of the world. Now from a- 
cross the ocean comes his voice 
urging that women should be 
given equal rights with men. 
That voice will be listened to.”

Where is the pedestal that millions of farm women of the 
South, who work in the fields, are standing upon ? And where is 
the chivalry that constructed the pedestal and enthroned them 
uiKin it?

There never was such a fabric of nonsen.se, falsehood and bunk 
as this talk of the "iK'destal" that the chivalry of iivn have erected.

It doesn’t exist for more than half the women and girls of 
this country.

And no right-thinking man would go .so far as that. No right 
thinking man can trace his own existence down from the first faint 
(lawn of memory and reach the conclusion that the woman w ho 
Ixire him, who nurturi»d him in his helplessness and brought him to 
matihiKid’s estate, has not the same right before the bar of civiliza­
tion to declare her preference ui)on every (|uestion atfixting th<‘ 
welfai e of the human race, which she generates, preserves and iXii -

And no matter how men may di.scu.ss this ijuestion— whethei 
fiom its iK)litical, social, economic or domestic angle— the stern
fact remains ..lat as a human being woman has a right to stand— 
not apart fix)ni, not behind, not upon a jx^destal. T)Ut, side by sid- 
with man and record her will in all matters which have a Ix'anng 
upon the home which is the creation of her love and viitue, upon 
the country which in pi*ace or war she makes every saciifice to 
save, and u|X)n the govemment under which .she must live and 
which as a citizen she must supixirt.
