PREPARE GINS NOW
' Hundred of thousands of dol-
lars are lost to Texas farmers
annually through poor ginning
of cotton. This loss to farmers
benefits nobody. It is s0 much
value destroyed.

A part of the responsibility
for this rests upon ginners and
a part upon farmers. Poorly equ-
ipped and improperly operated
gins lower the grade of cotton
and reduce its selling price. Like
wise, carelessly picked and care-
lessly handled cotton results in
lower grades and lower prices

In picking cotton care should
be taken o keep out leaves, burrs
and trash. Seed cotton should be
thoroughly overhauled and put
in good condition at this season.
It is highly desirable that local
farmers organizations appoint a
gin committee to confer with gin
ners and see to it that gins are
in proper condition to handle the
crop promptly and efliciently.
Much of the large quantity of
low grade cotton now on the
market is the product of poorly
equipped and improperly operat-
ed gins. The difference in the
price of the different grades is
so great that the lowering of a
farmer’s crop one or two grades
may mean financial disaster,
while the raising of the grade
may mean a profit on his vear’s
work.

A most remarkable showing is made
by the religious work department, a
very positive refutation of the claim
on the part of some people that the
soldiers dodge relligious services. Dur-
ing the year, acecording to the report,
there were 18002 religious meetings
with an attendance of £719,719. The
movies, with a total of 10,997 show-
ings, had an attendance of 3914681,
By way of explanation, it is sald that
it I1s only falr to admit that many re-
ligious services were held immediately
after the movles, thus getting the bene-
fit of the movie audiences.

Of the total number, 5,528 are men,
a small portion of whom are directing
the “Y" overseas work from the Paris
headquarters, while the great majority
are scattered from Archangel to Rome,
and from Vladivostok to Brest and
London and the north of Scotland.
There are 2187 women workers
abroad. Most of these are helping to
give pleasure to the men who go to the
Y. M C. A. leave areas, on the Riviera,

| at AIX les Bains, at Cauterets in the

Hautes Pyrenees, and elsewhere. More
than 40 are assisting i{n the motion-
picture entertainment of the troops.

In the overseas entertainment bu-
reaun of the war work council there
are 0635 men and women workers
abroad. Of these, 352 were recruited
by the Overseas Theater league work-
ers—125 men and 227 women, The
remainder, 283, were enlisted by the
“Y" entertainment section.

Since the beginning of its overseas
work, the Y. M. C. A. has sent 11,229
men and women abroad—S8338 men
and 2,801 women. Of these, 2,045 men
and 234 women have returned, eleven
were killed In action, three died of
wounds and 56 from disease and othew
