Forty bills of indictment,
thirty-four for felonies and six
nisdemeanors, were returned by
the county grand jury in its re-

port to District Judge Ely made

Friday afternoon about 5 o'clock

We the Grand Jury desire to
submit our final report as fol-
lows:

We have been in session ten

investigation of all violations of
the law of which we were cogni-
zant, or which was brought to
our notice, and as a result of
our labors we have found foriy
bills of indietment, thirty-four
of which are felonies and six
misdemeanors. We have exam-
ined 261 witnesses.

We have examined the jail

could be expected, under the cir-
cumstances, considering the fact
that the jail is too small for the
number of prisoners that are
usually kept therein.

We find that there is no sep-
arate apartment in the jail for
women and juveniles, but we are
advised by County Judge Hill,
that preparations are now being
made to repair and renovate the
(old jail for women prisoners.

. We find in some instances
peace officers have collected

fines in misdemeanor cases with

out bringing the offender to the

proper court, and filing com-.

plaint. This practice, we are
advised, is clearly without av-
thority of law, and it is hoped

‘that this will be a warning to

such officers, as have been fol-
lowing this practice and that
hereafter all offenders will be
brought before the proper court,
so that punishment may be legal
ly imposed.

We recommend to the justices
of the peace and city judge im-
pose larger fines in misdemean-
or cases and especially do we
recommend that the law be ob-
served which provides for larg-
er penalties for second offenses.

ARE QUICK TO HEAL

Soldiers Are Not Long Absent From
the Front, Even When They
Would Be Considered Quite
Seriously Injured.

The bullet covered with hard nickel
now in use makes the surgeon's task
very simple, as a ruie. Formerly,
when large bullets of soft lead were
used, the soldier's lot was not a very
happy one. These often broke up in-
side the body, shattered bones, and
frequently remained embedded in the
muscles, bones and other parts/

The result was slow-healing, fester-
ing wounds which kept the soldier ill
fér a long time. The modern long,
slender bullet generally passes through
the body without doing any vital in-
jury. Even when it goes through the
intestine, the stomach, the kidney,
ete., the wound closes up without any
very serious after-consequences. A
good deal, however, depends on cir-
cumstances. If the soldier's stomach
is empty—as it generally is in a bat-
tl®&—so much the better for him when
he gets a bullet through it.

When he is tired and half starving,
however, the shock is very great, and
he may become utterly helpless from a
slight wound. A curious fact, difficult
to explain, is that a bullet fired at a
range of 200 to 600 yards has more
penetrating power than one fired at a
range under or over that distance.
In the former case it passes through
the
damage; in the latter it shatters the
bone and makes recovery slow. A

ricocheting bullet causes a very bad

wound as a rule. Small as it is, if a
bullet strikes a large bone, like the
hip, it gives a blow like that of a

We are hearing a great deal about
dum-dum bullets in this, as in all wars,
both partles making charges against
one another. The probability is that
neither side is using them. The bullet
now in use consists of a core of lead
covered with a hard nickel case.
