GRASSHOPPER TRAP

I have no desire to get people 
away from poisoning grasshop­
pers, as I know that if they will 
follow the directions of our 
county agent that they can be 
effectively controlled this way, 
but I have been requested to 
make a statement, giving as best 
I can the specifications of a 
trap that I know was success­
fully used last season.

This trap consisted o f a 
trough four inches deep, eigh­
teen inches wide and nine feet 
long, twelve feet long if you 
like, built on 2 by 8 runners, the 
trough made o f metal with the 
joints alked with tar and any 
crlking material that you have 
handy, with a .screen or wall 
four to four and half feet high 
extending upward from the top 
o f back wall of trough, this 
screen should lean toward front 
wall of trough at sufficient an­
gle as to bring the top o f the 
screen d ii^ tly  over the center 
o f trough. The .supports for this 
screen are nailed to the runners 
on which the trough is built, and 
the screen can be made of oil 
doth, white oil cloth is best.

stretched tight, and nailed to 
these supports or standards. 
When the trap is complete fill 
the trough half full of water 
and add enough kerosene to well 
cover the water, hitch a horse to 
either end o f the trap, and drive 
down your rows. As the trap ap­
proaches the hoppers will rise 
and as the horses and drivers 
are to their side and ahead o f 
the trap they fly toward the 
trough, are caught by the screen 
and tumble into the kerosene 
and water. The kerosene does 
the rest. Crude oil is as good if 
not better than kerosene, but 
the one that is most accessible.

The Stokes boys, living four 
miles northeast from Sipe 
Springs saved seventy-five acres 
of cotton last season, did not 
lose an acre, with a similar trap, 
when some of their neighbors’ 
crops were completely destroy­
ed. Similar traps were also used 
in Coleman county with good ef­
fect.— J. R. Eanes, in Comanche 
Enterprise.

There has been an almost endless 
number o f causes for disease expounded 
from time to time; but invariably only 
secondary and environmental or climat­
ic causes have been mentioned.
