RUBBER STRETCHES;

The majority of the world’s rubber supply is
grown in British colonies, The Parliament of
Great Britain passed a law known .as .the
Stephenson Restriction Bill, which restricts
the amount of rubber that may be produced,
fixes the minimum selling price and, what is
most vital to us, the amount of crude rubber

that may be exported,

The committee reporting this bill to Par-
liament claimed it was intended for the relief

of the rubber growers as it would check de-

clining prices due to unlimited production as

heretofore allowed.

This restriction may be relief .to .the
rubber growers but it is a grief to American
tire manufacturers and tire buyvers, for while
the consumption of rubber is greatly increas-
ing (due in a measure to the balloon type of
tire) the production of crude rubber, by this
law, is greatly decreased. For example, the

world production of crude rubber for 1925

will be 130,000 tons, and the estimated con-
sumption of rubber this year will be at least
510,000 tons. Warehouseg in London and

Liverpool usually carvy from 100,000 to 200,-
000 tons of crude rubber in stock. They
now have none. Manufacturers are depend-
ing on shipments from the plantations which
are half way around the world. Figure this

Gold Beating Done as
It Was Centuries Aga

For 30 centuries gold leaf has been
made in one way and the yellow metal
that Is used on store windows and
office doors 13 identical with that which
gilded the throne of Pharaoh

Small crumbs of gold placed be
tween luyers of parchment, called gold
beaters’ gkins, were beatey Intermin
ably with mallets. As the gold spread
under th2 blows It was cut, put be-
tween more skins and laborlously beat-
en again for days and weeks until one
graln of the precious metal, weighing
about one tive-hundredth of nn ounce,
became an almost impalpable sheet of
40 square inches, The of thy
labor greatly outweighed the cost of
the gold, says the New York Herald-
Tribune.

Electro-chemistry has now entered
the fleld and a new process recently
Invented promises to make gold leaf
far less expensive. Upon a ribbon of
thin silver a film of gold s electrically
deposited from a solution of gold and
potassium cyanide. The silver ribbon,
with the gold on its upper side, Is then
laid upon a celluloid band and Im-
mersed in a bath of nitric acid. This
eats away the silver, which s later
recovered, and leaves the gold leaf on
the cellulold band. There [t 1s washed
in alcohol and the warm alr from elec-
tric fans blows the gold leaf from the
celluloid and slides it between pro-
tecting leaves of paper,
