In many places the lawless element 
waa totally superior In fores to the 
honest citizen group, which waa 
driven to the eetab’.Uiiment of a Vig­
ilance committee to protect Uvea and 
property. Outaumbered as they were, 
the Vigilantes worked In secret and 
us mysteriously as possible; their 
principal tools were the mask and the 
rope. Some time during the night a 
white card always axacUy aaven by 
nine In^es mi<l bMiing the numerals 
t-7-77 In bihek Inli, was pinned on 
the tent or tacked on the door of the 
desperado who had been sentenced to 
he banished at a secret m eetl^  of the 
VlgUaoco c'ommittee.

The men who received such a notice 
knew when'ft It came and that it 
meant, “ Pack up and leave within 
hours or swing on the second night." 
I f  he had th« least gllmmar o f sense he 
also knew the warning was no bluff.

The Vigilantes held no public trlala. 
but Jf soDjeUmea a mistake was made 
and the victim appealed for a review 
of the facts tbrongb certain chan­
nels, he was certain of a second hear­
ing. In such a case a midnight tri­
bunal was held which reconsidered 
and sometimes reversed the s«>n- 
terice. More often It reaffirmed the 
hanlHhtiieit with s second placard, 
against which there was no appeal. 
I f  the warning was dinregarded. the 
lawless one found himself the center 
o f u very iniere.stlng and determined 
crowd on the s<*cond night and he 
<lld not live to vee the next sunrise.

The Vigilanies constitute»! them- 
a.'hes Judges. Jury and executioners 
all in one, iiml their trials were cer 
tainly xhorf. Whenever a hlghw.ny- 
iiiiin or inurdt*rer was caught, the 
li'udiT o f the Vigilante hand would
siiy;

".\ll in favor o f hanging this man 
step to the right of the road; those 
who are for letting him go step to 
the left."—J. II. Johnston In .Vdven 
ture Magazine.

In a dltcuaaloQ of the “ Influpnce ot 
Early Envlrouaient ou i'eraonaltty.’* 
before the members o f the New York 
Academy of iR-lences, section of an­
thropology and psychology. Prof. WU- 
11am Ogbum of Columbia university 
yreseuted the results of his research 
Into one apecifle phase of the general 
subject, but added that some additloual 
data were not quite ready for preseu- 
tatioo.

Taking for granted that a repeated 
atluulus In the life of tlie child imer- 
aata the personality o f the child, Fro- 
fassor Ogburu expected to find some 
objective evidence of this factor In a 
study of family life, l ie  therefore de­
cided to study "the InteJIlgence quo­
tients'’ to see If they varied with the 
position of the child in Us particular 
fam ily; that is, to see In what manner 
the oldest child, the youngest child 
and ‘‘the only child" would be affected 
by the investigation.

Ue said that In this way he could 
study the emotional stability o f the 
child. Its achievement in school, aud 
the teacher’s estimate of the child's 
personality, ills  first consideration, 
he said, was to define the (sisltlon of 
the child In Its family, and in this 
procedure he used fifty different cate­
gories. which Included differentiations 
according to age, taking a {.erlud of 
five years as the dividing tine, and 
also considering differentiations ac­
cording to sex. liut the data in the 
matter o f the sexes had not been com­
pleted, he added.

Selecting "W lio ’s Who" as a cri­
terion o f success, Profes.sor Ogbum 
said that by analyzing the data given 
here in reference to the position of 
the child In the family, he might com­
pare hi.s results with the stutenieut of 
Doctor Itrill und other psychounulysts 
who claim that "the only child" does 
not succeed very well in life, that tt 
tends rattier to fail in the struggle 
for existence.

'Three thousand names were select­
ed at random, the professor stated, 
covering three separate lines of en­
deavor. namely, l,<i00 artists, includ­
ing painters, actors, musicians, au­
thors; l.iNSi scientists of all grades, 
and l.iMN) of a more general clas.slfica- 
tlon, including stuleamen, business 
men, Jourualists and others o f "good 
mixing qualilles." In these question­
naires, he said, the position of the In­
dividual in bis family was requested, 
and there was no ctassificatiun fur fe­
males, since there were only a few 
Iiste<l. From the 1,700 replies re­
ceived he endeavored to see whether 
a certain type o f child appeared In the 
lists of “ Who’s Who." with the follow­
ing results;

Of these fanitllea o f -TV’ lio’s Who" 
were found .’̂ 77 Individuals who were 
the oldest males in the family, each 
of whom had a brother less than five 
years younger, and all of them living; 
341’ of them were In “ Who's Who," 
making a proportion o f 5H out of 100. 
There were .TftS o f these who were the 
youngest children with a brother five 
years older; IM  o f them were fouml 
In the lists o f "Who’s Who," repre­
senting ;0» out o f Ilk). Regarding the 
Intermediate children, that Is, be­
tween the oldest and youngest, "Ih) 
were discoverwl and c»nly '¿IT of them 
In "Who’s Who." These results. Fro-1 
fessiir Oglium coneludiHt. seemed to 
favor the Intelligence o f the oldest 
child, with the youngest nest and the 
Intermediate child In last position. 
He found these data the most signlf- | 
leant of the many categories.

