There is an old anecdote, attributed usually to Charles A. Dana, 
about a reporter who protested that a <rertain news story could not 
be compressed into a column. Dana .sent him to the Bible. “Read the 
first chapter of Genesis and you’ll find the whole story of the crea­
tion in less than six hundred words”.The whole story is there {none 
chapter, majestic in its simplicity, every line fraught with moan­
ing and interest.

If you argue that Evolution tells the storv verv differentlr. your 
argument is only partly true. What does Evolution sav? That in 
the beginning there wa.s nothing but nebulous matter; that it gath­
ered itself first into hot shapeless planets, which bv revolving grew 
round: then into land and water; that graduaHv vegetation ap- 
neared , then life in low forms, then higher forms, and finaDr man.
