We walked up a small hill (ever.vthing 
in .\Iu.-ka must be on hill and moun­
tain .«iclc.-> to the capito! building 
w hich looks very much like our school 
buildings. It is made of light brick. -A 
lot of the inside finishing is done with 
Ala.skan marble. In this building are 
all o f the government offices, the post- 
office and a small museum o f which 
they are very proud. One item of in­
terest was the first United States flag 
they had, which wa.s flown Octolvr 
1867.

Raining as it was prevented us 
from moving about as briskly as we 
would have liked but we asked lots of 
questions and learned about a lot of 
things. Juneau has one of the largrest 
Sfold milling plants.
