A million .sermon.«» have been preached about Adam, beratiBg 
Ihint for his lost innocence. Adam wtis innoePWt in the Garden, 
in« the .«tame sense that the sheep were innoceiit, and the shesp^ 
are just as innocent now a.s they were then».» B «t Adam in Eden 
had no character, and character is the one good thing which God 
at^ne does not create. It is a joint product.

Ju.st what the sin was which is recorded under the symbol of 
the tree and its fruit we do not know. It is an admjmble symbol. 

The birds in Eden pecked holes in the fruit o f that tree, as of 
many others. No fruit eating beasts held it in special regard- 
Adam’s sin was something which wns wrong for him but not 
wrong for beasts and birds, some act of unbridled Iu^t or bloody 
revenge; and having done it. he knew instantly that ft was wrong. 
Somehow, in this new green universe, remorse :u)d repentance 
enterd into the .«wul o f a living creature; and character began.

“ A being such as I should be capable of s imethiilg better,”  
he .«»aid to himst'lf.

Why did he say it?
What made him say it?
How was it that he knew himself to he di'‘ferent from the 

.«beasts that perish? Why was he .so sure that it wag wrong for 
him and not for them to u.<e hi.s brief opportunity for all it was 
worth? What persuaded him that Crod cared?

No matter if  the story in Onesis be an allegory; no matter 
if it summarize in the experience o f one man a process which 
worked itself out through generations of centuries. The central 
fact remains, that one day .somebody st«x)d out against a back­
ground of Innocent and contented animalism and assumed the 

self-con.sciousness and reproach which go with a moral nature. 
To that somebody, that Adam, we owe a debt wh'ch we can never 
repay. He was earth’s first great hero.
