Farm valueg of Texas cotton last
vear, not including benefit payments,
were more than $32,000,000 larger
than 1932,

Benefit payments last year added
$24,132,000 to the cotton income and
this figure does not include about
£9,000,000 worth of unsold Bankhead
certificates in farmers' hands,
