New York ,. Feb. 22.— Profits of
the first 2.30 large companies to re­
port results for 1939 were nearly a 
half-billion dollars, or 62 per cent 
greater than in 1938.

A compilation of the Associated 
Press placed earnings for the group 
at $1,162,061,000, compared with 
$704,806,000 in the previous year.

The year’s improvement w a s  
traceable in considerable part to a 
war-stimulated boom in the final 
three months of 1939, when indus­
trial production reached a ten-year 
peak.

Earnings of 110 .manufacturing 
companies in the last three months 
of the year amounted to $272,742,- 
000, a gain o f 62 per cent from the 
fourth c,>uarter o f 1938—-the best 
period of that year. Fourth quarter 
net of a number of industrial cor­
porations set new high records.

Profits for the year as a whole 
disclosed two remarkable comebacks 
—by the railroads and the steel in­
dustry. Heavy fall traffic, plus strict 
control of expenses, enabled 28 roads 
to show a net income for the year 
o f $70,376,000, compared with a 
deficit of $454,000 in 1938.

The steel industry’s 16 companies 
«which have reported so far increas­
ed their income more than a hund­
red fold, from $1,211,000 in 1938 to 
$114,568,000 in 1939. During the 
fourth quarter near-capacity opera­
tions enabled these edmpanies to roll 
up profits o f $66,064,000 against $13,- 
902,000 in the same period o f 1938.

Thirteen manufacturers of various 
types of machinery benefitted from 
greater industrial spending, earning 
$7,704,000, more than double their 
19S8 net of $3,738,000.

Public utilities and chain stores 
showed more moderate gains.

Not to Oppose FDR.
Washington, Feb. 22.— S e n a t o r 

Wheeler of Montana, in a statement 
widely interpreted as meaning he was 
determined not to be drawn into any 
“ stop Roosevelt’’ movement, said that 
he would enter no primaries where 
the president’s name is before the 
voters.

Little more than a third want some 
government regulation, but less than 
now.

These were among results o f a poll 
of 1,000 stock exchange customers—  
900 men and 100 women—selected to 
“ fairly represent a cross-section of 
the vast body of American stock and 
bond buyers.’’

The poll was conducted by Elmo 
Roper, scientific opinion sampler, 
whom the exchange, worried by slack 
business and trying to see itself as 
others see it, retained to make a sur­
vey.
