Phelton and Zelma Herrington, 
brothers from Ranger, took top 
honors in last Friday night’s rodeo, 
opening performance o f the third 
week-end series of 1940 shows. The 
former was first in calf roping with 
16 seconds, the latter winning the 
wild cow milking contest with time 
of 13.6 seconds.

Approximately 2,000 attended the 
performance, and a crowd of several 
hundred larger shared in the thrills 
of SaHurday afternoon’s exhS>ition, 
in which Burch Wilfong of Throck­
morton and Leonard Huff of Mer­
kel tied for first and second money 
in calf roping with time of 16.2 sec­
onds. Exceptional time of 13.2 was 
made by George Brown of Woodson 
to lead the cow-milking entries.

A total of 73 contestants partici­
pated in Friday night’s show, with 
64 taking part in the afternoon con­
test Saturday. Both shows were run 
o ff in good fast shape, pleasing in 
every way to the enthusiastic spec­
tators.

Because of conflicting shows dur­
ing the week o f July Fourth, next 
series of rodeos on the Merkel sched­
ule were originally set with a four 
weeks’ skip to July 19-20.

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Advice and Hints ■ 
For Home Owners' 

Planning Gardens
All those who were entries in the 

recent home beaiitiTication contest, 
sponsored by the Fortnightly Study 
club and other civic organizations, 
w ill be interested in the following 
article prepaied by Mrs. John R. 
Dressen, Abilene, chairman of the 
judging committee, reporting obser­
vations of the committee as well as 
carrying ^UKfCei îims for any who 
wish help in making plans for beauti­
fying their .yards:

“ We want to congratulate the citi­
zens of Merkel for sponsoring a home 
beautification contest, and the judges 
found it very difficult to make a de­
cision in many cases, but, since we 
were judging by a score card, we had 
to be governed by the points.

Sometimes we found a place well 
kept and well landscaped without a 
rose garden and, according to our 
score cards, that counted o ff quite a 
few points. In some cases we found 
a beautiful pool and an attractive 
nook and we could only give the pool 
five points as an aocessory.

“ Under the heading of appropriate 
ness of material, we found some prob­
lems. Perhaps a most attractive one- 
story home had used the Arizona cy­
press tree in the foundation plant­
ing. The Arizona cypress is a forest 
tree and grows too large to be used 
near the house. It makes a beautiful 
specimen tree and can be used for a 
background or as shade tree on the 
west side of our homos, i f  placed 
several feet away from the house. 
This tree seems so well adapte<l to 
our climate, and nurser>Tnen every­
where have sold them for founda­
tion planting and we are now seeing 
our mistake.

The Italian cypress, .«o stately 
and formal, grows too tall for the 
most of our one-story homes and so 
often We find them set so near the 
house that in just a few years they 
have grown up under the eaves. And 
then a beautiful shrub must be kept 
pruned or look deformed. So often 
we find places overplanted; since we 
buy our plants small, that is an easy 
thing to do. We soon find our foun- 
d.Ytion planting a veritable forest and 
our windows completely covered, cre­
ating a smothered effect.

Taylor Electric Co-Cf{)erative, Inc., 
has announced authorization by the 
REA to start development of a new 
B project, which will in the main 
consist of short extensions to major 
lines of the A project in Taylor 
county.

Approval was given at a meeting 
o f REA co-operatives in the north­
ern district of Texas with REA of­
ficials from Washington, D. C., at 
the Texas hotel in Fort Worth last 
Friday. Former A  and B projects 
have been combined to make a new A 
project of 375 miles that will be con­
structed as one unit with 800 mem­
bers. The sub-station will be located 
at Merkel instead of Tye, it is learn­
ed, for purposes of better serving 
the combined projects.

RETIRES A F T E R  
SERVING 35 YEARS

Auley Sanders To Make 
Trip on Rural Mail Route Sat­
urday of This Week; Retires 
Under Annuity Plan.

Completing 35 years’ service as 
rural mail carrier out of the MerkaJ 
poet office, F, A. (Auley) Sanders 
will retire under the annuity plan 
for postal emplo3mes after he makes 
his Saturday run.

