Haynes wa.s bom Mar. 21, 1857, in 
Clay county, Ala. He was married 
to Ann .Moon in 1876, and to that 
union, one .son, Wade Haynes, re­
tired farmer of Anson, was born. 
Mrs. Ann Moon Haynes died two 
years later.

On Dec. 3, 1880, Mr. Haynes was 
married t© Phemelia Smith, also ol 
Clay county, Ala. She was born Sept. 
19, 1860, the daughter ol a Confed­
erate soldier.

On ctaning to We»t T^xas, the 
couple stopped at Abilene Dec. 3, 
189L and from there went to the Sin­
clair community, eight miles west of 
Anson, where they farmed until 1917. 
That year they moved to a farm 
southeast of Merkel, which they still 
own and which is operated by the 
youngest son. Comer Haynes. In 1923 
Mr. Haynes retired from farming 
and the couple moved to Merkel to 
make their home.

Mr. and Mrs. Haynes joined the 
Baptist church within the same year 
68 years ago, he being senior deacon 
of the First Baptist church board at 
present.

The couple have six living children: 
Mrs. H. H. Anderson, Abernathy; P. 
T. Haynes, Raymondville; Mrs. J. M. 
Arnett, wife of Anson’s mayor; Mrs. 
L. H. Nixon, wife o f a retire«! U. S. 
ai-my officer, Oakland, Calif., W. W. 
Haynes, Abilene, and Comer Haynes. 
They have 21 grandchildren and 2 
great-grandchildren.

Washington, Dec. 6.— It doesn’t 
make any difference whether it’s 
President Roosevelt’s "week ahead’’ 
Thanksgiving or the old-fashioned 
Turkey Day, Americans just won’t 
go Christmas shopping until theyVe 
had their Thanksgiving dinner.

However, the National Retail Dry 
Goods association, basing its Judg­
ments on federal reserve retail sales 
indices, says that the new Thanks­
giving does give the merchants a bet­
ter break.

The earlier date last year meant 
better business, more employment and 
better service for shoppers, if the 
charts-and-figures boys had the right 
dope. •

Die-hard New England states that 
resisted any tampering with Thanks­
giving showed the poorest retail sales 
record of any federal reserve area 
during the 1939 gift-buying season.

Areas where Nov. 23 was observed 
instead of Nov. 30 got the black-ink 
plums in the ledgers.

New England had a comparative 
gain of 22 per cent for the week end­
ing Nov. 25 in comparison with the 
same week in 1938. The rest of the 
country showed a decline, due to the 
loss o f a business day.

It was another story in the week 
ending Dec. 2. Sales in New England 
dropped 29 per cent, while the rest 
of the country was on its way into the 
Christinas buying surge.

Early Thanksgiving areas also re­
ported "greater increa.ses over the 
previous year for the four-week peri­
od ending Dec. 16."

It wasn’t until the week before 
Christmas that late Thanksgiving 
states showed greater relative in­
creases, and that wasn’t an unmixed 
blessing.

Merchants pointed out that "the 
last-minute jam does not help build 
a service reputation, and adds to the 
number o f exchanges, adjustments 
and complaints."

The dollars land-cents statisticians 
held that early Thanksgiving bene- 
fitted communities generally, as 1,- 
000,000 extra clerks employed dur­
ing the rush get an extra week’s pay.

Merchants reported that extra ad­
vertising sales and other merchan­
dising stunts were virtually value­
less in booming Christmas sales be­
fore Thanksgiving.
