Alvin Brown was killed by the dis- 
chargre of a (fun in a burningr house 
Thursday, Jan. 2, at Dawson. He had 
joined several others in fiphting the 
flames when the accident occurred.

Reuben Williams, who recently was 
named casualty insurance commis­
sioner, was last week appointed by 
Gov. W. Lee O’Daniel as state life 
insurance commissioner, succeeding 
the late Walter Woodward.

William E. House, 88, died Satur­
day at Wichita Falls, three days after 
the death of liis 80-year-old wife to' 
whom he had been married 61 years. 
Joint funeral seiAices were held Sun­
day.

Rev. Ben Crow, 66, a retired Meth­
odist minister, was killed at Waco 
Monday when his automobile was in 
collision with another. It was 'Waco’s 
first traffic fatality of 1941.

National Guard Private Charles M. 
Ehlinger of Devine died of injuries 
received in an auto accident near 
Cross Plains late Saturday night. 
Five companions were injured but 
none seriously, when the automobile 
skidded on a curve, left the highway 
and turned over.

Luther Hall, 46, cement worker, 
Dallas, was killed instantly Monday 
afternoon when a truck blew a tire 
and crashed head-on into a small 
concrete bridge on highway 77 (to 
Denton) about four miles north of 
Dallas.

Z. N. Anderson, 44, Dallas, and an 
unidentified Mexican were killed, and 
Jack P. Tuttle, 23, Dallas, was bad­
ly injured in a head-on automobile 
crash 12 miles east o f San Angelo 
early Tuesday night.

Robert Horton, 14, was shot and 
killed Tuesday at his home in San 
Antonio, apparently by the acciden­
tal dischargre o f his 30-30 rifle. He 
was found in the studio of the home 
on the second floor.

Jesse Franklin Wallace, 18, was 
crushed to death Tuesday by a fa ll­
ing tree while at work with his fath­
er on a farm in the Arcadia cosn- 
munity near Center. Heeding a 
shouted w’aming from his father 
when the tree started falling in a 
direction other than that intended, 
the youth ran directly under it.

Four navy fliers, H. E. Neff, L. J. 
Hughes, Frank E. Reche, Jr., and A. 
M. Perry, who escap«*d death in a 
bomber accident near Big Spring 
Thursday, Jan. 2, when the fifth 
man to bail out from the bomber, W. 
F. Perchich, was killed in the jump, 
were among eleven fliers who perish­
ed Saturday night in a flaming naval 
transport which crashed in a rain­
storm southeast o f San Diego, Calif.

Wanted — an old smoked kerosene 
lamp and a corrugated washboard, 
both of horse-and-buggy days vintage.

Typifying the transition from 
farm drudgery to modern living, 
these outmoded articles will be buried 
deep in the corner of the sub-station 
lot of Taylor Electric Cooperative, 
Inc., as part o f the celdxration plan­
ned to be held in Merkel when the 
first section of the REA project is 
energized.

Date for the energization of this 
portion of the lines has not been 
definitely set, Supt. Cox stated 
Thursday morning, but the celebra­
tion will probably take place Friday 
and Saturday of next week, Jan. 17- 
18, depending upon the arrival of 
sub-station transformers, which have 
been delayed.

The first section of project “ A ” 
which will be put into service will 
consist of 200 miles and will include 
the followring communities: Blair,
Butman, Divide. Maryneal and Cot­
tonwood to the southwest; Union 
Ridge and to the Joe Winter farm 
to the northwest; Salt Branch, StitJi 
and Hodges to the northeast, and 
Tye, Pleasant Hill, Buffalo Gap, 
Iberis, Potosi and western Callahan 
county to the southeast.

“ Some few houses still have not 
been wired,”  Mr. Ck)x said. “ These 
must be wired and inspected several 
days in advance of energiiatior 
date.”

Unless delayed further In getting 
oMtaiial, or by bod weather, all ot 
the 400 miles o f line will be energis­
ed soon after Feb. 1, according to 
Mr. Cox.

Plans for the celebration next week 
include a display by electrical dealers 
of the area in some central building, 
and representatives freon the REA, 
members of the Tsylor county unit 
and all the people o f Merkel and 
surrounding territory will partici­
pate. ,, '

ClosinR Chapter Written Wed­
nesday for Famous Show Herd 
Founded by Late C. M. Lar- 
ffent; Sire Brings $ll,lp0.

An average o f $816 was paid, by 44 
buyers for 109 Herefords in the W.
J. Largent h  Son dispersion sale 
Wednesday. Sales totaled $88,150.

Black and Largent o f Granbury,
(C. M. Largent, Jr., one of the part- ^  
ners,) paid one o f the highest f ig ­
ures for a Hereford in recent years 
when they bid $11,100 for the eight- 
year-old bull. Publican Domino 10th. 
highest-ranking living Register o f 
Merit sire, selling as lot No. 1.

