Charlie L. West, 70, pioneer Mer­
kel barber and church leader, died 
at 4:35 Thursday morning at his 
home here. Death was due to a malig­
nant growth from which he had suf­
fered several years, but he had con­
tinued at work until about a month 
ago.

Funeral services will be held at 2 
o’clock Friday afternoon from the 
First Baptist church, with the pastor. 
Rev. Cooper Waters, officiating, as­
sisted by Rev. I. L. Parrack, of 
Chillicothe, former pastor here; Rev, 
J. Basil Ramsey, pastor of Giace 
Presbyterian church. Rev. Marvin 
Boyd, pastor of the Methodist church, 
and Rev. O. B. Tatum.

Burial will follow in Rose Hill cem­
etery under direction of Barrow-Shep- 
pard funeral home.

Five nephews, Charles Tipton, 
Woodrow, Bernard and Junior Clark 
and Melvin Jones, and Dean Higgins 
will serve as active pallbearers.

Coming to Merkel in 1905, he 
had been engaged continuously since 
that time in his profession, most of 
which time as a proprietor. Only re- 
cantly he had retired as a partner in 
Petty A West's Sanitary Barber Shop.

Mr. and Mrs. West were converted 
and joined the First Baptist church 
on the same date. Sept. 22, 1914, hav­
ing been baptized by Brother Oscar 
Dean. An active church leader, he 
was superintendent of the Baptist 
Sunday School here for several years 
beginning in 1920 and was general 
secretary at the time of his death, 
(juiet and unassuming, diligent in his 
work and tilled with love for his 
fellow-man, Mr. West was highly re­
spected by all who knew him and few 
there were in this section who had 
not known him personally or indirect­
ly in his long residence here.
