The explosion of a gasoline tank
in one of two wrecked and burning
trucks on the Bankhead highway near
Ranger on Nov. 15 claimed its eighth
life Friday. The latest victim was Roy
L. Ely, 43, of Abilene.

Norma Knight, 17, of McGregor,
died Friday of injuries suffered in an
automobile accident north of Hillsboro,
which had proved fatal to three other
persons Wednesday. She was a student
in NTSTC, Denton.

A truck driver, believed to be Roy
Franklin Parks, 22, of Ballinger, was
burned to death early Saturday when
his oat-laden vehicle struck the west
end of the South Paluxy River bridge
at Bluffdale, near Stephenville, top-
pled into the bed of the stream and
caught fire.

A hit-and-run driver claimed the
life of Mrs. Bill McWilliams, 35, of
Rotan, about 6:30 Saturday night.
Mrs. McWilliams was struck down
in the street in front of her home and
killed instantly.

At Big Spring, Edgar Dodson, 26,
was killed instantly and four others
were injured in an automobile col-
lision on the western outskirts of the
city Saturday night.

G. H. Yates, 71, was killed in-
stantly by a train at a crossing west
of Alpine Friday as he was driving
his automobile toward town.

Dr. B. F. Pittinger, 57, silver-hair-
ed, mustachioed dean of the Universi-
ty of Texas’ college of education, was
elected president of the Texas State
Teachers association at Houston Fri-
day.

Gerald Dwain McCoslin, 13, was
crushed to death under a truck Satur-
day at Houston when his bicycle skid-
ded on wet pavement.
