I'ossihilities Ilf this new develoii 
merit ill iisycho-sui'ireiy are revealed 
in the iiew.spaper story, which i.s te- 
piinte.l herewith:

Hope fer the hiiheito hopelessly 
insane Klimmeis faintly from a new 
U’ehnique of psycho-sui'ffery b»'inp 
used at the .Stockton State hospital. 
Dr. R. B. Toller, superintendent eif 
the hospital, reported today.

Since early March, Dr. Toller an­
nounced, 15 "very disturbed”  fiatienta 
have iH'en subjected to the operation 
— medically termed “ prefrontal lobo- 
tomy”— with what p.sychiatric science 
rerfard.s as “ unusually successl\il” re­
sults.

One woman, the superintemlent re- 
ported, wh.j has been a patient at the 
hospital for 21 years and was so vi>’ 
knt constant restraint was necessary, 
was transformed hy th<- operation in­
to a quiet, pleasant person with no 
trace of her previous vich nee.

Similarly hopeful results have tiecn 
obtained in the other 1.5 cases sub­
mitted to sucKcry, althuuyh one pa­
tient died from post-operative pneu­
monia, Dr. Toller said.

Warnintr that the operation is far 
from the complete answer in all 
ca.ses. the superintendent related:

“ .So far weVe only attempted the 
operation on hopeless cases where 
every other treatment ha.s fa il­
ed. Xone of the patients liar 

I been improved sufficiently to wa.- 
’ rant their reliase, but we have hopi < 
j that some of them probably will he 
i able to leave the hospital in the f'l- 
1 ture.
I “ For the present our primary hope I is to make the patient more comfort­

able, althouKh results of the ope-- 
ations indicate we may be able to 
help some who otherwise would be 
chronic hospital cases.”

Doctors, he said, feel justified in 
continuing with the operations. About

2000 have Ikh-ii perfoim 'il in the 
Ciiited .States and ;i similar number 
in Krirhiiid.

The surjrery here is l»ein>r perform­
ed h;- Dr. Harry hHder of ,St. Fran­
cis hi sp.tul, San Fruiici-co. Doctors 
in tl'.e hiepital hen* are studying Dr. 
Killer’s teehnii|ue and may cmitinue 
with the o|>erations after the plr.n- 
ned series of 2'i is computed.

However, only 200 of the hospitiil’.'» 
4251 cases so far have Ihìcii adjudired 
a- pii.i-i.ik laiididates for the oirer- 
ution. I

While the risk ' f the operation, in 1 
which fibers lietween the thalamus I 
and the cortex in the frontal lol>es of 
the brain are severed, is very sliyht 
whin a surireon trained in the teeh- 
ni(|iii’ is in chaitre. Dr. Tollej- em- 
phi..si/.ed :

“ We are not doinjr it in any case 
unless we explain the operation to 
relatives, until after we have tried 
all othin- methods of physehiafiic 
treatment and until relatives ifive 
their permission.”
