iween aggravated assault and simple
assault was faulty.
The charge in the second trial of
Criswell followed the high conrt’s
opinion on the legal difference be-
tween the two—that an assault, te
become aggravated, mwes vom-c=ahly
be expected to inflict serious bodily
injuries to the person attacked.
