The burglar also opened a pre-
seription case, taking out small
bottles of codeine and other mild-
er narcotics and leaving them on
the prescription counter.

Apparently the thief exercised
careful selection in his choice of
narcotic loot. Elsewhere also in the
store were bottles of less expen-
sive narcotics which the burglar
had set out and left.

Newt Logan pharmacist, when he
came to open up.
