While this was above 
average, the .spread between feed 
er costs and fat cattle prices has 
narrowed somewhat this year, the 
feeders were apparently able to 
.see a favorable margin still.

This .served to take thousands of 
calves and yearlings out of packer 
channels and into Stocker and 
feeder channels.

Produces Slightly

A daily ration of 3 5 pounds of 
rolled guar beans per weaner 
steer produced slightly greater 
Rains per head and more “ bloom" 
than a standard daily steer ration 
of 2 pounds of 41 per cent cotton- 
aeed pellets. This preliminary in­
formation was obtained during the 
ISB^lay winter grazing period.

Field Station. Woodward. Okla.

The steers were wintered on 
open range and dry grass.

game.

Optimism, that sustaining qual­
ity of Texas farmers, is again dem­
onstrated in the expressed intent 
of several Merkel and Trent farm­
ers to plant winter peas in Sep­
tember provided some rain is re­
ceived in time.

The above photo of R. L. Bink­
ley shows a good growth of winter 
peas planted in rows in October, 
1953. and photographed in April 
of this year. Mr. Binkley planted 
the peas in rows. 8-10 lbs. per acre 
and inoculated the seed for great­
er nitrogen fixation.

Cotton was planted following 
the peas on the Binkley farm two 

i miles northwest of Trent. It grew 
off well early in the season and 
apparently benefited by extra nit­
rogen in the soil and improved 
tilth of the naturally tight, red i 
soil.

Mr. Binkley, a coperator in the 
Middle Clear Fork Soil Conserva-! 
tion District, has planted vetch 
and peas for two years and intends 
to plant more this year.

“ My land is depleted in organic 
matter and nitrogen, and I believe 
this is the quickest and most inex­
pensive method to rebuild the 
land, he said.

Allan Agnew, three miles north- 
! west of Merkel, planted winter 
j peas in the middies of growing 
j cotton last October and wintered 
I four cows on about 20 acres. He 
. estimates that the grazing from 
the peas saved him about $125 on 

; cow feed. He bedded land out onto 
i the peas in late March and plant­
ed cotton back into the undisturb­
ed pea row. .

Extreme drought has prevented j 
an accurate estimate of benefits ' 
received, but .Allan intends to 
plant about the same acreage in 
peas again this year. He will plant 
earlier, the first week in Septem­
ber. if there is sufficient moisture.
Because of the moisture problem 

in this area. SCS technicians are 
advocating late August or early . 
September plantings of peas in | 
growing cotton or feed so that 
growth can be made on fall show-, 

I ers before winter. Land can then '

The 83rd Congress is now his­

tory. Unless the President should 
is.sue a call for a special session, 
adjournment will extend to the 
opening of the 84th Congress in 
January.

Looking back over the activities 
closed, it is doubtful one could suc- 
of this session of the Congre.ss just 
cessfuily say it has been a “ do- 
nothing" Congress. Right or 
wrong, it has been an extremely 
busy two years.

Several months ago in this col­
umn it was pointed out that legis­
lation as finally passed seldom 
suits eveiyone ejuctly.

There is one criterion I always 
try to follow: Is it good for Amer­
ica and is it good for all the peo­
ple? A “ victory”  for the few, at 
the expense of the many, is a de­
feat for all.

The Watershed Protection Act 
has been signed into law by the 
President. The law has been en­
larged and made permanent pro­
viding for flood prevention by the 
construction of dams on up-stream 
watersheds.

Incidentally, a provision in the 
new Tax Bill has a feature of more 
than passing interest to Soil Con­
servation Districts.

A section of the bill permits 
farmers and ranchers to charge 
off for income-tax purposes expen­
ditures for certain soil conserva­
tion practices up to 25% of the 
gross income derived from farm­
ing during the year.

Since the Congress is adjourn­
ing, and unless there should pos­
sibly be a Special Session, this col­
umn will be discontinued ' until 
the first of the year. I take this 
opportunity to express my appre­
ciation to the newspapers which 
carry this report to the people.
