WASHINGTON, D. Cl —  The 
Interstate and Foreign Commerce 
Committe, by a vote of 16 to 15, 
has approved HR 6645, a bill to 
amend the Natural Gas Act.

The measure has the effect of 
overriding the Supreme Court de­
cision which says that the Fed­
eral Power Commission has the 
authority to control the price of 
natural gas at the wellhead.

Those of us favoring the bill 
think it has some weaknesses, but 
it was the best which could be 
passed by the Committee. There 
is strong opposition and there is 
no question it will have “ rough 
sledding’’ when it reaches the 
stage for debate in the Congress. 
Those from the consuming areas 
are fearful their gas rates will be 
increased without Federal con­

trols. Those o f us favoring it be­
lieve the contrary is true.

• • •

Speaking of high utility bills, 
most of us would have trouble in 
paying the electric bill at the 
White House for one month. It 
runs about $2500. This amounts 
to $30,000 a year.

There are othei expenses around 
the White House which few fam­
ilies could afford to pay if they 
were given their rent free.

Pastures Do 
Better With 
Needed Rest

Rest after a rain is the best 
prescription for drouthy, over- 
grazed pastures.

Since many ranches are carry­
ing reduced numbers of livestock, 
producers should be able to defer 
one-fourth of their grazing lands 
without damaging the remainder, 
A. H. Walker, extension range 
specialist, says. This way many 
pastures can gain full advantage 
of recent soaking rains.

Pastures wi4h most native grass­
es and vegetative cover will make 
the most recovery in a shorter 
period of time and should be de 
ferred first, says Walker. Poorer 
pastures can be rested later since 
they may require several years to 
recover.

It’s better to remove all live 
stock from a pa.sture than to 
leave it lightly stocked, he adds.

Defer for three to six months, or 
until frost. But if the grazing is 
needed sooner, wait at least until 
the growing grasses mature and 
drop a seed crop. Deferring pro­
motes seed and plant reproduc­
tion in addition to increasing the 
vigor of existing plants.

The specialist recommends mod­
erately grazing the pasture dur­
ing the winter. This method pro­
vides some forage for livstock and 
helps distribute plant seed.

Many ranchmen looking over 
their bare ranges are considering 
reseeding. In some instances re­
seeding may be warranted but de­
ferment more often does the job 
cheapr. If as much as 15 percent 
of the “ key”  grasses are left, rest 
rather than reseed, the specialist 
suggests.

the techniques are so far behind 
the times that extensive research 
should begin immediately to im­
prove the situation in the inter­
est of better public health.

But funds must be made avail­
able if such research is to be 
done.

That’s the essence of a report 
from the committee on research 
needs of the Texas Water and 
Sanitation Research Foundation.

Chairman of the committee is 
Dr. J. K. Silvey, chairman of the 
division of science at North Tex­
as State College in Dentoñ. Oth­
er members are G. R. Herzik, 
chief engineer, bureau of sani­
tary engineers, Slate Health De­
partment, and W. T. Ballard of 
Tyler, district engineer for the 
department. '

In a report for the group. Dr. 
Silvey urged investigation to over­
come the "many unknowns” in 
proper water purification so that 
“ this precious natural commodity 
may be furnished to the consum­
er in a fashion equivalent to oth­
er items used in the household.”

Under research problems that 
should receive immediate atten­
tion, Dr. Silvey listed:

1. Plastic pipes are now widely 
used in water processing and dis­
tribution, but studies haven’t been 
made in this part of the nation 
concerning toxicity, durability, 
and the effect of chlorination and 
temperature changes. “ Before too 
much water that is exposed to the 
plastics is produced for human 
consumption, research should . . . 
determine its true value from the 
standpoint of economics and pub 
lie health,”  says the report.

2. The bacterial flora of south­
western water distribu' on studie.s 
have not been completely studied. 
Yet most of the organisms that 
that are being isolated from water 
pipes and outlets appear to be of 
"considerable public health im­
portance.”

“ It is possible that many mild 
epidemics may be attributed to 
water borne organisms that have 
not been studied . . . We believe 
this problem to be of unusual im­
portance in promoting better pub-

lic health,”  Silvey wrote.
3. Virus diseases have been at­

tributed to air borne, food, or 
contact sources, yet we have lit­
tle information on the relationship 
of viruses in water supply. We 
need to know how viruses will 
survive in water and how they 
may be removed from water.

From the civil defense stand­
point this information becomes 
important, says the foundation, 
since viruses could be easily in­
troduced into any water supply 
and be "completely undetected by 
normal plant procedures, result­
ing in serious consequences.”

4. The Southwest is plagued j 
with taste and odor problms in 
its water supply. Water research­
ers have learned that high quan­
tities of taste and odor com­
pounds may be “ frequently ac­
companied by epidemics of illness 
in the towns and by a general sys­
temic distribution in the popu­
lation consuming the water.”

5. Water shortages could be al­
leviated in some cases if we had 
already developed techniques for 
re-using contaminated water. Dr. 
Silvey believes thar “ research in 
the field of re-use of water with 
particular emphasis on filtration 
and lagooning systems might be 
worth m.any millions of dollars to 
Texas in a few years."

In addition to these five im- 
noediate needs, the Texas Water 
and Sanitation Research Founda­
tion is also concerned with other 
water purification problems. Dr. 
Silvey’s report for the research 
needs committe listed theses

1. Outdoor swimming pools have 
difficulty in maintaining self-ster- 
ilizizng conditions with chlorine. 
Investigation might show fro- 
mine to be a more effective agent.

2. Tastes and odors from under­
ground water have been increas­
ing in recent years, and research 
is needed to determine their cause 
and correction.

3. Treatment of clear water that 
is free of suspended materials is 
difficult, and we do not know 
whether disease-producing organ­
isms are being effectively con­
trolled in such cases.

4. In this region where varia­
tions in temperature are great 
and where animal and plant ]^ara- 
sites are usually prevalent, more 
information is needed aljout more
effective materials for filtering 
water. “ Special attention should 
be given to the adaptability of 
filter media for removing organ­
ism causing amoebic dysentery,” 
the report urges.

5. Accurate information is 
needed on future per capita water 
consumption as a result of drouth 
conditions in various sections of 
the state

6. Housewives in most Texas 
cities som^Mmes find “ red wa­
ter” flowing into their dishwater 
and washing machines. W'e need 
to know the cause of corrosion in 
various parts of the state in or­
der to eliminate the red water.

7. Millions of gallons of water 
that are now too highly mineral­
ized for irrigation or w’ater suo- 
plies could become available If 
constant research could develop a 
demineralization technique.

During the dry summer months 
when green grazing is short, pro­
tein supplements, minerals and 
plenty of roughage form the 
combination needed to keep live­
stock healthy and growing.

Defen-ed grazing, say range 
specialists, is the best method for 
bringing back drouthy, overgraz­
ed range lands. I f  as much as 15 
percent of the key grasses are left, 
rest rather than reseed.

There is still time for Texas 4-H 
members to make their contribu­
tion to the cargo of the Texas 
Friendship to Korea. A ll contri­
butions made by Texas 4-H mem­
bers will go to 4-H members in 
Korea. Cash donations are e.spec- 
ially needed to buy dem.onstration 
and project materials for the Ko 
rean members. I.ocal co .nty 
agents or pastors can supply infor 
mation on the program. It’s the 
“ Heart H” in action.
