SAM BUTMAN EARLY
MERKEL RANCHER UIES

CLYDENE EAGER 
. . . Salutatorian

One of Taylor county's earliest 
ranchers who mushroemed SI an 
acre land into a land of wealth 
and sheep in order that he could 
give freely to the church is dead.

Sam Butman Sr., 93, died ear­
ly Friday morning at his home. 
Until a short time before his 
death, Mr. Butman, long respect­
ed as a leading rancher of Mul­
berry Canyon, was able to take 
daily automobile rides with his 
daughter. Miss Lottie Butman, 
with whom he lived.

Funeral for the pioneer was 
held Saturday afternoon at the 
First Methodist church in Mer­
kel.

Hundreds of admirers and 
friends turned out to pay last 
tribute to a man who had 
done much toward t h e  
growth and devetopment of 
this area. His latest donation 
was a gift of 230 acres of 
land in Mulberry Canyon 
where a S500.000 Methodist 
Youth camp is now under 
construction.

Butman, patriarch of Taylor 
County pioneers, was the found­
er of what is believed to be the 
oldest ranch still in operation in 
the county.

The seed of the veteran sheep­
man's dream to live in West Tex­
as W8.S planted in the storm-toss- 
cd Atlantic in 1880 while he was 
a sailor on a ship making a re­
turn trip from Spain.

While he and the rest of the 
ship’s crew battled for survival 
against the rr^ng sea the 18- 
year-old youth made two vows: 1. 
He would never go to sea again 
once he got ashore. 2. That he 
would make his home in West 
Texas.

Butman got home safely to 
Searsport, Maine, and immedi­
ately began making plans to 
keep his second vow. His sistmr, 
whom he lived with while ashore, 
gave him enough money for 
“ board” and a return ticket home.

if he couldn't make it, would 
return to Maine at the end 
of five years.
Me made it. But only after a 

struggle so tough at times, as the 
one he had helped wage against 
the raging sea.

The youth, "as green a boy as 
ever hit West Texas,” came to 
Mulberry Canyon, 15 miles south 
of .Merkel. Favming, ranching, 
cattle. Sheep, and the very rural 
life of the canyon were all 
foreign to him.

His first job was herding sheep, 
the most simple and least paying 
job of the west.

After a year of herding sheep 
he took 200 head of sheep and 
30 lambs and went into business 
for himself. The money to f i ­
nance the venture was borrowed 
from a relative in Boston.

He took up a half section of 
school land under the Homestead 
Act in Mulberry Canyon but lost 
U the same year, 1883, when two 
railroads became involved 'in  a 
right-of-way battle.

Later he bought the land from
the winning railroad.

With the aid of the late Ed

Vickers he began stocking his 
grassland with sheep and cattle. 
In 1384, the “ BT” brand, taken 
from the two letters of his name, 
was burned on two old milch 
cows, the first of his herd. At one 
time 1,500 head wore the brand.

In 1888 his flock numbered 2.- 
700 head of ewes and lambs. .At 
the peak of his operations, his 
flock numbered over 4,000, his 
cattle about 400 head and his 
property totaled 9.000 acres

In 1888 Butman decided he 
would have no need for the $150 
which his sister had given him 
for his return ticket to Maine. He 
loaned the money to help build 
the first school in Merkel.

The school, built in 1888, was 
built for Butman’s 10 children 
and those of his neighbors. It 
was consolidated in the 1940s but 
for many years was the center 
of Butman community activities.

Butman had lived in retirement 
here for nearly 22 years up to 
his death Friday. His burial was 
in Rose Hill Cemetery.

Butman married the former 
Madge Bell Vaughn in March of 
1884. She had come to M-^rkel in 
1882 from Pittsburgh, Pa. She 
died in^i935.

In 1953 Butman deeded 230 
acres of land to the Northwest 
Texas Conference of the Metho­
dist Church for a youth camp 
site. The land is in the Mulberry 
Canyon about two and a half 
miles southwest of the Pioneer 
Memorial Methodist Church, 
which was financed in 1950 by 
Butman.

Butman was a charter member 
of the First Methodist Church In 
Mulberry Canyon.

Mr, Butman’s survivors include 
five daughters, Mrs. J. B. Sloan 
of Big Spring, Miss CTiarlott But­
man. Mrs. Gladys Swinney, Mrs. 
Mary Russon and Mrs. Marjorie 
Ray, all o f Merkel; five sons. 
W ill F., Lovis S., James Ford. 
Ben and Sam Butman Jr., all of 
Merkel: and a number of grand­
children.
