McMurry Hoop
Tournament

The Merkel Badgers traded 
their football gear for gytnn suits 
last week and before they could 
familiar themselves with a bas­
ketball, they ente.ed the McMur- 
ly High School Invitational Bas­
ketball Tournament and walked 
ofi with top honors.

The Badgers defeated Eula for 
their first game of the season 
Thursday allernoon. However, 
the basketball was not unfamiliar 
to the team lor eight lettermen 
returned this year, along with 
All State Holiert McLeod and Ker- 
mitt Rutledge.

Next to McLeod for Merkel 
were Kermit Rutledge witth 12 
and Manley Denton with 10.

With Merkel holding a 6144 
lead three minutes from the final 
buzzer, Coach Don Loyd put in 
his second unit. Roosevelt put on 
a seven-point surge, but the Mer­
kel subs gave a good account of 
themselves and wound up 13 
points ahead.

The Badgers coasted to a 47- 
35 victory over Santo to win the 
championship trophy in McMurry 
College’s sixth annual high school 
invitational basketball tourna­
ment Saturday night in the Mc­
Murry Gym.

Hawley defeated Noodle, 4945, 
in the third-place playoff, and Eu­
la blasted Wylie, 84-50, for the 
consolation trophy.

Merkel gained the finals with 
a 62-46 semifinal win over Haw­
ley and Santo defeated Noodle, 
52-50, for its place in the champ­
ionship game.

In the semi-finals of the conso­
lation bracket. Eula whipped Ma­
son, 77-58, and Wylie won over 
Colorado City, 54-45.

Merkel's Robert McLeod, who 
averaged a fraction under 30 
points per game in four appear­
ances in the tournament, won the 
outstanding player trophy.

McLeod also made the first- 
team all-tournament selections, 
for the third straight year. Calvin 
Cooley, who led Hawley to vic­
tory over Noodle, was the only 
other repeater on the all-tourna­
ment team.
