A homespun comparison is pro­
vided by the electric radio and die 
electric razor.

dig deeper into his pocket to keep 
son and daughter financially sol­
vent?

There a re  a couple of facts the 
teenager should consider before he 
answ ers with a big YES. F irs t, Dad 
m ay not be able to dig deeper. And

second, even if he can I 'm  not s* 
sure he should.

The theory of allowances h ss  
been it gives a child a feeling of 
independence and teaches him  how 
to m anage money T hat is true  for 
younger children. I don 't believe 

•it is alw ays true  with the teenager.
A num ber of paren ts I know fol­

low this plan, even though they can 
afford ra th e r large allow ances for 
their children:

They give their teenagers an al­
lowance. but expect and urge them  
to supplem ent it w ith the ir own 
earnings. These paren ts report tha t 
their teenagers, especially  the 
boys, suddenly acquire a new re ­
spect for money if they have had 
to earn  it. And in every  case, the 
paren ts report, they begin to m an­
age their funds m ore efficiently.
