'Foundation is shifting its regional

Dr. C. L. Lundell, director of the 

I Foundation, has announced.
“The direct transfer of the re- 

[suits of experimental research

makes possible, will shorten great- 

ily the time lag between applica- 
I tion of laboratory research and 
field production on a commerc- 

I lal scale,” Dr. Lundell said.
“Counties included in the pro­

gram are Nolan, Haskell. Jones, 
Taylor Stephens, Shackelford and 
Callahan.”

Field work in these counties 
[.will consist of two major phases. 
One will include rangeland im- 

' proveroent. The other will be the 
evaluation of crop rotations in 

I which cotton and other field crops 
are planted over the fertilized 
residues of preceding crops.

“Cattle and cotton are among 

the major cash crops of the area,”

bales of cotton harvested in the 
7-county area.’

Cattle in appreciable numbers 
are carried in all the counties, 
wit Challahan showing the heav­
iest population, 41,236, head; 
hence rangeland improvement for 
higher carrying ratio and longer 
grazing season is significant to 
the prosperity of the area.

Three of the counties — Nolan, 
Haskell and Jones — lead in cot­
ton production, with 63,868 of the 
area’s total 70.999-bale crop i<i 
1954. Actual field production of 
cotton planted after wheat and 
other small grain and grain sor­
ghum, where residues have re­
ceived different levels of fertiliza­
tion, will aid in the compilation 
of valuable data for improving 
yield.

Grass. Legume Testing
Dr. Lundell said that the field 

program has enabled the Founda­
tion to use the plot sat Merkel 
exclusively for the testing of 
grasses and legumes for range- 
land improvement.

“One of the principal projects 
is the investigation of button 
clover as a source of nitrogen for 
range grasses and as a source of 
grazing during periods when 
grasses are dormant,” Dr. Lun­
dell said.

Improved varieties of warm 
season grasses now under study 
at Merkel include blue and green 
panic, siwteh, sideoat grama and 
perennial sorghums. A compatibil­
ity study also is underway with a 
mixture of Indian, switch, blue 
grama and sideoat grama grasses.
