BUFFALO GAP — Early morn­
ing cooling showers helped in­
crease attendance at the Taylor 
County Old Settlers' Reunion Fri­
day.

To direct attention to this ap­
palling problem. President Eisen­
hower has designated the week of 
JuLv 24-30 as “ .\ation;d Farm 
Safety Week ” In Texas Gover­
nor Daniel has proclaimed the 
period “ Farm S^ety Week in 
Texas." The Texas Farm and 
Ranch Safety Council, togethei 
with the Texas Safety .Association. 
Texas .Agricultural F'xtension 
Service and the Texas Farm Bu­
reau. is pushing a farm safety 
education program during the 
week

Theme of the observance is 
' Enjoy Farm — Practice Safety.” 
Objective of the education effort 
is to curb the soaring farm ac- 
eiden problem which hits one 
farm family in four each year.

Texas is among the top ten 
states in the nation in accident 
rates associated with drownings. 
firearms, burns and electricity. 
The major cause of accidents 
across the nation is machinery, 
which accounts for about 3.5 per 
cent of all accidents, followed by 
drownings. firearms, falls blows, 
animals, burns, electricity and 
lightning.

In his proclamation desicnating 
National T'orm Safety Week, the 
President noted that accidents 
"substantially reduce the produc­
tive rapacity of our farming in­
dustry." Governor Daniel's proc­
lamation urged farm families to 
"increase their vigilance against 
nc'edless accidents." The Gover­
nor said the nation’s economy Is 
dependent upon the continued 
well-being and progress of its ag­
ricultural population, and acci­
dents from farm work cause need­
less suffering distress and loss 
of life each year among rural fa­
milies.

Game and Fish 
Commission to Set 
Hunting Rules

A l’STlN — Setting uo hunting 
regulations in counties under reg­
ulatory authority will occupy most 
of the time of tho members of 
the Game and Fish Commission 
in their mid - summer quarterly 
meeting here July 15.

Biologists of the Commission 
will meet in .Austin three days 
in advance, tabulating recommen­
dations following public hearings 
held in nearly 100 Texas counties 
during the past two weeks.

Generallv bunting and fishing 
regulations in those counties will 
be charged )erv  little, according 
to Howard Dodgen. executive 
secretary

“ Biolocists are recommending 
the regulations in a number of 
counties which will make the kill­
ing of spike bucks legal." Dodgen 
said. ".Antlerless deer will include 
the killing of spike bucks as well 
as doe under the proposal. How­
ever, this will be just a recom­
mendation of the field men and 
the actual administration must be 
done by the Commission ’ ’

Another important question will 
be liberalizing the dov;f season 
because of the increased number 
of birds apparent this year, he 
said.

It is possible hunters may get 
another 10 da>*s of hunting in 
each zone, or an increase in the 
daily bag limit.

At a conference in Washing­
ton recently it was indicated there 
is a heavy crop of doves in prac­
tically every state. As a result, 
it was felt the law- governing the 
killing of this migratory bird 
could be liberalized to permit ex- 
tenaion of the season or increase 
in the daily bag or potseasion 
limit.

It also is expected the white­
winged dove season will be set 
for three days in mid-September. 
Whether the hunt will be held on 
consecutive days or alternate days 
iÂ  still under discussion. Shooting 
would be permitted from 2 p.m. 
until sunset in the valley coun­
ties.

For the past three years shoot­
ing has been on alternate days, 
with a bag limit of 10 doves eith­
er o f mourners or whitewings. 
or a combination of both.

The Oonunission also must set 
next year’s annual operating budg­
et. 'The budget conunittee has 
been busy on the details of next 
year’s operation for several weeks 
and the report will be ready for 
submission at the next meeting.

Authority probably will be giv­
en by the Commission for setting 
up the waterfowl season within 
an agreed bracket date. This will 
be subject to recommendations of 
the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Serv­
ice. on the basis of waterfowl 
counts now being made.
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15 Salety Pointers 
Listed for Farmers 
And Ranchers

You, Mr. Farmer and Rancher, 
can help reduce accidents on the 
farm'

Mental alertness, safety con­
sciousness. the ability to recog­
nize hazards and a determination 
to eliminate them, and efficiency 
in all farm operations are more 
essential to safety in agriculture 
than many rules or regulations.! 
says Sam Whitlow, president of i 
the Texas Farm and Ranch Safe-1 
ty Council.

However, for the sake of brevi­
ty, here are 15 good rules, which 
if followed, will help reduce the 
terrific toll of farm accidents. 
Whitlow points out.

(1 ) Keep walkways and steps 
in good repair, unobstructed and 
well lighted.

(2 ) Keep ladders in good repair 
and easily accessible in case of 
emergency.

(3 ) Always stop a machine be­
fore unclogging, oiling or adjuat- 
ing it. Keep all machine guards 
and safety devices in place.

(4 ) Don’t wear loose and flop­
py clothes around machinery. ;

(5 ) Start tractors smoothly and 
turn comers slowly —  avoid ditch 
hanks and soft ground — always 
hitch to the draw-har.

