Pick Up Birds
Is Advice From
Warden Chief

‘Pick up those birds,” warns
the director of law enforcement,
Game and Fish Commission.
“Some hunters are careless about
recovering their kills when they
go into the field to hunt doves
and whitewings. These people are
detrimental to the honest and re-
sponsible hunters and fail to see
the damage this causes to the
bird crop.”

The director encourages every
hunter to make an honest attempt
to search out any and all the birds
killed or wounded. He reminds
shotgunners that picking a stand
is important to the recovery of
birds. First, don’t shoot a bird
if it will fall into heavy brush.
“It's best to let the bird escape
thar to waste it,” he said

Second, if vou shoot a bird, be
certain to mark it even if it falls
