Gar Fishing
(zains Fame |
As A Pastime 1

Gar fishing is fast becoming an
“In between” pastime for bass
fishermen. Individuals who once
scorned the thought of ever toss-
ing lures for gar, today are turn-
ing to this fish for entertainment.
“And they are liking what they
find in this fish,” reports the di-
rector of inland fisheries, Texas
Game and Fish Commission.

During the summer months,
when mid-day becomes a time to
find a shade tree and keep cool,
many fishemen are staying on
the lake and enjoying some big
fish sport with gar. “This is the
second species tagged a rough
fish that is gaining a reputation
as a game fish,” said the director,

Marion Toole. “Carp have been
the targets of sport fishemen for
many years. More and more peo-
ple are discovering the new kind
of fishing fun when tying into a
big carp.”

It appears that gar, especially
the longnose and alligator,

close behind the carp. With the
introduction once more of the
hookless, nylon bait, fishemen are
really enjoying their encounters

with big 10 to 20 pound longnose
gars.

Like carp fishing, gar fishing
is good for what ails a lake, “We
at the Game and Fish Commis-
sion,” reports Toole, “are happy
to see these changes in attitudes
toward some of our so-called
rough fish, for two important
reasons. First, it gives fishemen
additional recreation, and sgcond.
fishemen can have a part in im-
proving fish population balances.”
