sand dollars 45 yeart ago, the 
National 4-H Service Commit­
tee, Inc., this year has budgeted 
a record $2 million for services 
to the 4-H program.

“For nearly half a century 
the Committee haa fostered a 
steady growth of service and 
support to d-H," said Noman  
C. Mlndmm, director. “Contri­
butions from (JB. bniincat in 
support of 4-H award prognuna 
are at an all-time high.“

From a handful of donors the 
list has grown to an all-time 
high of 61, representing virto- 
nlly every type of major busl- 
neu and industrial enterprise.

These 4-H backers not only pro­
vide swards  and educational 
aids, but also encouragement to 
Z185.(X)0 boys and girls parti 
cipating in 4-H Clubs.

This year marks the 45th Na­
tional 4-H Club Congress to be 
held in Chicago. The annual 
event brings recognition to boys 
and girls between 14 and 19 
years of age who have success­
fully engaged in 4-H Club proj­
ects and activities for at least 
three yean.

The 1,800 Congreaa trips spon­
sored by the sward donors are 
said to have a lasting and far- 
reaching effect on the youth 
from the 50 states and Ptierto 
Rico who win them.

Another highlight of the Con­
gress la the presentation of 640 
■cholanhliM valued nt $146466- 
The 3,3Sg grants given dniing 
the last 15 years have done 
mnch to enlarge the education 
and careers ef the older 4-H 
Club member.

Most of the scholanhipt aro 
for $500 and paid all at one 
time. However, last year Gen­
eral lioton. donor of awards in 
the national 4-H Safety program 
for 22 yean, upped its scholar­
ships to $1.000. The corporation 
provides eight scholanhips pay­
able in two insUUmenU.

Other 4-H scholanhips range 
from $800 to $1.600. In addi­
tion. six $3,000 fellowships are 
awarded to professional exten­
sion workers for advanced  
study.

"It is gratifying to report," 
said Mindrum, “that this year 
three more companies have ac­
cepted support of new national 
4-H programs.”
