Dear Friends:

The country here is so beauti-
ful it is almost unbelievable, 1
have shared my happiness with
relatives, but I wish to share it
with friends too, so I'm writing
to you

My sister, Mrs. Lineweaver, has
a cabin on Lake Charlston, and
invited me up for a visit to Ex-
e 67

On the way up to Canada we
stopped at Niagara Falls. What a
lot of water for one from dry
West Texas to see!

We visited Upper Canada Vil-
lage which is near Brockville, On-
tario ‘the oldest town on the St.
Lawrence River’'. This is a quaint
little village created to preserve

th ehistory of the arca. When the
development of th ePower and
Navigation facilities in the Inter-
national Rapids section of the St.
Lawrence River were in the plan
ning stage the people of the area
realized that a great deal of the
early history would be under wa-
ter. Much of this land was set-
tled by the Loyalists as early as
1784. The site of the Battle of
Cryslers’ Farm, one of the de-
cisive battles in the War of 1812
is now under water, but the his-
tory and many of the buildings
have been moved to Upper Can-
ada Village.

As | visited the museum and
the Battle Memorial Building and
Mound I was well aware that I
was reading history from a dif-
ferent “angle” than the one I
studied in school!

When we were leaving Expo
parking lot, the attendant said,
“Hello, Texas, have a safe trip
home.” Everywhere we met the
friendliest people!

The seaway locks on the St.
Lawrence River are the most en-

teresting to persons from West
Texas. How exciting to see ocean
freighters move through the locks.

There were thousands of per-
sons at Expo 67. We didn't get
into nearly all of the exhibits.
There were lines of people wait-
ing to get into USA and USSR
and we were told the line was
six hours long (would take that
long standing in line before we
could get in) so we didn't see
them. Many other exhibits had
two hours and longer waiting
lines. We did get to see France,
Germany and many others which
were very interesting. ‘We had
to stand in line to get into each
of these).

Traveling by automobile were
also my daughter, Mrs. Jarrell
Sharp of Stamford and her two
children, Jarrell and Cheryl, my
sister, Mrs. Norris Lineweaver of
Abilene and her son, John Char-
les. The Rev. Jarrell Sharp could
not drive up with us, but he flew
up to Montreal and came back
with us. John Charles staved in
Canada for a longer visit on
Charlston Lake.
