As for wildlife, the Canyon was
at one time the home of the coy-
ote, bobcat and the prairie dog.
Now its the home of deer, quail
and good fishing.

The Canyon perhaps has be-
come one of the best homes for
the good deer hunting than any
area in West Texas, with its
mountains and good fertile valley
land, that grows feed and small
grain for winter grazing. And af-
ter all, the landowners are taking
more care of the wildlife year af-
ter year. We find this year that
deer hunters have come in from
as far as five hundred miles
away to hunt,