1920 and 1921, and 
the snbsequent flnan- 
cial dlfflcnltlcs of 
the farmera. As a 
matter of fact, what­
ever blame may at­
tach to bankers mast j 
be for the too gén­
érons flnancing. In 
many cases, of spéc­

ulative investment In farm property 
during the period of Inflation. If any 
Just criticism could be directed at the 
manner in which the Federal Heserre 
System functioned in this sltnatlon in 
the opinion of many it would be that 
the Reserve banks delayed too long in 
raising tbe rediscount rates. An ear­
lier effort might have sUyed the proc­
ess of inflation. '

The collapse of 1920 was by no 
means conflned to agriculture, and was 
the inevitable sequel to the inflation 
period. A ll branches of business suf­
fered tn this period o f reaction aad 
perhaps none more than banking, 
against which this criticism has been 
levelled. The financial sltnstlwo o f tbe 
fanners was greatly aggravated by tbe 
tact that tbe high land values and hlgb 
pricea of agrlcnltural products had led 
many fanners to Incur obligations 
based on tbe Inflated values. I f  tbo 
farmer was victimized at all. M ee d , 
he was tbe victim of too much rather 

toe little conaMeratlon. The 
real progress which has been achieved 
in agrlcnltural finance In recent yean  
lies more in the Intelligent dlstribnUm 
of farm credit than in volume.

With agencies now tnnetlonlng lor 
tbo provision of ample credits for tbo 
Amertcan farmer, bis enduring snccen 
depends npon the wisdom and fore­
sight with which bo meeU tbe prob­
lems of prodnctloB and marketing. 
More than ever before, hie aetivltlea 
must be reguUted with reference to

DESPOTIC ACT IO N
CH ANCED  HISTORY,

When King Forbade Crom­
well to Leave England.

A fascinating ipecolatlon concern­
ing both American and British his­
tory' Is aroused by memories asso­
ciated with May day. For It was on 
that date, 1187 years ago, that CharlM 
I o f England forcU>ly prevented a 
certain trio of English I'urltsns from 
following those of their fellows who 
had already migrated to North Amer­
ica. The slgnlHcance of the inci­
dent Is seen In the Identity o f the 
three inen. They were Arthur Uas- 
lerig, John Hampden and Oliver Crom- 
welL

The Stuart mind waa a law unto 
Itself, and we cannot venture to In­
terpret the Inner motives which 
caused that misguided king to Insist 
upon keeping those trou biers of bis 
realm at home. Instead of letting them 
go to the colonies, perhaps to forget 
their grlevancee In the strenuous work 
of building up new communities, or 
perhaps to get scalped by tke In­
dians. Possibly be thought It safer 
to Jiave them where he could keep his 
^ e  u ^S  Ue could scarcely
RTte feared that t^ey would foment 
rebellion among the mere handful of 
colonists when settled on these shores. 
Anywsy, he did It ; and tremendoos 
were the consequences, an editorlsl 
In the Washington l^oat comments.

For It requires no stretch of the 
Iinugluatlon to suppose that with 
those men out of England, there 
would have been no civil war; or, 
at liny rate, none so aerluua as ts 
upset the throne. We cannot en- 
visnn Nasby and Mardion Miwr with­
out the general of the Iron.sides. It 
Is certain that the Puritan protest 
against royal absolutism v.viuld have 
been made, and It might have been 
effcctlverbut It would have bepn made 
through less strenuous and inexorable 
means. There would prolmbly have 
been no scaffold In Whitehall, and no 
protectorate, and the Stuart itynasty 
might have been maintained even 
'lown to our own time.

No less Interesting Is speo’ulatlon 
'.pon the effect upon America of the 
pomlng hither of those great Puritan 
leaders, c'romwell would almost cer­
tainly have become a dominant flgure 
In the politics of New England. And 
a continuance o f undisturbed Stuart 
sovereignty would have meant a dif­
ferent policy toward the colonies than 
the varying policies pursueil by the 
Commonwealth, the Keatoratlon, and 
Che reign o f William and Anne. What­
ever had happened we may feel sure 
that we should not now be commemo­
rating the sesqul-centenary o f the be­
ginning of our Hevolution. The break 
might have come earlier, or later, or 
not at a ll; bnt It certainly would not 
have come Just when it did and for 
the same caoaea a id  In the same man­
ner.

On the whole, despite the tragedies 
which it entailed, that act o f (Tharlss 
I. in keeping Cromwell and his con>- 
panlnns in England was probably for 
the best for both England and Amer­
ica—we might say for all concerned, 
save for Charles himself. To him. 
It was the bitterest Irony o f fats.