As will be recalled Mr. Sanderb 
succeeded J. Ben Campbell on Roots 
2, when the latter retired under the 
annuity plan some five years ago.

A  leng time resident of Merfeal, 
Auley Sanders came here in 1901 
from Tennessee, where he was bona 
at Huntington on June 2, 1877.

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Civil Service Rules 
In Effect for Defense 
Workers, Garrett Says
New application billi did not re­

lax civil service requirementa. Con- 
aequently, all persona who work for 
the icovernment under the national 
defense program will be under civil 
service regulations.

This statement comes from Con­
gressman Clyde L. Garrett, who ex­
plains that he is having many in­
quiries as to the manner in which 
people will be en^ployed, and out­
lines prospects for work as follows: 

“ Preference will be given those 
with cfvil service status who have 
worked in the so-called ‘emergency’ 
agencies, provided they have regis­
tered for the work and can show their 
civil service eligibility.

“ The main needs of both the war 
and navy departments during the 
next year will not be for clerical 
help but for skilled employees in the 
various arts, crafts and trades and 
their place of employment will be in 
the field establishments and not in 
Washington. The best way to find 
out about employment is to apply to 

'the commanding officer at the near­
est war department establishment 
or to one of the two kinds of civil 
service commission offices.

“ The people in Texas, interested 
in this employment, should contact 
the tenth district office of the civil 
sei*vice at the Old Custom House 
building. New Orleans, La., or to the 
local civil service representative, who 
will be found among the postoffice 

> employees in second or first class of­
fices. These men can give you the in­
formation or tell you whom you 
should contact.

“ All persons interested in craft or 
trade positions or in skilled positions 
as laborers should register in one of 
these district offices or at the nearest 
United States employment office. Do 
not try to get a job in any of the gov­
ernment rearmament programs out­
side of your own immediate territory 
until you have civil service status or 
have contacted and been contacted 
by this United States employment of­
fice in regard to a position, as it is 
felt best to use those nearest the job 
to serve, to prevent dislocation of 
persons from their home environment 
and too much floating around over the 
country. When the labor, skilled 
and craftsmanship, of any section is 
fully employed then others will be 
brought in from adjacent territory.

* “ This Infornyrt^on is given that 
our people may not go to unnecessary 
trouble and build hopes o f sudden en- 
ployment too quickly. I shall be glad 
to give other infomnation in regard 
to this program as it is available.”

“ The type o f plant used can be 
governed by the type of architecture 
used in our home. The large two- 
story house can take much larger 
plants and more of them; with the 
bungalow or cottage we should use 
our shrubs sparingly; they should be 
well chosen and grouped with the 
higher or accent plants at comers 
and the low group in front o f our 
windows. We should allow some of 
the house to show all the way to the 
ground in places $o keep it from 
cutting height from th^ house.

“ In making mir foundation plant­
ing we should make a very careful 
study o f the type of house and check 
the shrubs to be used as to how tall 
they grow, for we can make or mar 
the beauty o f our homes with our 
planting.

“ The arrangement of flower beds 
is an interesting study. Some times 
we find beautiful flowers in beds ar­
ranged in a way that we get a clut­
tered effect when lixihing at the en­
tire grounds. A curb planting often 
creates this effect.

“ Attractive flower beds can be ar­
ranged all around the outer lines of 
the back yard, with a background o f 
evergreens, blooming shrubs or a 
vine-cfvpied fence, with the tall 
growing flowers in the back and 
graduating down to the low ones in 
front, with some thought given to 
color arrangi-ment. And a gri“en grass 
plot in the center adds to the charm. 
Many interesting and beautiful pic­
tures can be createil with flower be<l 
arrangement.

Lift Quota Limit
In Marine Corps

In order that young men of the 
north central part of the state of 
Texas may be afforded the oppor­
tunity of enlisting in the U. S. Ma­
rine Corps without traveling long dis­
tances, a recruiting station has been 
e.stablished in the U. S. Court House 
building in Fort Worth. This office 
will be open daily from 8:30 a. m. to 
4 p. m.. except Saturday afternoons 
and all day Sundays.