Hardy Grissont, Abilene cattleman, 
bought the top female, paying $3300 
for Marietta Domino 2d, a champion 
show cow, with a bull calf at side.

The 27 bulls averaged $991, and 81 
females sold for an average o f  $757.
The first 50 head through the auction 
ring arveraged $1340, a total o f $60,- 
600.

Cicziiig chapter of the eventful his­
tory o f the famous Largent herd o f  
show cattle was epochal, as fa r  as 
Merkel is concerned. For 34 consecu­
tive years, the herd had been out on 
the circuit, a record without paral­
lel in American show history. That 
means that Merkel has been advertis­
ed to the world 34 years by the mors 
than 1,000 ribbons won by these cat­
tle during that time, including many 
championships. The day o f the dis­
persion sole iwas also epochal to Mer­
kel in that, though the herd was to 
bs closed out, Merkel was stiU 
fnrtiier advertised by the gstharing 
within m few miles o f the city oC 
hundreds o f well known broeden 

I from nearly all the states o f the na­
tion.

Fittingly, the close o f the sals 
found the crowd o f more than 2,000 
standing in silence in honor o f tbs ' 
late C. M. Largent, founder o f tbs 
herd 40 years ago. Mrs. C. M. Lar­
gent was unaUe to attend the sale 
because o f illness, but was kept in­
formed by a special loud speaker 
setHip. ^

A t the time the dispersion sale 
wsb announced, W. J. Largent, who 
was associated with his father and 
later succeeded to the ownership o f 
the original firm, operating as W. J. 
Largent and Son, stated that becauas 
of ill health he had decided to disposa 
of all the firm ’s show cattle.

Besides topping the sale with their 
purchase o f Publican Domino lOtli^
Black and Largent bought liberally 
o f the other animals offered.

Among the buyers in the higher 
brackets were D. L. Stevens o f Mer­
kel and Roy Largent o f Merkel, whs 
paid $2,400 for six-year-old Diana 
Domino. Another buyer in the thous­
and dollar class from this area was 
A. E. Fogle of ’Tuscola, who paid 
even $1,900 for Publican DUb Ibb 
121st.

Two local ranchers. Bill Brown o f 
the Noodle Hereford ranch and Sam 
Swann, were listed among the 44 buy­
ers in the sale. The former paid $650

The Resumption of business by G 

h. West was the occasion of some 
reminiscences one da^ this <wesk whea 
he was in conversation with' T. B. 
Story, another pioneer o f our thriv­
ing little city.

They drew a picture o f Merkel in 
1889 and we must confess that our 
little town made a slim showing. O f 
court«, J. H. Thornton was in busi­
ness and carried probably the larg­
est stock, probably $2,000, which was 
half o f the entire amount o f merchan- 
diac in the little town which claimed 
a population o f about a couple of 
hundred. Marion Fisher was prop­
rietor o f a small drug stock, mostly 
patent msdieinca, and the post offlea. 
Clatlc ran a amaU groeary atora, J. 
L. Vaiaghn tlw dapot. Beva. 8. H.

Blair and A. A. Baker were the only 
ministers and Drs. Richardson and 
Taylor the only physicians.

Mr. West atartsd in baainaaa by 
the purchase o f a small stock of hard­
ware owned by Mrs. M. E. Thornton, 
nibich irtvoiced about $400. The build­
ings were all frame. The first roak 
building was erected by C. M. Lar­
gent the next year, now the propeity 
o f Dr. J. A. Adkisaon on Kent and 
Front straeto, and Mr. West srsetod 
the first brick building the followiag 
year, now occupied by the West Tan­
as Hardarare Co. T. B. Story wna 
the whole show in the real eatato 
bnsinoaa and latiglMd about unload­
ing a couple o f half aaeMona a f dlH 
an bia viatiai, Mr. Waat, at |8Jt and 
$8.88 par arm, rsapactivaiy.

W'ashington, Jan. 9. —  President 
Roosevelt sent congress a 117,485,- 
000,000 budget Wednesday, a record 
for peace-time, and served notice that 
he would ask still further funds to 
throw America’s great industrial 
machine into the battle against the 
Axis powers.

During the fiscal year which be­
gins next June, he proposed that 
$10,811,.324,000 be spent for the Unit 
ed States armaments program. That 
figure*, and the budget’s total, as 
well, are to be further increased by 
the co.st of war supplies sent to Eng 
land under his lease-lend plan.

By compari.son, the budget for the 
current fiscal year ending next June, 
as revealed W'ednesday, calls for 
total expenditures of $13,202,370,970 
with $6,463,923,000 for defense. In 
the year which closed last June, ex­
penditures totaled J8,998,189,706, of 
which the defense item was $1,679,- 
905,425.