(6) Speak to animals when ap­
proaching them. Keep THEM calm 
by acting with calm self-asauranca

YOURSELF.
(7 ) Always keep bulls in safe 

bull pens. Never handle bulls un­
less they are properiy restrained.

(8 ) Know and obey all traffic!
laws. Stop driving if you get 
sleepy. Never ride with a drivei 
who has had a "drink." |

(9) Keep your back straight 
and lift heavy loads with your 
leg muscles. Don’t try to lift any­
thing that is too hea>'y for you.

( I )  Use the right tools for the 
job — make sure they .are in good 
condition —  keep them in a safe 
place.

( I I )  Give prompt attention to 
even minor injui%?a.

(12) Keep guns unloaded ex­
cept when actually using them. 
Treat every gun as though it 
WERE loaded And NEVER aim

at anything you don’t want to 
shout.

(13) Don’t use kerosene to 
start fires. Pour kerosene or gaso­
line outdoors to prevent the ac­
cumulation of treacherous vapors. 
Dry clean outdoors.

(14) Don’t smoke around the 
barn.

(15) Never swim alone Never 
dive into water without first de­
termining the depth. And be care­
ful around boats of any kind — 
never stand up in small boats.

fabric or clothing item on sale or 
otherwise.

Keep your total wardrobe plan 
in mind Buy only those items 
that fit in with your budget, color 
plan, accessories and activities.

Consider lines, color and tex­
ture of the garment. Are they 
really suited to your type? Are 
they extreme or high fashion 
likely to look wrong next season?

Look at the label carefully— 
get as much information as pos­
sible on care and cleaning.

Other suggestions for stretch­
ing clothing dollars are given in 
the extension bulletin. "Wardrobe 
Dollars and Sen^e.” Principles 
given in the publication apoly to 
all family members. You may 
have a copy by requesting it from 
my office.

Cool, dark cottons are popular 
for summer wear in many parts 
of the state. Manv warm-weather 
dress styles are not cut to be 
worn with dress shields, so per­
spiration stains and discoloration 
of dark-colored clothing some­
times occur. These suggestions 
from U. S. Department of Agri­
culture textile chemists will deal 
with these stains on washable cot­
tons:

'The fresher the stain the bet­
ter vour chances are for removing 
it. Pressing a dress that is even 
slightly stained may set the stain 
and cauee more discoloration. 
First try washing the stain thor­
oughly in warm water, rubbing 
soap or synthetic detergent well 
into the stain. If the fabric has 
discolored, try sponging a fresh 
stain with a little vinegar and wa- 
teb solution; for an older stain 
try a lUtle ammonia and water. 
This may help restore the color. 
Rinse thoroughly.

Save any tags on ready-to-wear 
and yard goods and read careful­
ly. Some dark cottons carry a la­
bel stating that the dye is fast to 
perspiration. Other labels give 
facts about both and fabric and 
its finish that will be helpful 
when you need to remove a stain 
at home.

Not all 4-H Club work is center-] 
ed around raising cows, chickens, I 
corn and pigs as many 4-H’ers | 
show by becoming public speak­
ers. However, their agricultural 
and home economics projects do 
provide opportunities to learn the 
art of oratory. And the 4-H public 
speaking program spells out just 
how they can achieve this goal.

During the course of carrying 
OP projects, the 4Hers make orai 
reports at club meetings, fit words 
to actions in giving demonstra­
tions. and get the feel of appear­
ing before an audience in show­
manship and exhibit events.

The ydUth act as news report­
ers; give leadership to local civic, 
'safety and health campaigns; plan 
and participate in recreational and 
social events.

ers, these talented 4-H’ers have 
a chance to gain materially.

five cases were reported last year, 
and for the fii-st six months of 
this year 357 positive cases have 
been diagnosed.

Rabies vaccination carries a 
flight risk of reaction, so should 
never be given thoughtlessly. It 
of exposure to an apprehended 
animal known to be rabid, or an 
unapprehended animal in regions 
should always be given in cases 
where rabies is known to exist.

Almost everyone enjoys the 
cozy heat of a fireplace in winter 
and each of us prefers a certain 
kind of fuel wood for his fire.

General preferences of long 
standing frequently lead to mis­
conceptions regarding wood, such 
as the notion that oak and other 
heavy hardwoods have a higher 
fuel value than pine. Such is not 
the case. In fact, pound for pound, 
the wood of pine and other sim­
ilar resinous species will generate 
more heat than the hardwoods. 
However, the heat from resinous 
woods porduces a hot., quick fire 
which also consumes the wood 
and releases the heat quickly. As 
a result, it is difficult to maintain 
a uniform tem.perature when 
burning resinous woods, because 
the heat is intense at first and 
then quickly cools.

The denser hardwoods take 
longer to ignite and when burning 
release their heat more slowly 
than pine. Long experience has 
taught us to start our fires with 
pine and to maintain them with 
hickory, oak, or similar hardwood 
gpcciea.