For a number of years the United 
States Marine Corps has been lim­
ited to a .small number of enlist­
ments due to the comparatively small 
sire of its enlisted personnel, with 
that of the army and navy. But. due 
to the present plans for a large na­

tional defense program, the lid has 
been lifted and the quotas will be “un­
limited” for a certain perK»d of time. 
This ban on restricted enliatmenta 
will afford many young men 
throughout the United Stales, an op­
portunity to enlist in the service of 
their choice, the United States Ma­
rines. The Marine Corps doe* not 
require that one be a mental genius 
in order to enlist; in fact, the re­
quirement* have been lowered from 
that of a high school education to 
that of a grammar school education. 
The Marine Corps educates its own 
men through the Marine Corps insti­
tute, an e<lucational institution com­
parable with that of any high school 
and many colleg*>s.

If you are between »he ages of 18 
and 30 years, from 04 to 74 inches 
tall, .white, single, with no depen 
dents, a graduate of grammar school, 
physically sound and of good moral 
character, then you are eligible for 
enlistment in the Marine Corps. .Any 
recruiting officer will explain the 
advantages this fine branch of the 
service has to offer you.

O’Daniel to Open
CampaiRrn July 2

Austin, June 27.— Governor W. Lee 
O’Daniel’s re-election campaign tour, 
postponed once, will begin and per­
haps end at Waco July 2.

In his weekly radio broadcast from 
the executive mansion, the governor 
announced Sunday that unless some­
thing unforeseen happens he would 
speak at Waco on that date.

“ That may be the only appearance 
I will get to make. However, i f  time 
and condiitons will permit there may 
be other appearances and talks after 
that,” he said.

He had originally planned to begin 
a state tour last week but announced 
its postponement ibecause of added 
duties cau-sed by world comjitions 
and his part in the national defense 
program.

Explaining that he had been too 
busy for campaigning, the governor 
said in his radio address:

“ In times like these I feel that it 
is far more important that I stay in 
my office and do everything I can to

assist the president in carrying out 
the great defense program. Politics 
seem so unimportant compared with 
a great world crisis like we now are 
witnessing.”

He said he chose Waco for his first 
public rally because of its central 
location. The Central Texas city 
was the scene of a huge rally in his 
campaign two years ago.

The chief executive said his Waco 
address would not be broadcast be­
cause “ it may be so hot that I would 
not want to put it on the air.”

Century Plant Branch 
Proves Interesting

When Miss Delia Kuykendall re­
turned to Merkel from Wichita Falls 
the latter part of last week she 
brought back a most interesting and 
beautiful specimen of plant life— a 
branch from a century plant grown 
in the yard at her home in Wichita 
Falls.

Six years ago the plant from 
which this branch was cut, and which 
is now twenty-five inches in circum-

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farence at the b*se. was Uken from 
the Da* is mountains, near Balmo- 
rhea. At that time it measured eight 
inches in height. Today it is twen­
ty feet Utl, and ham twenty branches, 
each one being seventeen inches long 
and weighing 2 pounds each.

From each branch are ,to be seen 
four clustera, measuring aix inches 
in length. Thera is an average of 
seventeen buds to each cluster. These 
are light green in color and resemble 
the fingers o f a cat. The stem upon 
which the bloom rests is something 
like four inches long, and is the aixe 
of a large needle. The bloom looks 
like a small, yellow croquet mallet, 
and is attached to the tiny stem 
which supports it by a point no larg­
er than screen wire.

The odor emitting from the bloom 
is very delicate, and while not espe­
cially pleasing, is not at all offensive. 
The pollen from the bloom is of a 
very heav>' yellow, and when spread 
upon any surface, looks like yellow 
paint.

There is a heavy fluid exuding 
from the plant which looks like 
honey; it is also of a sweetish taste, 
and bees are said to hover around 
this liquid in droves, as it is a very 
enticing refreshment

Miss Kuykendall stated several

hundred people had made special 
tripe to her home in Wichita Falls 
to see the curious specimen of the 
flower kingdom, and many Merkelites 
have seen the portion on display here.
